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Memorandum concerning case No. 72/2011 and the penalty imposed by State Security 

Accused: Syrian national Mr. Musab Khalil Al-Abood  

 Mr. Musab Khalil Al-Abood was arrested on 8 May 2011 on the basis of 
information that he was connected with Al-Qaida in Iraq and that he had received military 
training and taken part in terrorist operations against American forces in Iraq. 

 On 7 August 2011, Mr. Al-Abood was transferred to the Public Prosecution for 
questioning. 

 Mr. Al-Abood confessed that he had received military weapons training while in 
Iraq and had taken part in hostilities against American forces and Iraqi regular forces. The 
Public Prosecution charged him with membership of a terrorist organization, affiliation 
with terrorist militias and promotion of and incitement to commit terrorist offences and 
brought him before the court, in accordance with articles 2/5, 8/1, 10, 20, 23/1, 41 and 44 of 
the [Combating] Terrorist Offences Act (Federal Act No. 1 of 2004). 

 The State Security Department of the Federal Supreme Court tried Mr. Al-Abood on 
14 May 2012, sentenced him to 3 years’ imprisonment in respect of the charges against him 
and ordered that he should be deported once he had served his sentence. 

 Mr. Al-Abood failed to establish to the Public Prosecution during the investigation 
that he had been subjected to torture. Mr. Al-Abood is currently serving his sentence in 
prison.
