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Information from the Russian Federation in response to the joint enquiry from the 
Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights defenders and the Special 
Rapporteur on torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or 
punishment of the Human Rights Council

 In response to the joint enquiry from the Special Rapporteur on the situation of 
human rights defenders and the Special Rapporteur on torture and other cruel, inhuman or 
degrading treatment or punishment of the Human Rights Council, the Russian Federation 
has the honour to submit the following information. 

 On 9 December 2010, the Cheremushki district internal affairs office investigation 
unit, Moscow, opened a criminal case for offences under article 115, paragraph 2 (a) 
(intentional infliction of minor bodily injury), of the Criminal Code. The investigation 
found that, on 7 December 2010, at 55, Profsoyuznaya Street, Moscow, an unidentified 
person intentionally caused minor bodily injury to Mr. B.M. Khamroev, with the motive of 
criminal mischief. 

 On 10 December 2010, the Cheremushki interdistrict procurator’s office provided 
evidence that the necessary investigative action had been taken to establish all the 
circumstances of the offence. The investigation and its outcome are being monitored by the 
Cheremushki interdistrict procurator’s office. 

 According to the Russian law enforcement agencies, the information given in the 
request from the Special Procedures regarding the involvement of security officers in the 
search of Mr. Khamroev’s apartment is not correct.
