Information, provided by the law enforcement authorities, regarding Mr. A.
Askarov’s individual complaint.

The Judicial Panel for Criminal and Civil Cases of the Supreme Court of the
Republic of Kyrgyzstan, having reviewed the criminal case of Azimzhan Askarov,
concluded that rulings of the courts of the first and second instance with regard
to Mr. Askarov were lawful and well-founded and, on December 20, 2011,
decided to uphold sentences passed on Mr. Askarov by Bazar-Korgonskyi District
Court dated September 15, 2010, and by the Judicial Panel for Criminal and Civil
Cases of Dzhalal-Abadskyi Oblast Court dated November 10, 2010.

The grounds for this decision were specified in the ruling of the Supreme
Court of the Kyrgyz Republic itself.

Claims on the part of convict Askarov to the effect that during the
investigation his confession was obtained by torture were found to be
groundless.

During one of the sessions of the court of the first instance Mr. Askarov’s
lawyer, Mr. Toktakunov, petitioned the court to conduct Mr. Askarov’s
examination. However, Mr. Askarov did not affirm his lawyer’s petition and
waived his examination. This notwithstanding, the court decided to arrange for
Mr. Askarov’s examination. However, Mr. Askarov in writing refused to undergo
examination. Thereafter, the session of the court was resumed.

The Judicial Panel concluded that bringing clarity into the issues raised in
Mr. Askarov’s claim was crucial in terms of confirming lawfulness and relevancy
of court decisions, wherefore inquiries were conducted by the State Service for
the Execution of Sentences of the Republic of Kyrgyzstan, Ministry of Internal
Affairs and General Prosecutor’s Office of the Republic of Kyrgyzstan as a result
of which it was established that Mr. Askarov was not subjected to any torture.

In accordance with Article 382 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of the
Kyrgyz Republic decisions and rulings of the Judicial Panel for Criminal and Civil
Cases of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Kyrgyzstan are final and are not
subject to any appeal.

The Republic of Kyrgyzstan is committed to the rule of law.
Judiciary is an independent branch of power. If Mr. Askarov’s guilt had been

proven in all court instances, Kyrgyzstan shall uphold court decisions and
rulings.

Situation of Mr. Askarov who was sentenced to life imprisonment in a
correctional camp

At present Mr. Askarov who was sentenced to life imprisonment
(hereinafter LI) is serving his term in Correctional Camp Ne 47 of the State



Service for the Execution of Sentences of the Republic of Kyrgyzstan (hereinafter
SSES).

When LI convict Askarov was brought to Correctional Camp N2 47 he
underwent medical examination and was diagnosed with “chronic cholecystitis;
chronic bilateral pyelonephritis; coronary heart disease; atherosclerotic
cardiosclerosis; cerebral atherosclerosis; first degree circulatory
encephalopathy”.

On June 12, 2012, after a course of treatment, LI convict Askarov
underwent an X-ray control and a photofluorographic examination the results of
which led the doctors to believe that he had focal tuberculosis. Consequently, on
July 31, 2012, LI convict Askarov was transferred to TB and Pneumonic Hospital
at Correctional Facility Ne 31 of the SSES of the Kyrgyz Republic for a specific
medical examination. The results of the examination showed that LI convict
Askarov did not require any special process and he was sent back to Central
Clinic at Correctional Camp N¢ 47. At present he is undergoing a course of
relevant treatment.

In accordance with the existing Penal Execution Code of the Kyrgyz
Republic LI convict Askarov is daily provided with three hot meals and has the
right for a one to two hour stroll in in the inside yard of Correctional Camp Ne 47.

At the same time, pursuant to General Prosecutor’s Ordinance N2 40 dated
April 12,2011, the Prosecutor’s Office in charge of supervision of correctional
facilities regularly takes measures to prevent and uncover instances of torture
and other cruel, inhuman and degrading treatment or punishment of persons in
custody.

During an interview with LI convict Askarov he stated that he did not
have any complaints about inhuman and degrading treatment of religious, racial
or nationalistic nature on the part of the officials of correctional camp Ne 47 or
medical personnel of the Central Clinic thereof.
