 Concerning the health condition of the above person, he was transferred to the Royal 
Medical Services hospital on 5 April 2012 because he had refused fluids, solutions, salts 
and food since 10 February 2012, which led to hypotension and hypoglycaemia. Because he 
refused all intravenous fluids and was also emaciated and generally weak, he was 
transferred to the above hospital and anaesthetized, from 5 April to 10 May 2012, 
remaining under the close observation and supervision of medical consultants. Laboratory 
tests were also conducted in order to monitor his condition. 

He was discharged from the Royal Medical Services hospital on 10 May 2012 after 
his condition had stabilized and his intake of various kinds of fluids, such as juice, milk, 
tea, yogurt and custard, was regular. He nonetheless refused solids. 

He was anaesthetized at the Public Security Health Centre on 10 May 2012, after his 
discharge from the military hospital, for health monitoring purposes. His vital signs were 
stable, as follows: 

Blood pressure: 70/110 mmHg 

Pulse: 62 beats per minute 

Random blood glucose: 4.9 mmol/l 

Body weight: 50 kilograms 

Height: 171 centimetres 

 He underwent medical and laboratory tests at the Public Security Medical Centre for 
a period of four days. 

 On 14 May 2012, he asked to be returned to Jaw prison on the assertion that his 
condition was currently stable, that he would continue to take various kinds of fluids and 
that his vital signs were also stable. Arrangements were therefore made for the medical 
clinic at Jaw prison to operate on a 24-hour basis, with a full medical team of one doctor 
and two nurses, so that his health condition could be monitored. He was returned to the 
prison on 14 May 2012 at his request. 

 He currently undergoes regular tests and check-ups, and his vital signs and blood 
glucose levels are also tested four times daily.  

 His health condition is currently stable; he has no symptoms, his vital signs are 
stable, he is consistently fully aware and he continues to take fluids in the form of juices, 
yogurt, tea, and milk with Ensure six times a day, in accordance with medical advice on 
nutrition for health maintenance. 

 He continues to refuse solid food and his health condition is constantly monitored.

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 The above person underwent a health check, which showed that his vital signs were 
as follows: 

Blood pressure: 70/100 mmHg 

Pulse: 64 beats per minute (regular) 

Random blood glucose: 3.4 mmol/l 

Body weight: 50 kilograms 

Height: 171 centimetres 

Body mass index: 17.1, which is below the normal average (18.5 to 24.9) 

 He stated this morning that he would not take any glucose or saline fluids and would 
depend on water alone. 

 His health condition will be monitored and attempts made to persuade him to take 
fluids, salts and sugars.
