Draft response to the concern of Special Rapporteurs

ASEAN Civil Society Conference/ASEAN People Forum 2012 (ACSC/APF 2012) is totally organized
and managed by Civil Society Organizations (CSOs) 1o collect views and opinions for ASEAN
Summit. Royal Government of Cambodia has no part in any form of this event management. So far,

CS0s have no adequate internal discussion and agreement amongst themselves.

i would like to iake this opportunity to recall the fact in connection to ACSC/APF 2012 that thers
were two ACSC/APF 2012 which were organized by two different groups of CSOs. The Royal
Government of Cambodia, being the in-charge authority and based on the principles of freedom of
expression and peaceful assembly, had no objection on the organizations of the two ACSC/APF
2012 without any forms of interference on professional affairs of the CSOs. Gther SCOs could
choose which ACSC/APF 2012 and workshops to participate with their full rights and interests. As
for the rent of venues and other adminisirative arrangements, it is entirely business of and mutual
agreement between the owners of the venues and organizers of the events. The Royal Government
of Cambodia has no authority and intervention on it. It is a basic form of work regime in free market
economy in which agreement between goods or services provider and goods or services buyer has
to be obtained. Ones cannot pressure the Royal Government of Cambodia to force owners of the
venues to agree on conditions imposed by CSOs. The Cambodian Human Rights Committee had
found no interference made by local authority or the Royal Government of Cambodia on any of the

owners of venues where the two ACSC/APF 2012 were organized.
