Information concerning the events (of 8 December 2012 in Kyiv) referred to in the
joint letter of the three Special Rapporteurs of the Human Rights Council

The Kyiv Municipal State Administration was notifi by the voluntary association
Insight (E. Shevchenko) on 5 December 2012 thavamt would be held on 8 December
2012 between 1 p.m. and 4 p.m. to commemoratenatienal Human Rights Day, in
which members would be assembling near the entrantiee Khreshchatyk metro station
and marching along Khreshchatyk Street to Maidamaghnosti [Independence Square],
where they would be holding a demonstration toergigblic awareness about fair laws and
regulations and respect for human rights.

By a decision of the Kyiv District Administrativeourt of 7 December 2012, No. 2-
a 16811/12/2670, the right to peaceful assemblyresisicted by banning Insight and other
entities that exercise the right to peaceful as$giinbm staging a protest on 8 December
2012 in Kyiv along Khreshchatyk Street and in Maidiezalezhnosti.

Some 30 members of Insight assembled near 29 Kehasyk Street on 8 December
2012 at 1 p.m. to celebrate International HumarhRidday and raise public awareness
about fair laws and regulations and human rights.

Officials of the State Bailiff Service of the Shunenko District Justice Department
in Kyiv read out the requirements of the aforenmmdd decision of the Kyiv District
Administrative Court to the organizer of the protés Shevchenko, and the other citizens
present.

At 1.05 p.m. the said citizens entered the sqfrara Taras Shevchenko Boulevard
(when they reached building No. 3) and raised benbearing the slogans: “Homophobia:
Shame on the State”, “The Right to Exist Is Not yOfdr the Majority” and “Enough
Lying: Homosexuality Is Not Propagating!” The KyiRistrict Administrative Court
received no notice that such an action would bd hrethat place. Militia officers warned
the demonstrators about the penalties for violattiegprocedures for holding mass events.

During the demonstration clashes broke out amdtimens in the course of which
Kobra-1N tear-gas spray was used by them and substy seized by militia officers.

Eleven citizens were arrested and brought to thiéarstation of the Shevchenko
District Department, a unit of the Central Depaminef the Ministry of Internal Affairs in
Kyiv; police reports were drawn up on 10 of thosgspns, who were later fined by the
court for administrative offences. They include:

A report on an administrative offence under agtitB85-1 (Breach of procedure for
organizing and holding assemblies, meetings, marahd demonstrations), paragraph 2, of
the Code of Administrative Offences was filed aghithe organizer of the protest, E.
Shevchenko, for organizing a mass event withoutrming the central authorities. The
court imposed an administrative penalty on E. Sherko, fining her Hrv 850.

The citizens ended their protest and dispers@dpain.

Infor mation on legislation gover ning specific rights and freedomsin the context of the
letter of the Special Rapporteurs

Under article 24 of the Constitution, citizens @asqual constitutional rights and
freedoms and are equal before the law. There mayoh®ivileges or restrictions based on
race, skin colour, political, religious and otheglibfs, gender, ethnic and social origin,
property status, place of residence, or linguistid other characteristics.

Human rights and freedoms and guarantees theed@fmdine the essence and course
of action of the State. The State is responsibliadaindividual for its activities. Affirming
and ensuring human rights and freedoms are the dudynof the State (article 3, paragraph
2, of the Constitution).

The Constitution has taken account of all thedpsivisions of international human
rights legal instruments and, above all, the UrsakDeclaration of Human Rights and the
International Covenant on Civil and Political Right

The international treaties on the protection ofman rights to which Ukraine has
acceded offer a further guarantee that human rightsfreedoms will be protected. The
State took a significant step forward in this respehen, in 1995, it signed the Convention
on the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamenédoms of 1950 and the relevant
protocols thereto, which were ratified by the A€tl@ July 1997, No. 475/97 BP, on the
ratification of the Convention and Protocol Nos214, 7 and 11 thereto, recognizing them
as part of the national legislation in accordandh varticle 9, paragraph 1, of the
Constitution.

It is worth noting that under article 8, paragrapiof the Constitution, the norms of
the Constitution have direct effect. This meang tmastitutional norms are to be directly
applied, regardless of whether relevant laws ahdrategulatory and legal instruments are
adopted to elaborate on those norms.

Thus, in accordance with article 39 of the Constin, citizens have the right to
assemble peacefully without arms and to hold askespbmeetings, processions and
demonstrations, on notifying executive or localf-gelvernment bodies in advance.
Restrictions on the exercise of this right may balglished by a court in accordance with
the law and only in the interest of national seguand public order, for the purpose of
preventing disturbances or crimes, protecting tath of the population or defending the
rights and freedoms of other persons.

This right is one of the constitutional guaranteéshe right of citizens to freedom
of opinion and religion, thought and speech, to filee expression of their views and
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beliefs, to the use and dissemination of infornratig oral, written or other means, at their
discretion, and to the free development of theispeality, etc.

In exercising these rights and freedoms, theret ei®io encroachment on the rights
and freedoms, honour and dignity of other perstmsaccordance with the Constitution
(art. 68), everyone is obliged to abide strictlythg Constitution and laws of Ukraine.

In accordance with article 92, paragraph 1, ofGoeastitution, the human and civil
rights and freedoms and the guarantees of thesesrignd freedoms are determined
exclusively by the laws of Ukraine.

However, the requirements concerning the proceflureorganizing and holding
peaceful assemblies are not currently regulateeuthe law.

Therefore, we should like to inform you that, @edting on the provisions of the
Constitution and the norms of international tresatiee which Ukraine is a party, the Cabinet
of Ministers submitted for consideration to the klevna Rada, the parliament of Ukraine,
draft legislation on the procedure for organizimgl doolding peaceful assemblies (Register
No. 2450 of 6 May 2008 at the Sixth Verkhovna Radd No. 0918 of 12 December 2012
at the Seventh Verkhovna Rada), which was adoptefirst reading on 3 June 2009 as a
point of reference.

The provisions of the bill set out a legal framekvdor the exercise of the
constitutionally guaranteed right to freedom ofqefal assembly.
