On 26 September 2012 the person mentioned was tadmio the detention and
investigation centre of the General Intelligencep@rément on the basis of a judicial
decision by the prosecutor-general of the Statai8gcCourt, and was released from
there on 24 December 2012 by decision by the pubsegeneral of the State Security
Court for lack of evidence against him. He wasaiely very well treated during the
period of detention in accordance with the stanslafchuman rights, his lawyer, Hikmat

Rawashdeh, following up with the prosecutor-general

It is stated that he (Ashraf) had previously beémitted to the detention centre of the
General Intelligence Department during 2010 onhkiasis of a judicial decision by the
prosecutor-general of the State Security Court,nvhe was interviewed in a timely
manner and during his recent detention in 2012 rtitag once by the Committee of the
Red Cross; we have received no reports from theQResds to the effect that he (Ashraf)

was subjected to any kind of torture or inhumaattrent.

With regard to his mother’s claim that she notitleat her son bore marks indicative of
torture during her visit to him when he was detdifgy the General Intelligence
Department in 2010, the claim lacks factual an@llegidence and is contrary to the truth
for a number of reasons, which include that allddaran reform and rehabilitation
centres have a General Intelligence Departmenntietecentre that is subject to the law
of reform and rehabilitation centres, which congaprovisions most of which comply
with international regulations on the treatmentimhates, such as the protection of
inmates and the provision of health, educationdl social care; the centres provide all
the necessary services for detainees, and in tparieent they are treated in accordance

with the provisions of the legislation in force, isth comply with human rights.

Moreover, the reform and rehabilitation centresluding the General Intelligence
Department centres, are open to international andl lhuman rights organizations and
there are regular visits to the centres by thegarozations, in the forefront of which is
the International Red Cross organization [sic]. é3al of these organizations have
expressed their satisfaction with the treatmentietfinees, and Jordan is a Party to

several international treaties that address th®peance of such activities.
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In this context we point out that all the persorfsovhave been detained in detention
centres of the General Intelligence Department hasen detained judicially under
judicial memoranda issued by the prosecutor-gerwdr#the State Security Court, since
the Code of Criminal Procedure does not permittention of any person except on the

basis of an order of the prosecutor-general.

Added to that, there are written and oral instargi in the General Intelligence
Department strictly forbidding, under any circunmetas, the exposure of any person
detained by or referred to the Intelligence Departihio any type of coercion, while the
Jordanian Criminal Code punishes anyone who ussendge or force against a person
with intent to extract a confession from him, ahd penalty is more severe if that results
in illness or injury. Furthermore, any violation tfese provisions is referred to the

competent court.
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The Permanent Mission of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan to the
United Nations Office and other International Organizations in Geneva
presents its compliments to the Office of the High Commissioner for Human
Rights and has the honor to enclose herewith the response received from the
Government of Jordan on the letter dated 17 of October, 2012 sent by the
Chair-Rapporteur on Working Group on Enforced or Involuntary
Disappearances and the Special Rapporteur on Torture and other cruel,
inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment.
