Information of law enforcement authorities of the Kyrgyz Republic 

regarding Mr. D. Nabijanov’s arrest 

 

 

 On March 3, 2012, at approximately 02:30 in the morning, Mr. Nabijanov, 

a resident of city of Osh, together with his acquaintance Mr. Saliev, armed with a 

fully loaded Makarov pistol broke into house № 22 which belongs to Mrs. 

Hasanova and is located on Sharipov Street in the village Kyzyl-Kyshtak of Kara-

Suiskyi Region with the objective of detinue. Using the threat of violence they 

seized cash money in the amount of 150 000 Som, jewellery worth of 157 000 

Som and “Nokia-5300” mobile phone. 

 

 On March 13, 2012, after Mrs. Hasanova lodged a complaint with Kara-

Suiskyi Regional Office of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, an operational 

investigative group of the Regional Office of the Internal Affairs was sent to the 

crime scene and all ranks of the Regional Office of the Internal Affairs were 

mobilized to identify and apprehend the criminals. 

 

 The crime scene was examined with the use of technical means and photo 

cameras. Crime victims, their neighbors and other persons who could provide 

any information to identify offenders were questioned. 

 

 On March 14, 2012, on the basis of collected data and materials the 

Investigation Unit of Kara-Suiskyi Regional Office of Internal Affairs instituted 

criminal case № 34-12-163 on the basis of essential elements of offence specified 

in Part 2, subparagraphs 2, 3; Part 3, paragraph 2 and Part 4, paragraph 3 of 

Article 167 of the Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz Republic. A plan of investigative 

and operational measures to comprehensively and scrupulously examine all 

circumstances of the case was drawn up. 

 

 On March 29, 2012, “Nokia-5300” mobile phone was confiscated from D. 

Nabijanov’s sister. The phone was given to her by her brother, Mr. Nabijanov.  

 

 On March 30, 2012, suspect Nabijanov was brought to the investigator of 

the Investigation Unit of Kara-Suiskyi Regional Office of Internal Affairs, senior 

lieutenant Kushbakov, who was charged with conducting a criminal 

investigation. 

 

 According to the information of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the 

Kyrgyz Republic, during the interrogation Mr. Nabijanov confessed that he and 

his accomplice Mr. Saliev, who actually planned and organized this crime, broke 

into the house at the address specified above and committed an act of robbery. 

 

 Following operational and investigative measures Mr. Nabijanov was 

detained on March 30, 2012, and on the same day he was placed into custody in 

the temporary detention facility of Kara-Suiskyi Regional Office of Internal 

Affairs. 

 



 On March 31, 2012, Mr. Nabijanov was charged of a crime specified in 

Part 2, subparagraphs 1,2,3; Part 3, paragraph 2 and Part 4, paragraph 3 of 

Article 168 of the Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz Republic and the court decided to 

apply to him a measure of restraint in the form of placing him into custody. 

 

 On April 5, 2012, Mr. Saliev, an accomplice in this crime, was charged in 

absentia of a crime specified in Part 2, subparagraphs 1,2,3; Part 3, paragraph 2 

and Part 4, paragraph 3 of Article 168 of the Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz 

Republic, the court decided to apply to him a measure of restraint in the form of 

placing him into custody and he was put on the wanted list.  

 

 On May 4, 2012, investigator of the Investigation Unit of Kara-Suiskyi 

Regional Office of Internal Affairs Mr. Uzakov merged criminal case № 34-12-255 

dealing with Mr. Nabijanov’s crime provided for in Part 1 of Article 341 of the 

Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz Republic with criminal case № 34-12-163. The new 

criminal case was assigned the same number – № 34-12-163. 

 

 On May 4, 2012, Mr. Nabijanov was definitively charged of a crime 

specified in Part 2, subparagraphs 2,3; Part 3, paragraph 2 and Part 4, 

paragraphs 3 and 4 of Article 168 and in Part 1 of Article 241 and Part 1 of 

Article 341 of the Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz Republic. 

 

 The investigation of this criminal case was completed on May 7, 2012, and 

in accordance with Article 236 of the Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz Republic and 

all the materials of the case were submitted to the Kara-Suiskyi Regional 

Prosecutor’s Office. 

 

 On May 14, 2012, the criminal case was submitted to Kara-Suiskyi 

Regional Court. The Court is presently examining the merits of the case. 

 

 It should be noted that on April 5, 2012, defendant Nabijanov while in 

custody in the temporary detention facility of Kara-Suiskyi Regional Office of 

Internal Affairs submitted a complaint to the Prosecutor’s Office of Kara-Suiskyi 

Region concerning officers of the Criminal Investigation Department of Osh Oblast 

Office of Internal Affairs who allegedly inflicted on him bodily injuries while 

apprehending him. 

 

 On April 5, 2012, the Prosecutor’s Office of Kara-Suiskyi Region ordered 

to conduct Mr. Nabijanov’s forensic and medical examination to identify his 

bodily injuries. According to forensic expert conclusion № 107 dated April 9, 

2012, the following bodily injuries were identified: scratch marks on the left 

frontal side of his face, on the posterior left ear lobe and on the lower jaw’s left 

side; bruises under the right eye, on shins of both legs and under the right foot’s 

sole which were qualified as light harm to health resulting in short-term 

impairment of health. 

 

 As a result of the inquiry into the circumstances under which bodily 

injuries were inflicted on Mr. Nabijanov it was found out that on March 30, 2012, 

operative-investigative officers of the Criminal Investigation Department of Osh 



Oblast Office of Internal Affairs received information that suspect Nabijanov was 

hiding in house № 21 on Monueva Street in city of Osh and that he was armed 

and could put up armed resistance. 

 

 On the same day, around 22:00, officers Tagaev, Aijimbetov, Torohojaev 

and Jeenbekov detained suspect Nabijanov in house № 21 on Monueva Street in 

city of Osh. Suspect Nabijaev resisted the arrest and hit detective Tagaev fair in 

the face; police officers were forced to use self-defense technique in order to 

force Mr. Nabijanov into compliance. Then they brought him to the police station 

where police officer Tagaev submitted a report to the Head of Osh Oblast Office 

of Internal Affairs. 

 

 The report was duly registered in the Crime Register of Osh Oblast Office 

of Internal Affairs, it was assigned №92 and entered into Mr. Nabijanov’s case file 

№ 34-12-163. 

 

 On April 5, 2012, a decision was taken to conduct medical examination of 

detective Tagaev. 

 

 On April 6, 2012, Kara-Suiskyi Regional Prosecutor’s Office submitted all 

collected data and materials to Osh Oblast Prosecutor’s Office. 

 

 On April 10, 2012, after medical examination of Mr. Tagaev it was 

established (forensic expert conclusion № 119) that there was a scratch mark on 

the left side of Mr. Tagaev's face which was qualified as light harm to health 

resulting in short-term impairment of health. 

 

 On April 11, 2012, the case of Mr. Tagaev’s bodily injuries was severed 

from criminal case № 34-12-163. 

 

 On April 14, 2012, on the basis of the results of the inquiry conducted by 

Osh Oblast Prosecutor’s Office and in accordance with Part 1, paragraph 2 of 

Article 28 of the Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz Republic the request to institute a 

criminal case was dismissed and the file was submitted to the General 

Prosecutor’s Office of the Kyrgyz Republic for further study under supervision 

procedure. 

 

 On May 7, 2012, the General Prosecutor’s Office of the Kyrgyz Republic 

revoked the decision to dismiss the request to institute a criminal case and 

ordered the case to be reexamined. 

  

 During the reexamination of the case investigator of Investigation Unit of 

Kara-Suiskyi Regional Office of Internal Affairs Mr. Kushbakov and Kara-Suiskyi 

Regional forensic expert Mr. Kanybaev were questioned. And following the 

request from Mr. Nabijanov’s lawyer Mrs. Bekmurzina another medical and 

forensic examination was ordered on May 15, 2012.  

 



 According to forensic expert conclusion № 40 dated June 15, 2012, Mr. 

Nabijanov’s bodily injuries were qualified as light harm to health which did not 

result in short-term impairment of health. 

 

 On June 15, 2012, on the basis of the results of the additional examination 

and verification conducted by Osh Oblast Prosecutor’s Office and in accordance 

with Part 1, paragraph 2 of Article 28 of the Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz 

Republic the request to institute a criminal case was dismissed. 

 

 Osh Oblast Prosecutor’s Office studied this file under supervision 

procedure and on July 7, 2012, revoked the decision to dismiss the request to 

institute a criminal case and ordered a reexamination and verification of the 

whole matter. 

 

 Presently the file and all the circumstances of the case are being 

reexamined.
