I. Charges brought against her: 

1.  Participation in an assembly and disturbance on the university campus 
(University of Bahrain). 

2.  Physical assault and damage. 

 

II Summary of the case: 

The incident took place and after Zeinab Abdali had been questioned by the prosecution 
service and the charges against her proven, she was transferred to the competent court for the 
case to be heard. The fifth lower criminal court delivered its verdict on 20 March 2012, fining 
her 200 Bahraini dinars for the charges brought against her. 

 

Observation 

Zeinab Abdali did not lodge any complaint with the public prosecution service or the special 
investigation unit concerning what is claimed regarding her exposure to ill-treatment.
