Information on the questions raised in the communiation from the Chair-Rapporteur
of the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention, Mr. EI Hadji Malick Sow, and the
Special Rapporteur on torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or
punishment, Mr. Juan Méndez, regarding the convictMr. Erkin Musaev

Erkin Aidzhanovich Musaev, a native of Tashkent, born on 9 May 1967, was
sentenced on 13 June 2006 by the Military CourtUpbekistan to a term of 20 years’
imprisonment under the ordinary regime, under l@tid57, paragraph 1 (High treason),
301, paragraph 1 (Abuse of authority, exceedinbaity or administrative dereliction), 25
(Planning and attempted commission of an offent@&®, paragraph 1 (Disclosure of State
secrets), 302, paragraph 1 (Neglect of [militargivice), 168, paragraphs 3 (a) and (b)
(Obtaining property by deception), and 59, paralgrdgSentencing for multiple offences),
of the Criminal Code.

Sentence began: 1 February 2006
Sentence will end: 1 February 2026
He is serving his sentence at the UY-64/47 facfQiziltepa, Navoiy province).

UY-64/47 is an ordinary-regime penal colony. Parguo Uzbek penal enforcement
legislation, convicts in such facilities stay innemunal living quarters, but those held in
disciplinary sections of the colony are kept in commal or single cells. Each convict,
irrespective of the form and type of punishmentpisvided with an individual bed and
bedding.

In UY-64/47, as in all ordinary-regime penal caé®) inmates stay in communal
accommodation divided into sections, in quite spagiquarters kept at temperature ranges
which meet the health and hygiene standards applieersally across Uzbekistan. All
convicts held in such facilities take weekly baéimsl, during the summer months, a shower
every day. Visits are not prohibited.

Mr. Musaev underwent a full medical examinationesttering prison. As illnesses
were detected, he was registered by medical pegsavith the clinic, with a diagnosis of
“chronic bronchitisin remission”.

While serving his sentence, Mr. Musaev has undegpreventive medical
examinations and, in accordance with doctors’ raoemdations, has been provided all
necessary medical assistance, as both an inpatidrdn outpatient.

For his illnesses Mr. Musaev has received:

1. Inpatient care from 25 November 2006 to 5 Dea@ma@®06 inclusive, in the
National Convicts’ Hospital in facility UY-64/18 @Bhkent), where he was
diagnosed with ¢hronic pyelonephritis in partial remission, chronic
bronchitis and chronic gastritisin remission”.

2. Inpatient care from 19 February 2011 to 28 Faty2011 inclusive, in the
National Convicts’ Hospital in facility UY-64/18 @Bhkent), where he was
diagnosed with ¢hronic bronchitisin remission”.

3. Additional outpatient care from 18 April 201128 April 2011 inclusive, in
the infirmary of the UY-64/47 facility, where he svdiagnosed withdctive
chronic bronchitis’.
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4, Outpatient care from 23 February 2012 to 1 Ma6t2 inclusive, in the
infirmary of the UY-64/47 facility, where he wasadnosed with radiculitis
and chronic pyelonephritis’.

As at 25 May 2012, Mr. Musaev’'s health status wasessed by the facility’s
medical personnel to be satisfactory, with no bunng/ounds to his body and no need for
additional medical attention.

During his stay in prison, Mr. Musaev has repegtditeached the penitentiary
regime and is gersistent violator of prison rules as punishment for which he has
receiveddisciplinary sanctionson 12 occasionsincluding three periods of confinement in
a punishment cell:

2 November 2006 — Warning

7 November 2006 — Reprimand

27 November 2007 — Warning

18 December 2007 — Warning

26 March 2007 — Warning

20 May 2009 — Sentenced to 3 days’ confinementgarashment cell
21 May 2009 — Warning

10 July 2010 — Warning

21 November 2010 — Reprimand

20 December 2010 — Sentenced to 15 days’ confineimenpunishment cell
7 April 2011 — Sentenced to 15 days’ confinemera punishment cell

Ensuring compliance with penitentiary regime reguients within the framework of
current Uzbek legislation does not amount to amingément of prisoners’ rights and
legitimate interests.

While serving his sentence, Mr. Musaev has neeenbsubjected, nor is he now
being subjected, to any “torture”, ill-treatmenggadading treatment or other violent acts by
the colony’s staff.

The statements in the communication from the CGRapporteur and Special
Rapporteur, according to whictMt. Musaev deeps on a thin mattress on the floor, has
limited access to a shower and has been regularly placed in solitary confinement”, are not
true.

The conditions under which sentences are servedimstry of Internal Affairs
correctional facilities strictly conform to curreldgislation and the regulatory standards
established by the Ministry.

The National Centre for Human Rights, the Humargh®& Commissioner
(Ombudsman) and the International Committee of Red Cross monitor detention
conditions in prisons.

The information set out regarding Mr. Musaev ia thtter from Mr. Sow and Mr.
Méndez is neither accurate nor true.

2. Has a complaint been lodged by or on behalf oli¢ alleged victim?

No complaints or applications have been madeddwvtmistry of Internal Affairs by
or on behalf of Mr. Musaev.

3. Please provide the details, and where availabtbee results, of any investigation,
medical examinations, and judicial or other inquiries carried out in relation to this
case. If no inquiries have taken place, or if thehave been inconclusive, please explain
why.

There has never been any ill-treatment or abugbheotonvict, nor has he been the
victim of any unlawful acts, by either the admirdsion of the facility or any other law
enforcement staff.

There has therefore been no need to carry outiavgstigations or medical
examinations and so neither have been conducted.

4, Please provide information on the measures taketo ensure the safety as well
as the physical and mental integrity of Mr. Erkin Musaev.

Each person convicted of a crime has the riglseturity of person. Should a threat
arise to the personal security of a prisoner, heslor has the right to apply to any
correctional facility official for protection. Thefficial is obliged to take immediate steps to
ensure the prisoner’s personal security. The direaft the prison must take the necessary
measures to remove the threat.

The prison authorities are not allowed to take amasures which infringe the legal
rights of Mr. Musaev or other convicted personslattiey are serving their sentence.

There is no evidence that Mr. Musaev has beenestdy to physical or
psychological pressure.

There has been no need for any individual meagarbe taken to ensure the safety
or the physical and mental integrity of Mr. Musaev.

5. Please provide information about the measures kan to implement the
recommendations made by the Working Group on Arbitiary Detention in its Opinion
No. 14/2008.

Mr. Musaev was convicted of specific categoriesféénce on 13 June 2006 by the
Military Court of Uzbekistan. While serving his sence, Mr. Musaev has repeatedly
breached the penitentiary regime and is a persistetator of prison rules, as punishment
for which he has received disciplinary sanctionsl@roccasions, including three periods of
confinement in a punishment cell.

Ensuring compliance with the penitentiary regimequirements within the
framework of current Uzbek legislation does not antao an infringement of prisoners’
rights and legitimate interests.

While serving his sentence, Mr. Musaev has neeenbsubjected, nor is he now
being subjected, to any “torture”, ill-treatmenggadading treatment or other violent acts by
the colony’s staff.
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The statements in the communication from the CGRapporteur and Special
Rapporteur, according to whichMt. Musaev has been regularly placed in solitary
confinement and beaten and ill-treated” are not true.

There is no evidence that Mr. Musaev has beenestdy to physical or
psychological pressure.

Mr. Musaev’s health status was assessed by tliktyfacmedical personnel to be
satisfactory with no need for additional medicétation.

Prison staff act strictly within the scope of thefficial duties, observing the laws
and rules on the treatment of prisoners. The cmmditunder which sentences are served
conform to international standards. The prison auties treat convicts in a proper and
appropriate manner.

The penitentiary system in Uzbekistan pays speattntion to human rights,
respect for the rule of law and prevention of urldwacts against convicts in prisons.
