We draw the attention of the Office of the Unitddtions High Commissioner for
Human Rights to the fact that the draft law adopbgdthe State Duma of the Federal
Assembly of the Russian Federation does not prohobilimit the receipt by non-
commercial organizations of foreign funding. No fmhment” for this is being
contemplated. The new developments concern onlgethmmn-commercial organizations
which engage in political activity funded by foreigponsors and they are merely designed
to increase transparency and inform society batteut data concerning expenditure of the
means which have been received.

Furthermore the Russian draft law was based oprtssions of similar American
legislation. Moreover, in essence the Russian mapé regulation is milder in scope than
the legislative provisions adopted in the Uniteat& of America.
