Urgent appeal concerning Hosni Talaat Mohammed Al Nagar 

1. Hosni Talaat Mohammed Al Nagar is a leading official of a Specific Operations 
Committee of the terrorist Muslim Brotherhood in 10th of Ramadan City and has been 
charged in Second Misdemeanour Court case No. 5497 of 2015 in 10th of Ramadan.  

2. It should be noted that, according to investigations by the National Security 
Department of the Ministry of the Interior, the committees were created by the leaders of 
the terrorist Muslim Brotherhood with a view to reviving the organization’s secret system 
of specific operations committees to conduct assassinations and to perpetrate acts of 
aggression against public personalities who opposed the organization’s activities and 
against members of the armed forces, the policy and the judiciary. They also target vital 
State facilities, such as high-voltage transmission towers, electric power transformers, water 
and natural gas pipelines, mobile phone towers, and government and police buildings and 
installations, by splitting the specific operations committees into secret cluster cells that 
specialize in conducting the aforementioned operations in diverse Egyptian governorates, 
cities and centres. 

3. The Public Prosecutor’s Office authorized the arrest of Hosni Talaat Mohammed Al-
Nagar on 5 August 2015 and he was arrested on 12 August 2015 with other individuals who 
possessed seized items that are used in producing explosives.  

4. The accused admitted on interrogation that he had joined the terrorist Muslim 
Brotherhood in 1988 and had participated in specific operations committees that specialized 
in planting bombs beneath mobile phone, electricity and gas towers, and that he used 15 per 
cent of his monthly income to finance the terrorist Muslim Brotherhood. 

5. The report of the General Directorate for Criminal Evidence confirmed that the 
seized items in the accused’s possession are used to produce explosives and contain 
ammonium nitrate mixed with coffee beans, which is an explosive material referred to in 
paragraph No. 79 of Decree No. 2225 of 2007 of the Minister of the Interior concerning 
materials deemed to constitute explosives. 

6. The accused was detained for 15 days pending investigations, a period that is 
extended pursuant to legal regulations. The case is still under investigation.
