» Mr. Fateel was arrested on 2 May 2013 with the @ightion of the Office of the
Public Prosecutor, on the basis of disclosures madeg investigations concerning
his engagement in terrorist activity.

« On 3 May 2013 the Office of the Public Prosecutoesiioned Mr. Fateel and one
other accused person. It charged him with estahtish group for the purpose of
suspending the Constitution and the law and viodptihe personal freedoms of
citizens including by means of terrorism, and valtiaring intelligence with a group
abroad engaged in terrorist activity.

e Mr. Fateel did not mention that he had a lawyerirdumuestioning nor did he
request the assistance of a lawyer, although haedfthe charges against him. He
was questioned at a single session on 3 May 2013.

» At the end of the questioning session, the Offitéhe Public Prosecutor remanded
Mr. Fateel in custody where he remains, pendingrthestigation. The Office of the
Public Prosecutor assigned a forensic physiciaotmuct a medical examination of
Mr. Fateel in order to ascertain whether he bone signs of injury and, if so, to
identify the causes. The forensic physician conetlithat there were no signs of ill-
treatment.

Special Investigations Unit procedures

* In the context of monitoring the detention condiSofor remand prisoners, an
investigator from the Special Investigations Unésasent to Dry Dock prison on 14
May 2013 to inspect the detention conditions theke.that point, Mr. Fatil
submitted a complaint that he had been subjectéliitteatment during arrest. He
was then questioned in detail in respect of hismamt, in the presence of his

lawyer.

» On the same date, the Unit seconded a forensicigiuysto conduct an external
medical examination of Mr. Fateel in order to atiarwhether he bore any signs of
ill-treatment after he was brought before the @ffid the Public Prosecutor.

In conclusion, the Government of the Kingdom ohBan underscores its respect
for human rights and its readiness to cooperatdl that would preserve human dignity and
encourage respect for human rights.
