. The Russian Federation verified information contained in the communication
of the Special Procedures of the Human Rights Council regarding the situation of Ms.
Tolokonnikova presently being held in the Federal public medical and preventive
facility “Regional tuberculosis hospital Ne I of the Main Directorate of the Federal
Service for the Execution of Sentences (hereinaftet — GUFSIN) of the Russian
Federation for the Krasnoyarsk Region” (hereinafiet — KTB-1).

Tolokonnikova Nadezhda Andreevna, born in 1989, was sentenced on August
17, 2012, by the Moscow Hamovnicheskij District Court for committing a crime

- stipulated in Part 2 of Article 213 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation to

two years of depnvatmn of liberty with servmg her sentence in the correctional
colony of strict regime. :

On September 23, 2013, convict Tolokonmkova submitted to the head of the
Federal facility *Correctional Colony 14” of the UFSIN of the Russian Federation for
the Republic of Mordovia (heremafter — IK-14) a letter stating her intention to go on a
hunger strike and also containing a request to ensure her safety because of the threats
and physical intimidation on the part of officials and convicts of IK-14.

In accordance with the requirements set forth in Article 13,0f the Criminal and
Executive Code of the Russian Federation on the same day Ms. Tlokonnikova was
transferred to a secure location for the period of thirty days while relevant materials
were sent to the Zubovo-Polyanskij interregional investigation section of the
Investigation Directorate of the Investigation Committee of the Russian Federation
for the Republic of Mordovia so that a decision could be taken in accordance with the
procedure provided for in Articles 144 and 145 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the
Russian Federation. On September 26,-2013, this investigation section decided to
discontinue the application of safety and security measures for Ms. Tolokonnikeva as
well as to dismiss the aforementioned criminal complalnt and niot to institute a
criminal case in accordance with the provisions of Part 1, paragraph 2 of Article 24 of
the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation,

On October 29, 2013, the head of the Zubovo-Polyanskij interregional
investigation section of the Investigation Directorate of the Investigation Committee
of the Russian Federation for the Republic of Mordovia revoked the decision to refuse
to institute a criminal case and requested to return materials for additional

- examination for which reason officials of IK-14 were not sanctioned.

On September 26, 2013, a member of the Russian Parliament, the State Duma
Deputy Mr. 1. Ponomarev visited convict Tolokonnikova held in the Federal public
institution “Medical and Preventive Facility'21” (hereinafter —- FKU LPU-21). In
September — October of 2013 Ms. Tolokonnikova was allowed to communicate with



her lawyers and a human rights expert eight times. It was established that during that
period not a single visitation request on the part of convict Tolokonnikova was ever
refused. :

In accordance with Article 89 of the Criminal and Executive Code of the
Russian Federation (hereinafter — UIK RF) meetings with lawyers for the purposes of
getting legal help and assistance shall be granted to convicts only on the territory of a
correctional facility and it is precisely for this reason that convict Tolokonnikova,
who on October 22, 2013, was on her way to be transferred to another correctional
facility, was not permitted to see her lawyer Mr. E. Gubin,

Besides, persons sentenced to imprisonment are granted short-term (up to four
hours) visits by relatives or other individuals in the presence of a representative of a
correctional facility’s administration and long-term (three days) visits on the territory
of a correctional facility and during such long-term visits convicts have the right to
stay (live) with a husband or wife, parents, children, adoptive parents, adoptees,
biological brothers and sisters, grandfathers, grandmothers, grand children and, with
the permission of the head of a correctional facility, with other persons. -

In order to be able to receive legal assistance convicts are allowed to be visited
by lawyers and other persons authorized to provide legal help; such visits can last up
to four hours and the number of lawyers visiting a convmt is not restrloted

Whlle serving her sentence in the correctional delllt]BS of the Repubhc of _
Mordovia ¢onviet Tolokonnikova was allowed. 46 times to-see-her relatives, lawyers
and a notary.

Upon arrival in IK-14 Ms. Tolokonnikova had a medical check-up including.
examinations by medical specialists (psychiatrist, neurologist, gynecologist),
functional diagnostic, fluorography and laboratory assessments. On December 03,
2012, she sought medical assistance and was examined by a medical specialist who
determined a diagnosis and assigned ambulatory treatment.

From January 22, 2013 to February 05, 2013, Ms. Tolokonnikova underwent
medical examinations and treatment in FKU LPU- 21 of GUFSIN for the Repubhc of
Mordovia.

- On March 12, 2013, she was examined by a general physician of the medical
unit of IK-14 who made a diagnosis and aesigned ambulatory treatment.

On April 08,2013, a planned photophluorographw examination of convict
Tolokonmkova was conducted

TFrom September 29, 2013 to October 17, 2013, she underwent medical
treatment in hospital Ne 2 of the Federal public health facility “Medical Unit 13” of
FSIN of the Russian Federation. She recovered and was dismissed from the medical
unit,



" On October 18, 201 3, Ms. Tolokonnikova was examined by medical
specialists of IK-14 who determined that there were no contraindications against her
transfer to the corrcctlonal facili ity; they. found hcr general condition satisfactory.

Medical care of this convict was organized in accordance with Order Ne
640/190 of the Ministry of Health and the Ministry of Justice of the Russian
Federation “On tlie procedure for organizing medical care of persons serving their
sentences in places of dcprivaﬁcn of freedcm and persons taken into custody”.

Because of a posmblc threat to her life and health on the part of other
convicted inmates in TK-14 convict Tolokonnikova was transferred to another
correctional facility in Krasnoyarsk Region; it was done on the basis of her written
complaint and in accordance with Part 2 of Artlclc 81 of UIK RF.

According to the cx1stmg records and registration data convict Tolokonnikova
was not held in the Federal public facﬂlty SIZ.O- 1 of GUFSIN of Russia for
Chelyabinsk Region. :
