On 5 and 6 December 2611, over 60 ,000 people participated in public events held in
constituent entities of the Rusman Federation. Over the same period, 13 unauthorized
- events were held in the Russian Federation, involving more than 9,000 people, in violation
of Federal Act No. 54-FZ of 19 June 2004 on assembhes, rallies, demonstrations,

: processmns and pickets. : :

Administrative charges were filed against the direct .organizers .of the events in
question for v1olat1ng the regulauons dn holding large- SG‘ll& evefis and against participants
who had repeatedly failed to meet police officers’ requlrements to desist ffom committing
offences. : _

- Insubordmate offcnders were detained and admmlstratwe procedures were apphed
against them under articles 19.3 (failure to comply with the legitimate requirements of a
_ police officer) and 20:2_ (violation of procedures on the organization or holding of an
. assembly, a rally, demonstrauon procession or p1cket) of the Code of Admmlstratlve '
. Offences

Media personnel playing an active role in obstrucung the’ legltlmate activities of
police officers during public events are subject to proceedings under the Russmn legISlatlon
in force.

Between 5 and 6 December 2011, 24 media representatives were taken to police
stations in Moscow for disturbing public order during mass events, so as to establish their -
-~ identity and draw up reports on administrative offences. Administrative proceedings wére
initiated against four of these persons under the Code of Administrative Offences. No
admisistrativé reports were made against the remaining Journahsts who' were released ance
the1r 1dent11,y had been estabhshed

From 5 to 12 December 2011, ‘members of the Moscow Public Overmght
Commission carried out inspection visits of the detention facilities of Ministry of Internal
Affairs Institution No. 1 where the 78 participants who had been arrested during the
protests were being held under article 19.3 of the Code of Administrative Qffences pursuant
to a court decision. Those arrested made ne comments or complaints about the actions of
the pohce officers: ‘ : :
