Nargis Mohammadi (communications 6523 and 7336)

According to information received from Ministry of Justice (Tehran), on the
basis of the final verdict issued by Tehran Appeal Court, Ms. Narges
Mohammadi was sentenced to one year in prison on the charge of spreading
propaganda against the State and five years on the charge of assembly and
collusion with the aim of acting against national security. Considering the
request by the enforcement judge from Judicial Complex of Shaheed Mogadas
and in line with Article 134 of the Islamic Penal Code concerning application of
highest sentence instead of total sum of sentences, she was sentenced to only
five years in prison and is currently serving her sentence in Evin Prison.

It should also be mentioned that upon her request, she was transferred to
women cells of Zanjan Prison on 17 February 2012 to facilitate visits by her
family. She benefitred from amenities and medical facilities inside the prison
and even outside the prison compound. Regrettably, she was seni on a leave
outside of the prison on 7 August 2012 and did not return after. termination of
her leave. After a long absence, she was again arvested on 5 May 2015 and
sent back to Evin Prison to serve the rest of the sentence. Considering that Ms.

Mohammadi is no longer ill, she must serve the rest of her five-year senience.

Other claims concerning her case are untrue and refited.

Concerning her health situation, according to infarmation we have received she

is receiving regular periodic medical treatment Iike other prisoners. Regarding
the illness mentioned in the communication, records show that she was sent 0
Taleghani Hospital on Saturday 1 August 2015 jor medical treatment.
Consequently, she was transferred to the hospital on Sunday, 11 October 2015.

It is noteworthy that she was sent to a hospital of her family's choice where
doctors familiar with her medical case are working. Maximum cooperation has
been extended to her because of her medical condition and claims in the
communication are unirue.
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Ms. Avena Farghadani (communication 5634)
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According to information, received from The Ministry of Justice (Tehran),
Ms. Atena Farghadani, was prosecuted by the first instance cowrt on

following charges:

1. Assembly and collusion with the aim of acting against
national security - :

2. Propaganda activities against the Islamic Republic of Iran

3. Insulting the Supreme Leader

4. Insulting the President '

5. Insulting representatives of the Islamic Consultative
Assembly

" 6. Insulting Evin Prison officials and law enforcement officers
during questioning and while carrying out their duties.

After hearing her defense arguments and those by her lawyer and exhaustion of
all legal remedies, she was sentenced to seven and a half years imprisonment
on the first charge, 18 months for the second charge, three years for third
charge, nine months for fourth and fifth charges. These sentences are all in
accordance with the provisions of articles 500, 514, 609 and 61 0 of the Islamic
Penal code and article 134 of the same code. '
It should be noted that numerous affences committed by her have nothing to do
with sound and lawful social activities and the verdict was issued on the basis
of norms of law (due process). This is preliminary ruling and can be appealed
and heard ar Tehran Appellate Court. Regarding the request to check
 complaints about her claim of sexual abuse in prison, medical examinations
have been performed and the results have proven that all claims in the video
clips and internet sites are faise. Considering that the ruling by the court is not
final, any kind of statement and comment about her case is merely a
prejudgment. In addition, since charges against her are all on the basis of
provisions of law, the claim of arbitrary arrest is also incorrect.
