 The Russian Federation, having studied the information outlined in the enquiry by 
the Special Rapporteur on the promotion and protection of the right to freedom of opinion 
and expression, the Special Rapporteur on the rights to freedom of peaceful assembly and 
of association and the Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights defenders 
concerning the decision of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Tatarstan on the winding 
up of the Agora Interregional Association of Human Rights Organizations, wishes to bring 
the following points to the attention of the Special Rapporteurs. 

 The decision that the association should be wound up was taken on 10 February 
2016 by the Supreme Court of the Republic of Tatarstan in response to an application filed 
by the department of the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation for the Republic. 

 Pursuant to this decision, Agora has been wound up and removed from the 
consolidated State register of legal entities. 

 As at April 2016, the decision of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Tatarstan 
was not yet final, since, on 14 March 2016, the organization lodged an appeal, which has 
been transmitted, along with the case materials, to the Supreme Court of the Russian 
Federation. At present, the case is pending consideration.
