Report in reply to joint allegation letter AL G/SO 214 (67-17) Assembly & Association
(2010-1) G/SO 214 (56-23) G/SO 214 (107-9) BHR 12/2012 about allegations concerning the
interrogation and deportation of Dr. Nada Dhaif and withdrawal of citizenship of 31
political activists, including Mr. Abbas Omran and Mr. Taymour Karimi.

A. Summary of the content of thereply to the withdrawal of citizenship

- The State has the right to withdraw citizenship according to its domestic legislation.
Withdrawal was on the basis of article 10, paragraph (c), of the Citizenship Act, which alows
thisif it [i.e. citizenship] causes harm to the security of the State.

- On the basis of that, citizenship was withdrawn in accordance with the Act from 31 Bahraini
individuals because of their harming the security of the State.

- The necessary measures will be taken to implement that in the light of the obligation of the
Kingdom of Bahrain to maintain national security and in line with the commitment of the
Kingdom of Bahrain to international conventions.

- It is worth mentioning that the State has the right to withdraw citizenship from nationals who
harm its security under internationa law as it is identica to the provision of article 8 of the
Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness of 30 August 1961.

- Furthermore, athough the basic principle is the inadmissibility of a State that has acceded to
the Convention relating to the Status of Stateless persons adopted on 28 September 1954
expelling stateless persons from its territory, as an exception to the general principle a state may
expel persons in its territory if they have committed acts relating to violations of national
security or public order, in accordance with article 31, paragraph 1, of that Convention.

- Moreover, in al cases persons whose citizenship is withdrawn have recourse to the Bahraini
courts.

B. Summary of the content of the reply to the deportation of Dr. Nada Dhaif

- As regards Dr. Nada Dhaif, whether she is allowed to enter Kuwait or not is outside the
jurisdiction of the authorities of Bahrain and falls within the remit of the sovereignty of the State
of Kuwait.
