Excellencies,

I thank Your Excellencies for the joint urgent appeal you addressed to Her
Excellency the Permanent Representative of the State of Qatar in Geneva with regard to
the issue of the former Saudi diplomat Mr. Mishal Al Mutiry.

In this regard, we would like to inform you of what follows:

e Mr. Al Mutiry came to Doha of one's own free will on 12.08.2011.

e Mr. Al Mutiry presented to the National Human Rights Committee several written
requests for financial assistance. Although these requests do not fall within the
competence of the Committee, it provided him, for humanitarian reason, and
thanks to some philanthropists, with the amount of 50 thousand QR (30 thousand
the 1* time, then 20 thousand QR ) to help him paying the cost due to the hotel
where he was staying with his family.

e The mentioned person was not chased by any security agency in the State of Qatar
nor forced by the authorities to go back to Saudi Arabia. Moreover, Qatar
authorities did not receive any request for extradition from the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia. It is just that Mr. Al Mutiry declined to pay financial dues owed to the
hotel of his residence in Doha .

e The National Human Rights Committee reaffirmed its willingness to cooperate and
help him to travel to any country of his choice. It was then agreed on his travel to
the city of Casablanca, Morocco, because his wife is Moroccan and her family
reside over there. Accordingly, the National Committee provided him and his
family with tickets from Doha to Casablance, and an amount of 5 thousand QR
granted by a charitable body. An employee of the Committee was asked to
accompany him and his family to Doha airport to overcome any obstacles to their
travel. Indeed, he travelled on Friday 18 January 2013.

I would like to reaffirm that we keep in mind our obligations under international

conventions and standards related to human rights and their implementation

with required transparency, considering that human rights issues represent a

strategic choice in the comprehensive reform politics conducted by our State.

Finally, we assure you of our full readiness for dialogue on this issue and any

other topics within the framework of our common interest , to ensure human

rights respect.

Please accept, Excellencies, the assurances of my highest consideration.
