Several charges were
levelled against him, including membership of ardest gang, obtaining and
possessing arms and ammunition, manufacture andegsion of unlicensed
explosives for terrorist purposes, importing arnith@ut a licence and facilitating the
escape of wanted persons.

 The prosecutor ordered his detention on remand ipgniohvestigations and he
remains in detention.

* He was arrested on 8 January 2014 in an ambuslaneceby the police in order to
detect an operation to deliver and receive armsexptbsives. On 14 January 2014
he was questioned by the public prosecutor in halsps he had been hit by gunfire
during the arrest operation when he resisted thwoaties.

* He was charged with possession of firearms andpthsecutor ordered him to be
detained on remand pending investigations and farésented to the forensic medical
examiner. The forensic medical examiner has nosyemitted a report.

3. Mansoor Ali Mansoor al-Jamri

* He was arrested on 9 January 2014 and appearect bleoprosecutor on 11 January
2014. He was charged with knowingly concealing spsat who was the subject of an
arrest warrant. He was detained on remand pendingsiigations and remains in
detention.

4. Hussain al-Ghasra

* He was arrested on 28 January 2014 in the lighthaft investigations had uncovered
concerning his involvement in terrorist acts. Higeat took place in a boat when he
and others were attempting to escape by sea.

* He appeared before the public prosecutor on 30 da2@d4. He was charged with
membership of a group formed in violation of thesions of the Anti-Terrorism
Law and possession of incendiary devices for tatr@urposes. He was detained on
remand pending investigations and remains in dietent
