Ttepnds show that, according to his
medical reports, the said person was suffering fsarallen lymph nodes for which he was
treated in the United Kingdom in 2010 and subsetiyeexamined in June 2011 at the
Royal Medical Services Hospital where he underwenass-sectional radiology of the
cervix, thorax, abdomen and pelvis. The reporticor&d that the disease was in remission.
He underwent cross-sectional radiology on six otieasions and was recently examined
at King Hamad University Hospital where his perfechright eardrum was repaired. He is
also suffering from diabetes, slightly high bloaggsure, cholesterol and benign prostatic
hyperplasia. In 2011, he underwent a surgical ghoeto correct a hearing impairment for
which he is receiving the requisite treatment. Heswecently examined by an ENT surgical
consultant at the Public Security Health Centre, aactording to the medical report,
requires surgery under general anaesthetic to aoerenasal obstruction. The officials
concerned are making arrangements for this surgioadedure to be performed at the
Royal Medical Services Hospital.
