Information of the Republic of Kazakhstan regarding convict Aron Atabek 

 

 

 

 In connection to the communication of the Office of the United Nations 

High Commissioner for Human Rights concerning the alleged disappearance of 

convict Aron Edigeev the Republic of Kazakhstan would like to state the 

following: 

 

 1. By the verdict of the Almaty City Court of October 05, 2007, Mr. Edigeev 

was found guilty of committing crimes described in Part 2, paragraphs “b, c, e, g” 

of Article 96 (a Murder); Part 1 of Article 241 (Mass Unrest) and Part 2, 

paragraph “a” of Article 234 (Seizure of a Hostage) of the Criminal Code of the 

Republic of Kazakhstan and was sentenced to 18 years of imprisonment in a high 

security colony. 

 

 On September 04, 2008, Mr. Edigeev arrived in the facility AK-159/22 of 

the city of Karazhal from the Almaty pretrial detention center to serve his 

sentence. 

 

 By the decision of the Karazhal City Court of November 15, 2012, Mr. 

Edigeev was transferred from high security colony to prison (facility UK161/12 

of Arkalyk in Kostonajsk Oblast) for the term of two years. 

 

 He was transferred to prison, which, in effect, is a maximum security 

correctional facility, because he flagrantly violated the established procedures 

for serving sentences in the colony, not because of his possible publications on 

the state policy and the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan. It was done in 

accordance with the provisions of paragraph 3 of Article 68, paragraph 8 of 

Article 69 and paragraph 4 of Article 73 of the Criminal and Executive Code of 

the Republic of Kazakhstan. 

 

 Further to that, on September 17, 2013, the Karaganda Oblast Court, 

following a protest of the Karaganda Oblast Prosecutor’s Office, revoked the 

previous court decision to transfer Mr. Edigeev from high security correctional 

colony to prison and ruled that all the materials of the case should be re-

examined by the court. 

 

 Following the re-examination of the case, on November 13, 2013, the 

Karzhal Court dismissed its previous decision to transfer Mr. Edigeev to prison. 

 

 Consequently, on October 07, 2013, Mr. Edigeev was transferred from the 

facility UK161/12 (Arkalyk prison) back to the facility AK-159/22 (Karazhal high 

security colony). 

 

 From October 09 to November 03 of 2013, Mr. Edigeev was held in the 

facility AK-159/1 (Karaganda detention facility) as a convict in transit. 

 



 Mr. Edigeev arrived in the Karazhal facilty AK-159/22 on November 4, 

2013. 

  

2. At present, Mr. Edigeev is serving his sentence in the Karazhal facility 

AK-159/22 in Karaganda Oblast. 

 

 Upon his arrival in the colony, relevant notification letter was sent to his 

wife Mrs. Aidarhan registered at the following address: 32-2 Terehin St., Almaty 

(letter № 14/27-14-2570 of November 08, 2013). 

 

 Previously, on October 28, 2013, Mrs. Aidarhan submitted to the 

Committee of the Criminal and Execution System a request to identify the place 

where her husband Mr. Edigeev was serving his sentence. The Committee sent 

her relevant reply (№ 14/14-1-250/ZhT-A-2908 of November 07, 2013). Mr. 

Edigeev lodged no complaints or submissions. 

 

 3. According to the administration of the correctional facility AK-159/22 

of the Criminal and Execution System Department of the Karaganda Oblast, 

neither Mr. Edigeev nor his representatives lodged any complaints or 

submissions concerning the detention conditions or restrictions of Mr. Edigeev’s 

right to freedom of opinion and expression.
