Mr. Tursanov Khayrullo Turdievitch, born in 1957, was convicted on October
10, 2004, by the Kashkadarya Regional Court under articles 155 (Part 3), 159 (Part 1)
and other articles of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan and sentenced
- to 12 years of deprivation of freedom. He was subsequently freed from serving his
sentence under the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
Amnesty in Connection with the Twelve-Year Anniversary of the Constitution the
Republic of Uzbekistan” dated December 01, 2004, but continued to carry on with his
criminal activities.

Consequently, on February 24, 2012, the investigation bodies opened a
criminal case against Mr. Tursunov under articles 155 (Part 1), 156 (Part 3) and other
articles of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan. On the same day the
Kashkadarya City Court took a decision to place Mr. Tursunov in custody as a
measure of restraint.

On April 11, 2012, Mr. Tursunov was arrested in Aktobe, Kazakhstan, and
following the request submitted by the General Prosecutor Office of the Republic of
Uzbekistan on March 13, 2013, he was extradited to the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The investigation under this case was conducted in strict compliance with the
" norms of the national legislation and on June 06, 2013, Mr. Tursunov was convicted
by the Kashkadarya Regional Court under articles 155 (Part 3), 159 (Part 1) and other
articles of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan and sentenced to 16 years
in prison. In accordance with the provisions of Article 34 of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Uzbekistan he'was also recognized as a specially dangerous recidivist.

According to the verdict, Mr. Tursunov illegally entered Kazakhstan where, in
collusion with— q and others, he
established extremist religious entities called “erkaklar” (“men”) and “aellar”

(“women”) which disseminated materials calling to an armed conflict in order to
forcibly seize power and to topple the constitutional system of the Republic of
Uzbekistan with an objective to create on its territory an Islamic state etc.

The Kashkadarya Regional Prosecutor Office recognized the verdict as valid
and justified.

Since convict Tursunov has tuberculosis, he is being kept in confinement in a
special penal colony (VI 64/62), which has a status of a medical treatment facility of
the Department for the Execution of Sentences of the Directorate of Internal Affairs
of Bukhara Region.




Answers
to the questions raised by the Special Rapporteur on freedom of religion or
believe Mr. Heiner Bielefeldt in relation to the criminal case of the citizen of the
Republic of Uzbekistan Mr. Tursunov

1. Are the facts alleged in the summary of the case accurate?
Answer:

The Special Rapporteur on freedom of religion or believe Mr. Heiner Bielefeldt
received distorted information.

Mr. Tursanov Khayrullo Turdievitch, born in 1957, was convicted on October

and other articles of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan and sentenced
to 12 years of deprivation of freedom.

Consequently, on February 24, 2012, the investigation bodies opened a
criminal case against Mr. Tursunov under articles 155 (Part 1), 156 (Part 3) and other
articles of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

On June.06, 2013, the Kashkadarya Regional Criminal Court found the citizen
of the Republic of Uzbekistan Mr. Tursunov guilty in committing crimes under
articles 155 (Part 1), 156 (Part 3, paragraph “e”), 159 (Part 3, paragraphs “a” and
“b™), 216, 223 (Part 2, paragraph “b”) and 244 (Part 1) of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Uzbekistan and in accordance with article 59 of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Uzbekistan was sentenced to 16 years of prison. The cassation instance of
the Kashkadarya Regional Crimhinal Court upheld the decision of the Court. In
accordance with the provisions of Article 34 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of
Uzbekistan Mr. Tursunov was recognized as a specially dangerous recidivist.

2. Please provide the details, and where available the results, of any
inquiries carried out in relation to this case.

Answer:
Mr. Tursunov’s guilt was proven in court. The law enforcement authorities of

the Republic of Uzbekistan did not commit any unlawful acts against Mr.
Tursunov or acts undermining his rights.




Hence, there was absolutely no need to conduct any additional or court
investigation under this case.

3. Please provide information on measures taken to ensure the
freedom of religion or belief, in particular the freedom to manifest one’s
religion or beliefs.

Answer:

The declaration of independence and Uzbekistan Government’s commitment
to the ideals of democracy as well as its choice in favor of a secular way of
development of the society gradually allowed to create equal legal conditions for
the existence of religions in general and of religious minorities in particular.

The Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Freedom of Conscience and
Religious Organizations” was adopted on May 1, 1998, and it proved to be
~ viable in the issues of freedom of religion and conscience.

At present, 2224 religious organizations of 16 different confessions carry out
their activities in the Republic of Uzbekistan. 2049 of them are Islamic
organizations, which account for 92 per cent of the overall number of religious
organizations active in the country.

Besides, 158 Christian organizations, 8 Jewish communities, 6 Baha’i
societies, one Krishna community and Buddhist temples as well as the inter-
confessional Bible Society of Uzbekistan conduct their activities in the country.

All necessary conditions have been created for citizens practicing different
religions allowing them to worship freely — in other words, believers freely pray
in mosques, churches, synagogues, observe a fast and make pilgrimages.

Freedom of faith guaranteed by the national legislation created all necessary
conditions for all citizens of Uzbekistan — representatives of more than 135
national and ethnic groups — to serve their religious needs. The national
legislation of Uzbekistan does not contain or set any restrictions in terms of the
number of the religious organizations or the time frame of their functioning.

The system of religious education in Uzbekistan consists of Tashkent Islamic
Institute, 9 madrassas, one Orthodox and one Protestant seminaries.

Tashkent Islamic University was established in September of 1999. In 2003
the first class of students holding a Bachelor’s Degree graduated from the
University and in 2005 the first class of Master Degree graduates left the walls of
this institution. The University also has the Academic Lyceum. :

Believers in Uzbekistan freely celebrate all religious holidays. With every
passing year more and more Muslims celebrate Kurban Hait and Ramadan Hait,
greater numbers of Christians celebrate Easter and Christmas and more than ever
Jews celebrate Pesach, Purim and Hanukkah.




Every year believers make pilgrimages to holy lands: Muslims — to Saudi
Arabia for Hajj and “Umrah”, Christians — to Russia, Greece and Israel, Jews — to
Israel. Since the declaration of independence more than 85 thousand citizens of
the Republic of Uzbekistan have been granted an opportunity to make Hajj in the

-

Saudi Arabia and more than one thousand citizens have been able to make .

pilgrimage to Russia, Greece and Israel, to the places which are holy for
Christians and Jews.

In accordance with the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan
dated August 28, 2006, the Public Council was established with the view to
organize and conduct annual events for Hajj and “Umrah”. The Presidential
Decree also sets the main tasks and principles of work for this Council which are:
the organization of efficient coordination and interaction of ministries and
agencies, local authorities and public organizations in preparing pilgrimages for
citizens who observe the rites of Hajj and “Umrah” as well as ensuring control
over the implementation of relevant legislation in this area and compliance with
the established measures of security.

Pilgrims receive comprehensive assistance and support — special flights are
organized for them, they are provided with medical services, they are allowed to
exchange freely their money into foreign currency, they get discount airfares and
they get access to a fast-track procedure to obtain their travel documents and
required visas.

At the end of 2004, the Muslim Board of Uzbekistan together with the
Republican Blinds Society had presented the Holy Koran printed in Braille script.
Uzbekistan became the third state in the world, which has carried out this good
deed.

From now on copies of Koran in Braille will be available in special boarding
schools, public libraries as well as for all the interested persons. It was stated at
the presentation’ that publishing Holy Koran for the blind, providing sign
language interpretation for the deaf-mute people in two jamis (Friday mosques)
in Tashkent and replication of this initiative in other regions of the Republic will
be an invaluable gift to our compatriots with special needs.

During the years of Independence, the Holy Koran (three editions), 16 books
of the Old Testament, as well as the whole New Testament were translated into
the Uzbek language and published in the country.

Hundreds of mosques, churches and prayer houses were built and restored
including Orthodox cathedrals in Tashkent, Samarkand and Navoi, a Polish
Roman Catholic church in Tashkent and one Arminian Apostolic church in
Samarkand. In accordance with the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Uzbekistan dated August 22, 2003, 15 sites — religious complexes,
places of pilgrimage and sepulchers — were transferred to the supervision of the
Muslim Board of Uzbekistan.




A number of newspapers and magazines are published in Uzbekistan to cover
all aspect of religious life in the country, including newspapers “Islom Nuri”,
“Word of Life”” and magazines “Hidoyat”, “The East from Heaven” and others.

At present almost all believers in Uzbekistan are covered by a required
number of religious organizations and they have all the possibilities to serve their
religious needs.

4, Please provide information in detail on the specific measures
undertaken to implement articles 2 (1), 6 (i) of the General Assembly’s
1981 Declaration, as well as paragraph 4 (f) of resolution 2005/40 of the
former Commission on Human Rights.

Answer:

Specific measures undertaken by the Republic of Uzbekistan, which are in full
compliance with the provisions of articles 2 (1), 6 (i) of the General Assembly’s
1981 Declaration, as well as paragraph 4 (f) of resolution 2005/40 of the former
Commission on Human Rights, include, primarily, relevant provisions of the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan guaranteeing fundamental rights and
freedoms of citizens of Uzbekistan in accordance with universally recognized
principles and norms of the international law.

In particular, the right of citizens of Uzbekistan not to be subject to
discrimination by any state, institution, group of persons, or person on grounds of
religion or other beliefs is set forth in Article 18 of the Constitution of the
Republic of Uzbekistan which states: “All citizens of the Republic of Uzbekistan
shall have equal rights and freedoms, and shall be equal before the law, without
discrimination by sex, race, nationality, language, religion, social origin,
convictions, individual and social status”.

The right of citizens of Uzbekistan to religion or belief is integrated in Article
31 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan which states: “Freedom of
conscience is guaranteed to all. Everyone shall have the right to profess or not to
profess any religion. Any compulsory imposition of religion shall be
impermissible”. ‘ ‘

The right of citizens of Uzbekistan not to be deprived of the right to life,
liberty, or security of person because of religion or belief and not to be subjected
to torture or arbitrary arrest or detention on the account, and to bring to justice all
perpetrators of violations of these rights is reflected in Articles 25 and 29 of the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan which, correspondingly, state:
“Everyone shall have the right to freedom and inviolability of the person. ONo
one may be arrested or taken into -custody except on lawful grounds” and
“Everyone shall be guaranteed freedom of thought, speech and convictions.
Everyone shall have the right to seek, obtain and disseminate any information,
except that which is directed against the existing constitutional system and in
some other instances specified by law. Freedom of opinion and its expression may
be restricted by law if any state or other secret is involved”.




The right of every citizen of Uzbekistan to the freedom of worship, equality of
citizens irrespective of their religious belief or lack thereof as well as the issues of
managing relations relating to the activities of religious organizations are spelled
out in the Law “On Freedom of Conscience and Religious Organizations” which
does not permit the introduction of any advantages or restrictions for one religion
or belief at the expense of others.

In accordance with the existing legislation, 2224 religious organizations work
in the Republic and they represent 16 confessions, 1nclud1ng the Bible Society
which is an inter-faith religious body.

The Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Uzbekistan coordinates the activities of the religious organizations
and their interaction with government agencies and public organizations. The
Council for Confessions was estabhshed under The Committee on Religious
Affairs.

There is no persecution on religious grounds in Uzbekistan. At the same time,
to ensure national security and public order as well as life, health, rights and
freedoms of other citizens the freedom to religion and belief has certain
restrictions, in particular, the following is not permitted:

- the establishment and functioning of political parties and public
associations along religious lines as well as affiliates and branches of
religious parties founded outside the Republic;

- the use of religion for antigovernment and anticonstitutional
propaganda, for incitement to hatred, enmity and ethnic discord, for
undermining moral standards and civil accord, for dissemination of
slanderous and destabilizing insinuations and fabrications as well as
for carrying other activities against the state, society and individuals.

-  the activities of religious organizations (movements, sects) supporting
or sponsoring terrorism, drug traffic and other forms of organized
crime as well as pursuing other self-serving interests;

- any attempt to exert any pressure on the state authorities and
government officials as well as the conduct of 1llegal religious
activities;

- any act of coercion when cmzens define their position on religion,
when they decide whether to practice it or not as well as all acts aimed
at converting believers of one faith into other confessions and the
conduct of any other missionary activities;

- to involve minors into religious organizations, to teach them religion
against their will, will of their parents or persons replacing their
parents.

Hence, those destructive elements which spread ideas of religious extremist
movements shall be held liable in accordance with the existing legislation and
criminal proceedings may be brought against them as it was done in case of Mr.
Tursunov.

Answer:

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The Court legitimately and reasonably concluded that Mr. Tursunov’s guilt
was fully proven, that his actions were correctly defined as a crime and his
sentence was proportionate to the actions committed.

The information provided upon the request of the Special Rapporteur on
freedom of religion or believe Mr. Heiner Bielefeldt shows that charges brought
against Mr. Tursunov and his sentence are not only in compliance with the
legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan but are also compatible with the
international human rights standards mentioned in the communication of the
Special Rapporteur.
