 Ukrainian state authorities (Ministry of Internal Affairs, Prosecutor- General’s 
Office and Security Service of Ukraine) compiled – each within the scope of their 
competence – information in reply to the communication of the Chair-Rapporteur of 
the Working Group of the UN Human Rights Council on Enforced or Involuntary 
Disappearances Mr. Dulitsky concerning the situation of the citizen of Ukraine Mr. A. 
Minchenok. 
 
 On 21 July 2014, pursuant to the missing person report filed by Ms. K. 
Naumova and dealing with the disappearance of her son A. Minchenok, the 
investigation unit of the Starobelskij District Department of the Luhansk Regional 
Chief Directorate of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine recorded relevant 
information about Mr. A. Minchenok’s disappearance in the Unified Register of Pre-
Trial Investigations for a criminal offence under Part 1 of Article 146 of the Criminal 
Code of Ukraine. 
 
 On 22 July 2014, the investigation unit of the Kremenskoje District 
Department of the Luhansk Regional Chief Directorate of the Ministry of Internal 
Affairs of Ukraine launched a pre-trial criminal investigation of Mr. A. Minchenok’s 
disappearance under Part 1 of Article 115 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. 
 
 On 31 July 2014, since there were sufficient grounds to assume that the 
criminal offences above were committed by the same individuals, these two 
investigations were merged into one which is presently being conducted by 
Kremenskoje District Department of the Luhansk Regional Chief Directorate of the 
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine. 
 
 During this pre-trial investigation the leading investigator ordered to conduct 
investigative actions in another territory and, in accordance with Article 40 of the 
Code of Criminal Procedure of Ukraine, instructed relevant authorities to trace 
whereabouts of Mr. A. Minchenok and find his vehicle. In order to verify whether 
servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and of the “Aidar” battalion were 
involved in illegal deprivation of freedom of Mr. A. Minchenok a supervisor of pre-
trial proceedings in accordance with Article 36 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of 
Ukraine instructed the prosecutor of the Luhansk Regional in charge of the oversight 
of law compliance in the military sphere in the Southern Region of Ukraine to carry 
out investigative (search) activities. 
 
 According to the available information, the investigation could not find any 
proof substantiating Ms. K. Naumova’s suggestion about the involvement of the 



soldiers from “Aidar” battalion in illegal deprivation of freedom of her son A. 
Minchenok. 
 
 According to Investigation Directorate of the Luhansk Regional Chief 
Directorate of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine, so far there is no reliable 
data about Mr. A. Minchenok’s whereabouts and that is why in order to conduct 
comprehensive and impartial investigation, identify all the circumstances of Mr. A. 
Minchenok’s disappearance, track down his whereabouts as well as individuals 
involved in this crime possible investigative (search) activities are presently being 
carried out within the framework of this criminal procedure. 
 
 According to the Inter-agency Centre for Assistance in Release of Captives, 
Hostages and Search of Missing Persons (tel.

polonhelp@ssu.gov.ua), Mr. A. Minchenok is on the list of missing persons. 
 
 The ongoing pre-trial investigation is being monitored by the Prosecutor’s 
Office of the Luhansk region.
