According to the latest statistics, the countrg Agpopulation of more than 8 million,
42 per cent of whom are children under 18 yeamsgef As at 1 January 2015, the number
of children with disabilities was 26,043, or 0.8 ment of the total number of children
under 18.

Analysis reveals that in 30 to 35 per cent of sasiee fact that children are born
with disabilities is attributable to marriage beémeclose relatives. Unfortunately, this trend
is on the increase.

Some 40 to 50 per cent of marriages between cklaéives result in between two
and four children with disabilities, which is a sauor serious concern.

Another reason why children are born with dis#éib#i is infectious diseases
(cytomegaloviral, chlamydial or herpes viral dissggoxoplasmosis, and others), some of
which have an incidence rate of 15 to 20 per cerdragy migrant families.

With a view to promptly identifying and preventiige spread of such infections,
particularly that due to the human immunodeficiendgus (HIV), it is important for
intending spouses to undergo medical screening.

In the Republic of Tajikistan, it was not compuisainder applicable legislation to
undergo medical screening or to inform one’s inkegdspouse of the results of such
screening. People living with HIV or with AIDS, gyifis, tuberculosis, venereal diseases,
hepatitis B or C, mental illnesses, or drug or httodependence could marry without
informing their intending spouse about their illaes

It is particularly worth noting that even a persaith HIV or AIDS who was
registered with an HIV/AIDS centre would not usyaleveal his or her HIV status on
entering into a marriage. A person who became iatkafter marrying was entitled to ask
the courts to annul the marriage, although the amynfunction of legislators is to make
laws that prevent crimes and the violation of eitig’ constitutional rights and freedoms.
Priority was given to the rights of those with Hitfection or other illnesses. This situation
gave rise to legitimate grievances among the cglsntrealthy population. The authorities
were constantly receiving complaints from citizeviso had become infected with HIV or
other infectious diseases through marriage. Oweilaht few years, these complaints have
been discussed repeatedly by the Government, mésisind departments of the Republic
of Tajikistan.

In order to study public opinion and changes m tomplex situation, members of
parliament and officials from the Ministry of Hdaland Social Protection held dozens of
meetings with the public in all regions of the ctynat which the amendments and
additions being introduced were discussed by déissiThe public welcomed the changes.

With a view to ensuring the equal enjoyment ofstibational rights and freedoms
by all citizens entering into marriage, without gmemising the constitutional rights and
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freedoms of those with infectious or other illnessan interdepartmental working group
comprising representatives of the ministries ofiges finance, education and science, and
economic development and trade, the National CeiatrelLegislation, the presidential
committees on television and radio, religious a#fairegulating national traditions,
celebrations and ceremonies, women and familiasyg@eople, sport and tourism, and the
Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Tajikistaafiéd bills to amend and supplement
the Family Code of the Republic of Tajikistan, tgpplement the Civil Registration Act of
the Republic of Tajikistan, and to amend and suppl& the Health Protection Act of the
Republic of Tajikistan.

These bills provide for:
» Compulsory medical screening for people entering marriage;

» The possibility of entry into marriage for a persdragnosed with syphilis,
tuberculosis, venereal diseases, hepatitis B oHI®/AIDS, mental illnesses, or
drug or alcohol dependence, after treatment andvezg to a level that does not
present a threat to the life or health of his or inéending spouse, in accordance
with established medical standards and applicagjislation;

* Informing one’s intending spouse of the resultsahpulsory medical screening;

» Counselling on healthy lifestyles, family planniagd the effects of illnesses on the
health of offspring;

* Informed choice and entry into marriage only witte tinformed consent of both
parties;

 Depriving those who have not undergone compulsarglioal screening of the right
to marry.

The bills drafted are based on the Constitutiothef Republic of Tajikistan, which
has supreme legal force and the provisions of whate direct application, while laws and
other legal acts that are contrary to the Congtitutave no legal force.

Under the Constitution, life, honour, dignity anther natural human rights are
inviolable; human and civil rights and freedoms e¥eognized, realized and protected by
the State and regulated and guaranteed by the i@iost, the laws of the Republic and
international legal instruments recognized by Tisjdn; rights and freedoms may only be
restricted in order to ensure the rights and freesl@f other citizens; State bodies and
officials must ensure that every person has theoxppity to obtain and become familiar
with documents concerning his or her rights aneragts; every person who reaches
marriageable age is guaranteed the right to stinédy and to enter freely into marriage;
every person has the right to health care; andyeperson must comply with the
Constitution and the law and respect the righesdoms, honour and dignity of others.

Under the provisions @frticle 42 of the Health Protection Act of the Republic of
Tajikistan, citizens with tuberculosis, leprosy, AIDS, veraraliseases and other
dangerous diseases must undergo screening andnérgatis required by health-care
establishments. Underticle 12 of the Act of the Republic of Tajikistan on control of
the human immunodeficiency virus and acquired immune deficiency syndrome, HIV
carriers and people with acquired immune deficiency syndr@re entitled to require that
information on their health status be kept conft@dgnunless the circumstances of their life
or work present a threat of others becoming infkéatéth the human immunodeficiency
virus.
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The above legal provisions to protect citizengistdutional rights to life and health
are fully in line with the international legal ingtnents recognized by Tajikistan, which
stipulate:

1. International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights:

 Article 2: “1. Each State Party to the present Gawe undertakes to take
steps, individually and through international assise and co-operation,
especially economic and technical, to the maximdiits@vailable resources,
with a view toachieving progressively the full realization of the rights
recognized in the present Covenant by all apprtgriaeans, including
particularly the adoption of legislative measures.”

2. “The States Parties to the present Covenardrtaice to guarantee that the
rights enunciated in the present Covenant will ber@sed without
discrimination of any kind as to race, colour, darguage, religion, political
or other opinion, national or social origin, pragebirth or other status.”

* Article 4: “The States Parties to the present Camémecognize that, in the
enjoyment of those rights provided by the Statecamformity with the
present Covenant, the State may subject such ragghysto such limitations
as are determined by law only insofar as this maycdmpatible with the
nature of these rights and solely for the purpdseromoting the general
welfare in a democratic society.”

« Article 10: “The States Parties to the present @awé recognize that: 1. The
widest possible protection and assistance shouldcberded to the family,
which is the natural and fundamental group uniaxfiety, particularly for its
establishment ... Marriage must be entered into thithfree consent of the
intending spouses.”

» Article 12: “1. The States Parties to the present Covermauignize the right
of everyone to the enjoyment of the highest attdmatandard of physical
and mental health.

2. The steps to be taken by the States Parti¢setgpresent Covenant to
achieve the full realization of this right shaltinde those necessary for: ...
(c) The prevention, treatment and control of epideendemic, occupational
and other diseases”.

2. International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights:

Article 23: “3. No marriage shall be entered into without ftee and full consent
of the intending spouses.”

3. Convention against Torture and Other Crue, Inhuman or Degrading
Treatment or Punishment:

« Article 1: “For the purposes of this Conventiore tierm ‘torture’ means any act by
which severe pain or suffering, whether physicamantal, is intentionally inflicted
on a person ... or for any reason based on discrtmmaf any kind, when such
pain or suffering is inflicted by or at the instigem of or with the consent or
acquiescence of a public official or other perscting in an official capacity.”

Might not the act of knowingly infecting a persaevith syphilis, tuberculosis,
venereal diseases, hepatitis B/C or HIV/AIDS oriflgda mental iliness, drug or alcohol
dependence on entering into marriage constituterimus violation of the constitutional
rights and freedoms of, or torture of, the othéenmaing spouse?
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In the light of the above, the bills to amend ang@plement the Family Code of the
Republic of Tajikistan, to supplement the Civil Ragtion Act of the Republic of
Tajikistan and to amend and supplement the HealtitieBtion Act of the Republic of
Tajikistan were duly approved by the Presidenthef Republic of Tajikistan on 15 March
2016 and will enter into force on 1 July 2016.

The principle of informed consent to treatmenlaisl down in the Health Code of
the Republic of Tajikistan and is applied in preetby health-care workers. The above bills
were also drafted in accordance with this pringipl®viding for the results of compulsory
medical screening to be made known to intendingisg® so that they can give informed
consent on that basis.

The financial cost of carrying out compulsory neediiscreening for intending
spouses is 88 somoni, which is paid in full frora State budget.

At present, the applicable legislation of the Rajguof Tajikistan includes an
adequate number of legal provisions guaranteeimfidentiality. Under article 16 of the
Health Protection Act, those who have completed icaddraining in the Republic of
Tajikistan and have qualified as doctors swear dbetor's oath to the Republic: “I,
graduate ... SWEAR ... to maintain strict patient cdefitiality.” Similarly, under article
18 of this Act, medical and pharmaceutical prof@ssis must “maintain patient
confidentiality and not divulge information on higmastatus, illnesses or family life or other
information of a personal nature; ... provide infotima on citizens’ illnesses to the health
authorities when necessary in the interests ofeptistg public health from the spread of
infectious diseases, and also if ordered to doysthéd investigating authorities or a court in
order to defend citizens’ rights.” Under article5ldf the Criminal Code of the Republic of
Tajikistan, a medical or pharmaceutical profesdiomho divulges information about a
patient’s illness or the results of medical invgations without professional or official
grounds shall be liable to a fine, withdrawal af tight to hold certain posts or to carry out
certain activities, or deprivation of liberty, dewkng on the severity of the offence; this
ensures full confidentiality in health care.

Based on the above, we consider that the Actstadopill help to ensure that
people enter into marriage only on the basis afrimed consent, having made an informed
choice, with no medical contraindications; to cecla¢althy families; to prevent the birth of
children with lifelong disabilities as a result @dngenital malformations and the diseases
that arise as a consequence; to reduce the nurhiderooces; to improve the health of the
population; to enhance the individual responsipitif each citizen for his or her own state
of health; and tgrogressively achieve full enjoyment of all the rights and freedoms
provided for in international instruments recognized by Taj#is
