On 13 June 2012, the National Commission for Lebanese Women submitted a
legislative proposal, aimed at granting Lebanese women the right to pass their nationality to
their children, to the Ministerial Committee established to study the nationality law.
However the Committee did not accept the proposal and no new legislation on the issue has
been enacted.

No progress has been made either towards the withdrawal by Lebanon of its
reservations to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against
Women.

Kindly take note of the foregoing and take the necessary action.
