Information provided following a review of the joint letter from the special
procedures mandate holders JFosé Guevara, David Kaye, Maina Kiai and Michel
Forst concerning allegations of the arbitrary arrest and detention without the right
to correspondence or communication and subsequent prosecution of a national of
Uzbeklstan, Uktam Pardayey '

Administrative measures have been taken against Uktam Pardayev on a number of
occasions:

« On 5 December 2011, under article 52 of the: Code of Admmlstratlve Offences
{Assault causing moderate bodily harm);

« On 27 July 2012, under article 128-3 (1) of the Code of Administrative Offences
(Exceeding the speed limit in a motor vehicle);

» On 2 October 2012, Mr. Pardayev was sentenced to 15 days’ administrative
detention by the Jizzakh Municipal Court, Criminal Division, under articles 183
(Petty hooliganism) and 195 (Obstructing officers of the militia in the performance
of their duties) of the Code of Administrative Offences.

On 16 November 2015, Mr. Pardayev was detained under article 225 of the Code of
Criminal Procedure on the basis of testimony from _ who was an
accessory to the offences, concerning nine cases of obtaining money by fraud.

Thus, according to the case file, Mr. Pardayev fraudulently received 76,000 sum
from"m May 2008 in return for his assistance in obtaining a passport
for Rigm ' ) who was serving a sentence in a correctlona!
facility. .

In May 2012, Mr. Pardayev fraudulently obtained US $1,000 from .

for assistance in retrieving a Nexia car from the police pound i in which it
had been deposited as an instrument of crime.

In the summer of 2014, Mr. Pardayev entered into a criminal conspuacy with e
Mand fraudulently obtained from ¢ - i 100,000
sum for assistance in obtaining a disability pensmn

In July 2014, SRUMENMEN and Mr. Pardayev' fraudulently obtained 900,000 sum
from for assistance in increasing the amount of a disability pension,
arranging the allocation of a 2-hectare plot of land and other services. :

On 28 December 2615 Mr. Pardayev was charged with offences under articles 140
(2), article 168 (2) (1) and (¢}, 28 and 211 (2) (a) of the Criminal Code before the
Dustlik Regional Criminal Court.

~ On 11 January 2016, Mr. Pardayev was convicted under articles 140 (2), 168 (2)
-(b) and (), 28 (2) (a) and 211 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan and
sentenced to 5 years 6 months® deprivation of liberty. In accordance with article 72 of the
Criminal Code, the sentence was suspended, with three years’ probation. On the basis of
article 62 of the Code, 1 month and 25 days were taken into actount as having been
served.
