
Subject: Request by the Special Rapporteur on the human rights of migrants 
for information about several cases brought to his attention during his visit to Doha 

 

With regard to Mr. Ganga Bahadur Rai, of Nepalese nationality, we have no information 
about cases against him under the name or personal number contained in the letter. 
Furthermore, the letter does not contain a complaint or case number to enable enquiries to be 
made as to the veracity of the allegations. 

Mr. Mahmoud Bouneb, Ms. Malika Alouane and Mr. Hayathan Qudaih. On 2 November 
2011, Al Jazeera Children’s Channel lodged a complaint against them as former employees 
of the channel, in which it is alleged that they and others had embezzled public funds, 
facilitated their misappropriation, inflicted intentional harm, abused office and abused power. 
On the same date, the public prosecutor imposed a travel ban on them pending completion of 
investigations, in accordance with article 133 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, and set up 
an investigatory committee in the National Audit Bureau to examine the complaint of 
financial violations. On 10 July 2012, the committee issued a report which concluded that the 
suspects had committed the offences of inflicting intentional harm and misappropriation of 
public funds. On 21 November 2012, the suspects were questioned and the ban on them was 
lifted with guarantee of their place of residence. On 2 December 2012, the public prosecutor 
ordered the suspects to be sent before the criminal court on charges of misappropriation of 
public funds and inflicting intentional harm. The case is still before the court. 

In complaint no. 8033 of the year 2011, Mr. Catalino Lopez Pestano, of Filipino nationality, 
is alleged on 28 May 2011 to have issued cheques to Bank al-Mashreq for QAR 110,400 
accompanied by securities to the benefit of the injured party bank dated 28 June 2011 and 
negotiable for withdrawal, although there were no funds in his account. On 8 June 2011, the 
injured party bank lodged a complaint at the police station. On 19 July 2011, he was 
transferred to the competent misdemeanours court for punishment for writing cheques in bad 
faith with insufficient funds to back them and presenting them for withdrawal. At the session 
of 26 April 2012, the court sentenced him in absentia to one year’s imprisonment and a fine 
of QAR 1,000, temporarily suspended. The sentence has not yet been executed. A travel ban 
has been imposed on him as a precautionary measure in application of article 133 of the Code 
of Criminal Procedure.
