Urgent appeal concerning citizen Ibrahim Halawa

1.  Citizen Ibrahim Hussain Mohammed Halawa has been charged in case No.
8615/2013 with perpetrating with others, on 16 and 17 August 2013, the crimes of
demonstration of force, use of violence against victims, including perpetration of the
crime of intentional and premeditated homicide against the victim Mahmoud Hassan
Taye, the victim Hani Lutfi al-Sayyid Mohammed, the victim Amad al-Din Fouad, the
victim Mohammed Mustapha Ali Mohammad and others. They also intentionally
damaged public buildings and property (Azbakiya Police Station), the headquarters of
the Arab Contractors Company, Al-Fateh Mosque, the property of the Metro Al-Anfaq
company, police vehicles, fire engines and ambulances, and a number of other
installations and facilities. The crimes committed by the accused also included the
attempted use of “gas bomb” explosive, setting fire to a number of buildings, using
force and violence against public employees, including law enforcement officers,
disrupting public transport, damaging immovable and movable property, and
possession of explosives, knives, and unlicensed firearms and ammunition. They also
disrupted prayer services in the Al-Fateh Mosque and damaged and desecrated the
aforementioned Mosque.

2. The case was referred by the Chief Prosecutor’s Office of North Cairo to the
criminal court on 25 February 2014 and the first hearing was scheduled for 16 July
2014 before South Cairo Criminal Division 2.

3. The court decided on 4 October 2015 to extend the detention of the accused and
to defer the hearing of the case until 15 December 2015 in order to instruct the Office
of the Public Prosecutor to inform the witnesses for the prosecution, to summon a
number of the accused from their prison, to include in the case file the records of Al-
Nuzha cases for 2 and 3 September 2013 and Al-Matariyyah cases for 12 and 13
August 2013 as well as material filmed by Egyptian television on 16 and 17 August
2013, and to authorize the defence to obtain copies of the material contained in the
record of the session.

4.  With regard to the allegation that Ibrahim Halawa was shot in the hand in the
course of his arrest, that he failed to receive the requisite medical treatment, that his
hand is permanently disfigured as a result, that his conditions of detention are
inappropriate, that Irish consular officers in Cairo noted serious marks and bruising on
his body during their visits, and that he has been denied contact with his lawyer, we
wish to state that the accused person underwent an external medical examination by a
physician from the prison medical department, which showed that these allegations are
false. There are traces of old wounds on the thumb and ring finger of his right hand
and no other recent injuries. It was also found that his vital indicators and signs are
normal and that his general health status is sound and stable (this is recorded in
administrative record No. 4398/2015, El Sadat Police Station). The accused Ibrahim
Halawa is in a cell in which his subsistence needs are catered for and visits are
permitted, in accordance with the laws and regulations governing prisons, including
by officials from the Consulate of his State of second citizenship (Ireland).

5.  With regard to the allegations concerning his hunger strike, the accused, on
being questioned, denied that he was abstaining from food or drink and stated that he
received the food rations that were distributed in the prison, just like the other
inmates. He requested to be transferred to a prison in the vicinity of his place of
residence in the Cairo Governorate so that his elderly mother could visit him. On
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examining the inmate’s file, it was found that his behavior is normal, that no penalties
have been imposed on him and that his visits have been regular and have not been
disrupted.

6.  The accused Ibrahim Mohammed Hussein Halawa has been placed in Prison 440
in Wadi al-Natrun.
