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Information from the Government of Kazakhstan in response to the joint
communication from United Nations Special Rapporteurs

The Republic of Kazakhstan wishes to convey the following information, in response to the
joint communication from Mr. D. Kaye, the Special Rapporteur on the promotion and
protection of the right to freedom of opinion and expression; Mr. M. Forst, the Special
Rapporteur on the situation of human rights defenders; Mr. D. Piras, the Special Rapporteur
on the right of everyone to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of physical and
mental health; and Mr. V. Madrigal-Borloz, the Independent Expert on protection against
violence and discrimination based on sexual orientation and gender identity.

The Laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the Protection of Children from Information
Harming Their Health and Development, and on the Introduction of Amendments to
Legislation on the Protection of Children from Information Harming Their Health and
Development (hereafter, the Laws) were introduced by a group of deputies on 11 April 2007.
This aimed to ensure the protection of the rights of the child, in accordance with the generally
accepted principles and norms of international law relating to cybersecurity for children,
including those enshrined in the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (1989),
which has been ratified by Kazakhstan.

The Laws were signed on 2 July 2018 and entered into force on 11 January 2019.

The main aims of the Laws are to ensure that children are protected from information harmful
to their health and development, and that their rights to receive and impart age-appropriate
information are implemented.

The Laws will make it possible to create effective mechanisms for safeguarding the rights of
the child to cybersecurity in the current information space, with regard to the protection of
children from information harmful to their full moral, spiritual, mental, physical and social
development.

Enactment of the Laws is expected to reduce children’s exposure to traumatizing and
corrupting influences that incite them to aggressive, cruel and antisocial behaviour and the
commission of unlawful acts.

In order to give effect to the Laws, draft rules and approaches (hereafter, the Drafts) are being
developed for assigning age classifications to information products. The wording of these
Drafts has not raised any concerns among United Nations Special Rapporteurs.
