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Information on the joint request by the UN Special Rapporteur on the human rights
of migrants, F. Gonzalez Morales, the independent expert on contemporary forms of
slavery, U. Bhoola, the UN Special Rapporteur on trafficking in persons, especially
women and children, M. Grazia Giammarinaro, and the United Nations Working
Group on the issue of discrimination against women in law and in practice

The Republic of Kazakhstan, having considered the request by the UN Special Rapporteurs,
communicates the following:

Paragraph 1

In order to prevent and tackle the problem of trafficking in persons in Kazakhstan, an
adequate legislative framework, aimed at strengthening the fight against trafficking in
persons, has been created and is upgraded as required.

In 2006, for example, the Act Amending and Supplementing Certain Legislative Acts of the
Republic of Kazakhstan on Combating Trafficking in Persons was adopted, as a step in
fulfilling the country’s international obligations to combat trafficking.

In 2010, a new article 134, on the involvement of minors in prostitution, was introduced into
the Criminal Code.

In 2012, amendments to the Labour Code were adopted, aimed inter alia at improving the
provisions of the Code related to the employment of workers and strengthening labour
standards governing the employment of child workers.

In 2012, the Supreme Court of Kazakhstan adopted Regulatory Decision No. 7 on Practical
Application of Legislation Establishing Liability for Trafficking in Persons, with the aim of
ensuring the proper and consistent application of laws of Kazakhstan and international
treaties ratified by Kazakhstan related to human trafficking.

In 2013, the Act Amending and Supplementing Certain Legislative Acts of the Republic of
Kazakhstan on Combating Trafficking in Persons was adopted, aimed at improving the
Criminal Code, the Code of Criminal Procedure and the Code of Administrative Offences
with regard to combating trafficking in persons.

The concepts of human exploitation, forced labour, forced begging and non-commercial
sexual exploitation, as well as of liability for infringement of labour legislation with regard
to minors, were introduced into the Criminal Code.

The Code of Administrative Offences established the liability:
* of employers for infringement of labour legislation with regard to minors;

* of health care actors for breach of the obligation to inform the internal affairs
authorities of persons who have sought care for recent injuries, trauma or illegal
abortions;

* of natural and legal persons for knowingly providing premises for prostitution or
procurement.

The Labour Code introduced restrictions on employment contracts with persons previously
tried for crimes against minors involving trafficking in persons.

For information: under article 26(2), persons who are or have been convicted of trafficking
in persons are prohibited from organizing activities that involve minors in the areas of
education, upbringing and development, leisure and health, physical culture and sport,
health care, social services, culture and art.

Furthermore, the above-mentioned Act also strengthened penalties under several articles,
inter alia for trafficking in persons, involvement of minors in prostitution, trafficking in
minors, and involvement in prostitution and in organizing or maintaining premises for
prostitution or procuring.

In 2014, the Act Amending and Supplementing Certain Legislative Acts of the Republic of
Kazakhstan on Countering Domestic Violence was adopted, which provided for the
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development of criteria for assessing the existence of ill-treatment during human trafficking
and of a standard for the provision of special social services for victims of human trafficking.

New versions of the Criminal Code and the Code of Administrative Offences, which fully
maintain the rules governing trafficking in persons, entered into force on 1 January 2015.

For offences related to trafficking in persons, articles 116, 125 (3) (2), 126 (3) (2), 128, 134,
135, 308 and 309 of the Criminal Code accordingly provide for a maximum sentence of 15
years’ deprivation of liberty with confiscation of property.

This sentence is sufficiently harsh and consistent with penalties for other serious crimes.

The Code of Administrative Offences contains a rule according to which aliens are not
deported from Kazakhstan if they are the victims of serious or particularly serious crimes
(Code of Administrative Offences, article 51).

Moreover, a person shall be exempt from administrative liability if he or she is deemed to be
a victim of human trafficking (Code of Administrative Offences, article 741).

The protection of victims of human trafficking is ensured under the Act on State Protection
of Persons Involved in Criminal Proceedings.

These protective measures may also be applied to persons helping to prevent or uncover
crimes, prior to the institution of criminal proceedings and where there is a real threat to them
of violence or of other acts prohibited by criminal law.

Reparations to victims, including victims of human trafficking, are provided for by the Act
of 10 January 2018 on the Victim Compensation Fund.

An interdepartmental commission for combating the smuggling of persons and human
trafficking, an advisory body to the Government, is in operation in the country (active since
2003).

Similar regional commissions operate under local executive bodies.
The main tasks of the interdepartmental commission are:

(1)  to analyse the current situation with regard to the smuggling of persons, human
trafficking and the provision of assistance to victims of trafficking;

(2)  to draw up conclusions and recommendations on:

* countering the smuggling of persons and human trafficking and providing assistance
to victims of trafficking;

« informing the public about the situation of trafficking in persons and the threat posed
by this phenomenon, as well as about the human rights measures being taken in this
area and the opportunities for obtaining assistance;

» upgrading Kazakhstan’s legislation in accordance with accepted international legal
instruments in the field of preventing and combating trafficking in persons, as well as
of protecting and assisting victims of human trafficking;

* increasing the effectiveness of efforts to identify and eliminate the causes of and
conditions conducive to human trafficking, and assisting victims.

Government plans of action to avert, prevent and combat offences related to trafficking in
persons are being implemented in stages (since 2004, five such plans have been implemented).

The 2018-2020 Plan of Action is currently being implemented (Presidential decision No.
609 of 1 October 2018).

When it was being drawn up, due account was taken of the Programme of Cooperation by
Member States of the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) on Combating Trafficking
in Persons 2014-2018 (approved by decision of the CIS Council of Heads of State of 25
October 2013), as well as of the Inter-State Programme of Joint Measures to Combat Crime
20192023 (approved by decision of the CIS Council of Heads of State of 28 September 2018).

The Plan contains a range of activities, including:

* carrying out comprehensive joint and/or integrated interdepartmental preventive and
investigative activities and special operations to combat trafficking in persons and
illegal migration;

* continuing to provide State financial and other assistance, including in the context of
the Government’s social mandate, to non-profit (non-governmental) public
organizations assisting victims of human trafficking;

* continuing the work of Kazakhstan’s diplomatic missions and consular offices on
supporting joint action and the sharing of experience with foreign countries to identify
and provide timely and appropriate assistance to victims of trafficking who are abroad
and ensure their safety, rights, freedoms and legitimate interests, and their prompt
return home;

* organizing “helplines” and “hotlines” on combating human trafficking;

* supporting and developing cooperation with non-governmental and international
organizations and centres, as well as with their respective specialized entities involved
in countering trafficking in persons;

* engaging in monitoring and the exchange of data between competent authorities with
regard to advertisements and information material in the mass media and on the
Internet that are connected with human trafficking and child pornography, as well as
those generating demand for such services;

* organizing and carrying out cultural, educational and awareness-raising activities and
community outreach aimed at combating trafficking in persons, including children;

* collaborating on training, upgrading and retraining the staff of the State bodies
concerned, including through consultancies and internships in specialized units to
combat trafficking in persons.

The public authorities and international and non-governmental organizations concerned are
engaged in implementation.

Measures are being taken to prevent offences related to trafficking in persons.

A nationwide operational and preventive campaign, under the slogan “Stop trafficking”, is
being carried out.

Checks are being made of the work of modelling, tourist and marriage agencies offering
services related to travel and employment abroad.

One effective preventive measure is the national free 24-hour “hotline”, 116 16, where
operators give advice on any matters related to labour migration and human trafficking.

Information on the work of the “hotline” is disseminated in the national and local mass media.

There is extensive joint action with non-governmental organizations on the provision of
assistance to victims of human trafficking. Twenty-two NGOs, represented in all regions of
the country, are currently working in this area.

These institutions provide victims of trafficking (citizens of Kazakhstan and aliens) with
legal, psychological, medical and legal assistance.

To counter trafficking in persons, a nationwide information campaign, “United against
human trafficking!”, is organized in the regions on 30 July each year, to mark World Day
against Trafficking in Persons.

Action is taken with the involvement of non-governmental, local government and volunteer
organizations, the mass media and other relevant institutions.

Participants provide information in the mass media, maternity centres, tourism and modelling
agencies, construction sites, farms, etc. on forms of human trafficking, its characteristics and
effects, and on national legislation.

Booklets and brochures with the contact details of non-governmental organizations working
in this area and the telephone “hotline” are distributed in culture and recreation parks, central
urban areas, shopping malls, railway and bus stations, airports, etc.
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The Ministry of Internal Affairs, in conjunction with the concerned government bodies and
local authorities, also carries out specific activities focused on protecting the rights of minors.

In order to enhance legal literacy and to foster law-abiding behaviour by children and their
parents, operational and preventive measures and campaigns are carried out each year, on the
initiative of the Ministry of Internal Affairs at national level, with the participation of
representatives of interested State bodies, the Nur Otan Party, NGOs and the public (under

slogans such as “Children in the city at night’, “Young people, the law and security”,
“Employment”’, “Me and my police officer”).

For example, a nationwide campaign on “Employment” was carried out during the period
from 25 to 27 June 2018, with the involvement of representatives of Government bodies and
NGOs.

During the campaign, 34 instances of violations of labour law concerning juveniles were
detected, including 14 related to work in entertainment establishments, 2 in agriculture and
18 in other locations.

Fifty-two submissions were sent to procuratorial, labour and social protection bodies for
appropriate action against employers.

A total of 446 applications were submitted to labour and social protection bodies concerning
employment of minors monitored by internal affairs offices, of whom 252 adolescents were
placed in jobs.

During the campaign, awareness-raising activities were carried out among minors and their
parents. More than 2,000 activities were organized on the prevention of juvenile delinquency
and rules of behaviour with strangers, including 1,358 in camps, 299 in labour collectives,
and 377 in other settings.

The mass media organized 300 presentations (40 on television, 158 in the press and 102 on
the Internet).

In 2018, police officers, together with representatives of the State bodies concerned, held a
total of more than 99,000 thematic lectures and talks in educational institutions and more
than 5,000 media appearances, including those aimed at preventing occurrences of sexual,
labour or criminal exploitation.

Paragraphs 2, 3

We inform you that Babaraim Akimov, a citizen of Kyrgyzstan, did not report his labour
exploitation to the police authorities of Kazakhstan, nor were these facts notified by the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Kyrgyzstan.

In order to verify the facts set forth in Mr. Akimov’s letter, it is necessary to apply to the
police authorities of Kazakhstan.

For their part, Kazakhstan’s authorized State bodies are ready to assist in carrying out a
qualitative and comprehensive investigation of the criminal case and bringing the
perpetrators to justice.

Paragraphs 4, 6, 7

Kazakhstan’s State bodies are taking significant measures to this end.

As indicated above, protection of the victims of human trafficking is ensured under
Kazakhstan’s Act on State Protection of Persons Involved in Criminal Proceedings and its
Act on the Victim Compensation Fund.

Moreover, under Kazakhstan’s Act on Special Social Services, trafficking in persons is
considered to be a form of ill-treatment and constitutes grounds for the provision of special
social services.

The Act applies to citizens of Kazakhstan, Kazakh repatriates/returnees (oralmans), aliens
permanently resident in Kazakhstan and stateless persons.
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In order to give effect to the Act, the Ministry of Internal Affairs has developed criteria to
assess the existence of ill-treatment in the context of trafficking in persons, while the Ministry
of Labour and Social Protection has drawn up standards for the provision of special social
services to victims of human trafficking (hereinafter, the Standard).

The Standard establishes the quality, scope and conditions pertaining to the provision of
special social services to victims of human trafficking and defines a mechanism for referral
among law enforcement agencies, non-governmental organizations and health and welfare
institutions, and for the rendering of assistance by all actors and organizations that provide
special social services to victims of human trafficking, irrespective of their form of ownership.

In accordance with the Standard, it is envisaged that eight types of special social services,
including legal services, will be provided in organizations offering temporary stay
arrangements.

In 2018, the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection allocated 93.6 million tenge for the
provision of special social services to 92 victims of human trafficking in 10 regions of the
country (Aktyubinsk, Akmola, East Kazakhstan, Karaganda, Kostanay, Kyzylorda, Pavlodar,
Turkestan and the cities of Almaty and Astana).

The results from 2018 show that services were rendered to 127 persons for a total amount of
more than 90 million tenge.

As decided by the National Budget Commission, 488.9 million tenge is planned to be
allocated in 2019-2021 for the provision of services to victims of human trafficking in 13
regions (Akmola, Aktyubinsk, Almaty, East Kazakhstan, West Kazakhstan, Karaganda,
Kostanay, Kyzylorda, Mangistau, Pavlodar, Turkestan and the cities of Astana and Almaty).

At the same time, these Standards for the provision of special social services envisage
services only for citizens of Kazakhstan, aliens residing permanently in the territory of the
Republic and stateless persons; they do not cover the category of temporarily incoming aliens.

Nonetheless, citizens of neighbouring States (Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan) often become victims
of human trafficking in the country.

In this connection, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, in cooperation with the Union of Crisis
Centres of Kazakhstan, implemented a project from 2016 to 2018 to provide free legal
assistance to victims of human trafficking (from the time the event is detected until a court
decision is taken on the case).

The main goal of the project is to provide qualified legal assistance to all victims of human
trafficking, including aliens (migrants).

The project was funded by the Embassy of the United States of America and had a positive
impact on the quality of investigations and prosecution of perpetrators.

Paragraphs 5, 8

In order to compensate for the part of the labour force that is not highly skilled, labour
immigrants are currently brought into the country to work on privately owned farms and for
seasonal work. Such foreign workers are brought into the country on the basis of permits
issued by the internal affairs and local executive authorities.

At the same time, despite the measures taken by the State to reduce the growth of illegal
migrant workers coming to Kazakhstan from abroad, there are still problematic issues related
to legalization of the labour activities of migrant workers recruited by small businesses.

For example, more than 2,000 employers are prosecuted annually for violation of the
procedure for recruitment of foreign labour (2,080 in 2015, 2,033 in 2016, 2,335 in 2017 and
2,528 in 2018) and more than 12,000 aliens are prosecuted for the administrative offence of
carrying out labour activity without obtaining a work permit (/2,514 in 2015, 9,581 in 2016,
12,435 in 2017 and 17,344 in 2018).

It should be noted that small businesses that have been prosecuted for an administrative
offence have recruited aliens to work without a corresponding work permit, which creates
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conditions for low-skilled labour immigrants (nannies, cleaners, seasonal workers, etc.) to
leave for illegal employment.

In this connection, with a view to legalizing the activities of low-skilled labour immigrants
working for small businesses, the question of establishing a simplified procedure for
obtaining work permits is currently being considered.

This would entail permits being issued by the internal affairs authorities under a scheme
similar to the current procedure for issuing work permits to labour immigrants engaged in
employment with physical persons.

Paragraph 9

The Republic of Kazakhstan takes appropriate measures in response to all communications
from victims of human trafficking.

In 2018, the police initiated 276 criminal cases, 1 for kidnapping for the purpose of
exploitation, 19 for illegal deprivation of liberty for the purpose of exploitation, 14 for
trafficking in persons, 10 for involving a minor in prostitution, 5 for trafficking in minors, 48
for involvement in prostitution and 179 for procuring and brothel maintenance.

Of the criminal cases handled, 169 were concluded and 129 were referred to the courts.

In addition, three criminal cases were initiated for the establishment and management of an
organized criminal group in the field of human trafficking and illegal migration.

A channel for trafficking of girls to South Korea for sexual exploitation was detected and
halted.

In 2018, 88 victims (86 citizens and 2 aliens) were identified in these cases, including:
* 79 victims of sexual exploitation (78 and 1, respectively);
* 3 victims of labour exploitation (2 and 1);
* 1 case of forced begging;
* 5 cases of the sale of newborn and young children.

In the past year, 1,927,742 aliens were registered with the Migration Service, of whom the
majority (1,812,438 people) were citizens of CIS countries.

As aresult of the measures taken, 108,493 violators of migration legislation were identified.
A total of 12,430 persons were expelled from the country.

Civil proceedings led to the expulsion of 456 persons, 181 of whom were released from
prison. The length of stay of 27,385 aliens was reduced.

The Unified Register of Pre-trial Investigations recorded 1,261 criminal offences for
violations of migration legislation.
Paragraph 10

Article 128 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan provides for liability for
trafficking in persons.

For information:
Article 128. Trafficking in persons

The purchase and sale or other transactions with respect to a person, as well as his or her
exploitation or the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt (of persons)
or other acts for the purpose of exploitation

In order to criminalize such forms of human trafficking as forced labour, forced begging,
etc., the 2013 Act Amending and Supplementing Certain Legislative Acts of the Republic of
Kazakhstan on Combating Trafficking in Persons (drafted by the Ministry of Internal Affairs)
expanded the concept of “exploitation”.
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Thus, in accordance with article 3 (1) of the Criminal Code (Explanation of certain concepts
contained in the present Code), the exploitation of a person is understood as:

* The use by the guilty party of forced labour, i.e. any work or service required of
a person by means of violence or threat of violence, for the performance of which
that person did not offer his or her services voluntarily, except in cases provided
for by the laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

 The use by the guilty party of prostitution or other services provided by another person
for the purpose of appropriating the income received, as well as forcing a person to
provide sexual services without prosecution of the guilty party for that purpose;

 Forcing a person to engage in begging, i.e. to commit an antisocial act involving the
solicitation of money and/or other property from other persons;

 Other actions related to the exercise by the guilty party of the power of ownership in
respect of a person who, for reasons beyond his or her control, cannot refuse to
perform work and (or) services for the guilty party and (or) another person.

In this connection, these facts are registered and categorized under Article 128 of the
Criminal Code (trafficking in persons).

Paragraph 11

In order to protect the interests of the family and ensure the necessary conditions for women’s
participation in the political, social, economic and cultural life of the country, the National
Commission on Family and Women’s Affairs was established by Presidential Decree (No.
4176 of 22 December 1998) as an advisory body to the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, which ensures the protection of the interests of the family and the necessary
conditions for women’s participation in the political, social, economic and cultural life of the
country.

In accordance with this decree, specialized units for the protection of women against violence
were established in the Ministry of Internal Affairs by Order No. 91 of 19 February 1999,
which ensure that women’s constitutional rights, freedoms and legitimate interests are
protected against unlawful encroachments; these units work to prevent and combat violence
against women.

In general, the staff of these units carry out general coordination of the work of internal affairs
services on preventing offences in the field of family and domestic relations.

The Act on Prevention of Domestic Violence (hereinafter, the Act) was adopted on 4
December 2009.

The Act defines the legal, economic, social and organizational framework for activities by
State bodies, local authorities, organizations and citizens to prevent domestic violence, of
which women are mainly the victims.

Following adoption of the Act, the police have real levers of influence over family abusers
and can carry out individual and specific preventive work with them.

Specifically, police officers, by issuing special protective orders, are empowered to impose
certain prohibitions on family abusers, limiting their contact with a victim for up to one month.

Violation of a prohibition is punishable by a warning or administrative detention (Code of
Administrative Offences, article 461, “Violation of a protective order”).

If an offender refuses to mend his ways, the court may, at the request of the police, establish
special requirements for his behaviour for a period of from 3 months to 1 year (Code of
Administrative Offences, article 54, “Establishment of special requirements for behaviour by
an offender”).

Taking account of practical requirements, work is constantly being done to improve
legislation in this area.

The Act on Prevention of Domestic Violence alone has been amended or supplemented 12
times (from 2010 to 2018) on the basis of the Ministry’s proposals.
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In order to further improve the prevention of domestic violence, on the initiative of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, the Act Amending and Supplementing Certain Legislative Acts
of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Improvement of the Law Enforcement System (signed on
3 July 2017 by the Head of State) decriminalized two criminal misdemeanours — intentional
infliction of minor harm to health (Criminal Code, article 108) and beatings (Criminal Code,
article 109) — and transferred them to the category of administrative offences.

In addition, the Act Amending and Supplementing the Code of Administrative Offences
extended the period of administrative detention of a family abuser from 3 to 24 hours.

The results of the past five years show that these special measures are being actively applied
by the police in the field.

Approaches to crime prevention have changed dramatically, and a wide range of government
agencies and non-governmental organizations, as well as the public, are now involved in this
work.

Local authorities (akimats) are empowered to establish special organizations to assist victims
of domestic violence as well as to finance, through the State social quota, non-governmental
structures involved in the implementation of such social programmes.

On that basis, the internal affairs authorities are cooperating with more than 50 NGOs and 31
crisis centres.

The main focus of the work of crisis centres is on providing assistance to victims of domestic
violence and human trafficking.

Of the existing crisis centres, 23 have shelters and 12 are counselling centres that provide
emergency counselling to victims of domestic violence.

During the reporting period, more than 200 specialists (psychologists, lawyers and social
workers) have been working in these centres to help victims of violence, and 213 telephone
“help lines” are in operation.
