Reply from the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia 

 With regard to the request to provide any additional information or comments on the 
concerns and allegations mentioned: 

 The information contained in the allegations is inaccurate, since the said person was 
not born, as alleged, in the Kingdom. His place of birth (according to the available records) 
was Palestine. His residence permit expired on 8 Sha’ban 1433 A.H. (28 June 2012 A.D.) 
and it was not renewed. He is dependent on his father, Majid Abdulhadi Farajallah, whose 
residence permit also expired on 8 Sha’ban 1433 A.H. (28 June 2012 A.D.). He is a foreign 
investor who obtained an investor visa on 28 Jumada al-Ula A.H. (7 August 2002 A.D.) in 
order to engage in business. The investor visa expired on 9 Sha’ban 1430 A.H. (31 July 
2009 A.D.). A request for its renewal has not been submitted to the competent authority to 
date, nor has any notification of closure of his business been received. 

 With regard to the allegation that his father was unable to renew his investor visa 
because he had to pay a significant amount of corporate taxes, three complaints were filed 
against the father, who is the “head of the family”, prior to the expiry of his residence 
permit, including judicial documents concerning financial debts, the issuance of a cheque 
without provision, financial claims based on judicial rulings, and a document demanding 
submission of a passport belonging to a worker.  

1. With regard to the request to provide information on the steps undertaken by the 
Government with a view to resolving the issue of residence permits for Mr. Hatim 
Farajallah and Mr. Majid Farajallah: 

 The said persons may submit a request for restoration of their legal status, in 
accordance with the relevant legal provisions. 

2. With regard to the request to indicate any legislative and policy measures aimed at 
eliminating discrimination on any grounds with regard to the right to a nationality, and in 
particular discrimination against persons belonging to ethnic, religious and linguistic 
minorities who are born in the Kingdom: 

 All the Kingdom’s laws concerning human rights are based on the principle of 
equality. The Kingdom’s legislation does not contain any provisions or even references that 
discriminate against anyone. All forms of discrimination, including racial discrimination, 
are criminalized, and all competent State bodies must promote and protect human rights, 
and guarantee justice for all persons, regardless of their religion, race, gender or nationality, 
in the event that such a body or its representative violates any of these rights.  

 It should be noted that the Kingdom has submitted its report concerning the 
Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination and that it may be 
consulted on the website of the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for 
Human Rights (OHCHR). The report describes legislative and non-legislative measures 
aimed at criminalizing all forms of racial discrimination. The Kingdom complies with the 
Convention, which is deemed to form part of its legislation.
