Information from the competent bodies of the Republic of Belarus regarding the
detention of N.A. Makhalichev

On 21 February 2020, during licence check, an officer from the State Automobile
Inspectorate of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Belarus for Gorodok district, in Viciebsk
province, established that N.A. Makhalichev was the subject of an inter-State wanted
person notice issued at the request of the Department for Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous
Area of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia in connection with a criminal case
brought on 31 January 2019.

For the purpose of inquiries, Mr. Makhalichev was escorted to the internal affairs
department of Gorodok district executive committee, where he received an explanation of
his rights and obligations under articles 507 and 508 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of
the Republic of Belarus, a report was drawn up, and a detention order was issued in
accordance with the procedure set out in article 510 of the Code.

The internal affairs officers acted in accordance with the regulations for the bodies
responsible for implementing inter-State notices for wanted persons, as approved by
decision of the Council of Heads of Government of the Commonwealth of Independent
States of 31 October 2015.

On 24 February 2020, the deputy procurator of Gorodok district decided that
Mr. Makhalichev should be remanded in custody as a preventive measure.

Following its consideration of Mr. Makhalichev’s case file, the Office of the
Procurator General of the Republic of Belarus decided to refuse his extradition to the
Russian Federation. Mr. Makhalichev was released from custody on 7 April 2020.
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
