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Information regarding the joint enquiry from the special procedures of the Human 

Rights Council on the development of the situation with the provision of housing and 

redress for citizens of the Russian Federation who have been rehabilitated as victims of 

the political repression of the Soviet era and the members of their families

 The Russian Federation, having examined the above-mentioned joint enquiry of the 

special procedures of the Human Rights Council, has the honour to transmit the following 

information. 

 The Russian Federation is inclined to regard this joint enquiry as an attempt to 

influence the national legislative process, essentially to interfere in the domestic affairs of a 

sovereign State. We trust that in future the special procedure mandate holders will refrain 

from such steps and will be clearly guided by the mandates given to them. 

 Nonetheless, for reasons of good faith, the Russian Federation would like to confirm 

that, on 14 July 2020, the Government put forward federal bill No. 988493-7, amending 

article 13 of the Act on the Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repression as regards the 

provision of housing to rehabilitated persons who lost their homes as a result of such 

repression, to the State Duma, the lower house of the Federal Assembly (the parliament of 

the Russian Federation). The bill was drafted by the Ministry of Construction, Housing and 

Public Utilities.  

 An alternative bill, No. 1024052-7, drafted by deputies S.M. Mironov and G.P. 

Khovanskaya, was also presented to the State Duma.  

 These bills, as well as the general situation with regard to the provision of housing 

and redress to citizens of the Russian Federation who were rehabilitated as victims of the 

political repression of the Soviet era, are currently under consideration by the State Duma.
