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Information in response to the request from the thematic special procedures of the
Human Rights Council on the administrative liability of persons who violate the law on
the holding of mass events

Reference: AL BLR 3/2021 of 12 March 2021

Under article 2 of the Act, picketing is a public expression by a citizen or group of
citizens of public political, group, personal or other interests or a protest (without a march),
including by means of a hunger strike, on any issue, with or without the use of posters,
banners or other means. Article 6 of the Act stipulates that only the local authorities and
administrative bodies have the right to take decisions authorizing or prohibiting mass events.

Under article 11 of the Act, organizers and participants in mass events are prohibited
from using flags and streamers that are not duly registered (with the exception of theatrical
troupes and other creative groups when they are performing) or emblems, symbols, posters
or placards whose content is intended to undermine public order or to harm the rights and
legitimate interests of citizens.

Individuals, political parties, trade unions and other organizations that have violated
the established procedure for organizing and/or holding mass events are subject to liability,
in accordance with the law. The consideration of such cases of administrative offences under
article 24.23 of the Code of Administrative Offences (violation of the procedure for
organizing or conducting mass events) and the imposition of appropriate administrative
penalties are under the exclusive competence of the court. The public demonstration of
unregistered symbols on the street, in courtyards, parks or squares, and the placement of
white-red-white flags, panels or other objects that combine the above colours on balconies or
in apartment windows have been legitimately qualified by the internal affairs bodies as
violations of the procedure for organizing and holding a mass event in the form of picketing.

Such acts are considered unlawful because the citizens whose intention is to carry out
such actions do not observe the procedure stipulated by the Public Events Act (hereinafter
the Act), which provides for the preliminary authorization of the planned mass event with the
local authorities and administrative bodies. This procedure enables citizens to enjoy their
constitutional rights and freedoms and to ensure public safety and order when such events
are held in streets, squares and other public places.

Under the national legislation, the white-red-white flag is not currently a State,
political, historical or other official symbol. At the same time, this flag is not a prohibited
symbol whose use or production is subject to administrative liability under article 24.26 of
the Code of Administrative Offences (illegal use and production of flags, pennants, posters,
emblems and symbols and illegal use of the names Red Cross, Red Crescent and Red Crystal).

The persons arrested for violating the legislation on mass events did not have the
appropriate authorization (permission or notifications) from the local authorities and
administrative bodies, and generally used unregistered flags and other symbols.

In Belarus, the freedom of citizens to hold mass events that do not undermine law and
order or violate the rights of others is guaranteed by the State. State bodies, political parties,
trade unions and other organizations, and also citizens, do not have the right to interfere with
or hinder the holding of mass events held in compliance with the law. Unlawful obstruction
of meetings, rallies, demonstrations, marches, picketing or obstruction of participation in
such actions incurs both administrative liability (under article 10.6 of the Code of
Administrative Offences) and criminal liability (under article 196 of the Criminal Code).

On the basis of article 13.1 (1) of the Code of Administrative Offences, rulings on
cases of administrative offences may be appealed by the person in question, the victim, their
representatives or the defence counsel.

During the period from August 2020 to April 2021, the procurators’ offices of Belarus
received only four complaints from citizens contesting their administrative liability for
holding solitary pickets involving the use of unregistered symbols.
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Of the complaints received, two were sent to court for consideration together with
cases of administrative offences, and two were dismissed due to non-payment of State fees
(and were not resubmitted).

The procuratorial authorities registered no complaints from citizens regarding any
form of obstruction of their defence.

The absence of specific information about the alleged refusal of the law enforcement
bodies of Belarus to investigate cases of harm makes it impossible to determine whose rights
and legitimate interests have been violated and require protection.

The internal affairs bodies carry out their functions in accordance with the tasks
entrusted to them under Act No. 263-3 (the Internal Affairs Bodies Act of 17 July 2007) and
other laws.

When on duty, internal affairs officers are guided by the requirements of regulatory
laws. They do not have the objective of taking any measures aimed at unlawfully impeding
the holding of mass events or participation in them or at restricting the other constitutional
rights and freedoms of citizens. Police officers are always liable for any violations of the law.
No information is available on the persecution for political reasons of persons who publicly
express their positions as citizens.

In our view, compliance with the requirements of the law on mass events precludes
the initiation of administrative proceedings and, accordingly, any grounds for the application
of the corresponding procedural measures, including administrative detention.

Regarding the concerns expressed in the communication about the strengthening of
criminal liability for certain types of crimes, the legislation in this area has been amended in
response to the need to protect the State against new forms of terrorism and extremism and
their financing, rather than by a desire to restrict the rights of individuals who do not share
the official views of the State in respect of domestic and foreign policy.

Obviously, in any of the countries which traditionally rank themselves among the
paragons of democratic freedoms, the emergence of new challenges and threats to civil
society and State institutions calls for the adoption of immediate and balanced
countermeasures. In most cases these have been more severe than in Belarus.

Regarding the compliance of the Code of Administrative Offences with international
human rights norms and standards, we would like to draw attention to the following.

According to the second half of the third paragraph of article 22 of the Code on the
Judicial System and the Status of Judges, the Constitutional Court is obliged to issue
decisions on the compliance of the laws adopted by the House of Representatives (the lower
house of the National Assembly) and approved by the Council of the Republic (the upper
house) with the Constitution and with the international legal instruments ratified by Belarus
before the drafts are signed into law by the President.

In the Constitutional Court’s decision No. R-1247/2020 of 28 December 2020 on the
conformity with the Constitution of the Code of Administrative Offences, the Court noted
that the Code’s adoption was prompted by the need to further improve the administrative
law’s regulation of delictual acts, including by taking into account the practices of law
enforcement.

The Constitutional Court notes that the legislature, acting within its discretionary
powers, has provided for the differentiation of administrative offences and the strengthening
of administrative responsibility for unlawful acts targeting relations among the public,
requiring the increased protection of the State.

The provisions of the Code of Administrative Offences set out individualized liability
depending on the gravity of the offence, the amount and nature of the harm caused, the degree
of fault of the offender and other relevant circumstances; they enhance the preventive effect
of administrative penalties, improve the protection of the rights and lawful interests of
persons, strengthen law and order and ensure that the State fulfils its obligation, under article
59 (1) of the Constitution, to take all available measures to ensure domestic order as required
by law and necessary for the full enjoyment by citizens of their rights and freedoms. This is
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in keeping with the provisions of the third part of article 1 and the second part of article 2 of
the Constitution.

The provisions of the Code of Administrative Offences governing the administrative
liability of individuals and legal entities are in line with the requirements of international
treaties and international standards on the inclusion in national legislation of administrative
liability for specific offences.

The Code’s standards are in accordance with the first part of article 8 of the
Constitution, under which Belarus recognizes the precedence of the generally recognized
principles of international law and ensures that its legislation is consistent with them.
