Additional reply by Uzbekistan to the joint communication from special procedure
mandate holders of the United Nations Human Rights Council concerning the
information made available to them regarding the citizens of Uzbekistan deprived of
their liberty in the Al-Hol and Roj camps in Syria and response to the appeal by
experts of the Human Rights Council for the repatriation of women and children from
the camps in north-east Syria

1. The Government of Uzbekistan has already replied to the communication from special
procedure mandate holders of the Human Rights Council concerning violations of the rights
of citizens of Uzbekistan in Syria to provide information on the measures that it has taken to
remove its citizens from that country.

2. On 8 February 2021, Human Rights Council experts issued a press release entitled
“Syria: UN experts urge 57 States to repatriate women and children from squalid camps” in
which they expressed serious concern about the deteriorating security and humanitarian
situation in the Al-Hol and Roj camps in north-east Syria, home to over 64,000 people, mostly
women and children, and made an appeal to the 57 States whose citizens are being held in
these camps.

3. Uzbekistan attaches great importance to the mandate and role of the Human Rights
Council and its special procedures as the principal international body for the protection and
promotion of human rights and fundamental freedoms. For this reason, Uzbekistan
participates in good faith in the work of the special procedures, which are a vital component
of a robust and effective international system for the protection of human rights.

4. In this connection, in response to the joint communication from Human Rights
Council special procedure mandate holders concerning the information made available to
them regarding citizens of Uzbekistan deprived of their liberty in the Al-Hol and Roj camps
in Syria and the appeal by human rights experts of the United Nations for the repatriation of
women and children from the camps in north-east Syria, the Government of Uzbekistan, on
the instructions and under the direct supervision of President Shavkat Mirziyoyev, carried
out a humanitarian operation, “Mehr-5" (“Kindness-5), on 30 April 2021. As part of this
operation, 25 women and 68 children, including 8 orphaned children, were returned to
Uzbekistan on a specially chartered flight operated by the joint-stock company Uzbekistan
Airways. The humanitarian operation was supported by the United States of America and
other partner countries.

5. The women and children of Uzbek nationality had been held in the Al-Hol camp for
more than three years.

6. The Government of Uzbekistan has taken measures to ensure the rehabilitation and
social adaptation of the repatriated citizens. In particular, the women and children have been
accommodated in the Buston sanatorium in Tashkent Province. They have been provided
with medical, psychological and social assistance. The steps necessary to issue them with
identity documents have been taken.

7. As part of the previous “Mehr-17, “Mehr-2”, “Mehr-3” and “Mehr-4” operations, 438
women and children, who were helpless and in difficult circumstances, were returned to
Uzbekistan from Syria, Iraq and Afghanistan.
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The Permanent Mission of the Republic of Uzbekistan to the United
Nations Office and other International Organizations in Geneva presents
its compliments to the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner
for Human Rights (OHCHR) and, in response to the joint communication
from special procedures, dated 26 January 2021 (Ref No. AL UZB 1/2021)
has a honour to convey enclosed herewith an additional information of
the competent authorities of Uzbekistan concerning the repatriation of
citizens from Al-Hol camp located in Syrian Arab Republic.

The Permanent Mission of the Republic of Uzbekistan avails itself of
this opportunity to renew to the OHCHR the assurances of its highest
