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1. With regard to the investigations concerning the abduction of Mr. Ali Jasib Hattab, the perpetrators were
identified and referred to Al-Rusafa Criminal Court for legal proceedings in absentia, since they escaped following the
adoption of coercive legal measures aimed at securing their attendance, such as the seizure of movable and immovable

funds, a ban on travel and the circulation of arrest warrants in Iraq.

2. With regard to the case of Mr. Hassan Ashour Shabib Hassan, investigations by the judicial authority
responsible for cases concerning the demonstrators in Al-Rusafa are ongoing. Further details cannot be disclosed until
the investigations have been completed, since such disclosure might undermine the progress of the investigations and

lead to impunity.

3. With regard to the murder of the activist Mr. Thab Muhammad Jawad al-Wazni, legal proceedings are being
conducted by the legal body established pursuant to Judicial Order No. 126/S/A issued on 6 September 2020. Six
suspects who were arrested pending investigations were released owing to the lack of sufficient evidence. Continuous

action is being taken to identify and prosecute the perpetrators of the crime.

4. With regard to the victims Mr. Ahmed Abdul Samad and Mr. Safaa Ghali Abdul Hamid, investigations of
all aspects of the case have been completed and one of the perpetrators was arrested. The Basra Criminal Court handed
down a judgment and it was referred for review to the Federal Court of Cassation. Additional defendants were identified
by means of a confession made by the accused in the case that has been concluded. The competent Investigative Court
has issued judicial warrants and the suspects will be referred to the competent criminal court as soon as all the requisite

legal measures have been implemented.

5. With regard to Mr. Haid Kazem Khashan al-Hassani, he claimed to have been abducted by an unknown
party and released on the same day. The investigations concluded that his claim was false and that it was intended to

capture the attention of the media and social networking sites.
