Subject: Clarification of the facts and circumstances surrounding the

arrest of Ms. Amira Osman

With reference to the joint urgent appeal UA SDN 2/2022 of 4
February 2022 by the Special Procedures Branch of the Office of the United
Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights concerning the facts and
circumstances surrounding the arrest of Ms. Amira Osman Hamed Bilal,
we wish to report the following:

1. Ms. Amira Osman Hamed was arrested by the police
pursuant to an arrest warrant issued in connection with case No. 75/2022
by the Khartoum North Police Department under article 26 of the Arms and
Ammunition Act. A total of 12 pieces of ammunition (9 mm) were found
in her home, which she admitted to owning during the investigation.

2. After the arrest and initial investigation concerning Ms.
Amira Osman, she was placed in Omdurman women's prison and later
released on bail after the investigation was completed on 26 February 2022.
Ms. Amira Osman was not subjected to enforced disappearance, as stated
in the joint urgent appeal, as her family knew that she was being held at
Omdurman prison and was bringing her personal supplies and medicines.
Nor can the circumstances of her arrest be described as arbitrary, since she
was arrested pursuant to a criminal complaint filed against her and on the
basis of an arrest warrant issued by the public prosecution service.

3. She appeared before the Khartoum North prosecutor.
According to the procedures followed by the Sudanese judiciary, accused
persons are not brought before a judge until after the complaints filed
against them have been referred to the court.

4. No action was taken against the authorities who executed the
arrest warrant against Ms. Amira Osman because their actions were in
accordance with the law, and she was not abducted or subjected to arbitrary
detention or enforced disappearance.
