 The Permanent Mission of the Russian Federation to the United Nations Office and Other International 
Organizations in Geneva presents its compliments to the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human 
Rights and in connection with the joint appeal of several special procedures of the United Nations Human Rights 
Council, AL RUS 13/2022 of 31 August 2022, regarding supporters of the extremist organizations "Crimean Solidarity" 
and "Hizb ut-Tahrir", L. I. Hemedzhy, N. N. Sheikhmambetov and R. N. Kiamelev, has the honour to draw attention to 
the fact that the Russian Federation has never recognized the legitimacy of the politicized General Assembly resolutions 
62/262, 71/205, 72/190, 73/263 and 74/168 to which the authors refer, and it does not consider itself bound by them. 
 
 In accordance with the Constitution of the Russian Federation, the Republic of Crimea and the city of federal 
significance, Sevastopol, are de facto and de jure full subjects of the Russian Federation and became part of it in 
accordance with the free expression of the will of the residents of the Crimean Peninsula. The standards of the domestic 
legislation of the Russian Federation and of the international human rights obligations to which the Russian Federation 
is unfailingly committed are applicable in the entire Crimean Peninsula. 
 
 In view of the provocative wording in the request from the special procedures about the so-called residence of 
the persons in question in Ukrainian territory, and also the reference to the "occupation" of Crimea and Sevastopol by 
the Russian Federation, communication AL RUS 13/2022 has been deemed inadmissible by the Russian Federation and 
will go unanswered. 
 
 The Permanent Mission takes this opportunity to convey to the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner 
for Human Rights the renewed assurances of its highest consideration.
