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RESPONSE OF UZBEKISTAN
TO THE JOINT COMMUNICATION FROM THE SPECIAL
RAPPORTEUR ON THE RIGHTS TO FREEDOM OF PEACEFUL
ASSEMBLY AND ASSOCIATION, THE WORKING GROUP ON
ARBITRARY DETENTION AND THE SPECIAL RAPPORTEUR ON
THE PROMOTION AND PROTECTION OF THE RIGHT TO
FREEDOM OF OPINION AND EXPRESSION REGARDING THE
CASES OF THE FOLLOWING GROUP OF CITIZENS:
K. ALLAKULOV, A. AKHADOV, A. ABDURAKHMANOYV,
V. EGAMBERDIEVA, M. ERMATOYV, L. KARIMOVA,
S. KHADJAEYV, B. KHUDAYBERGANOVA, A. KURBANOYV,
S. MUMINOV AND M. UBAYDULLAYEYV.

INTRODUCTION

1. On 28 September 2023, Clement Voule, the Special Rapporteur on the rights to freedom
of peaceful assembly and of association, Matthew Gillett, the Vice-Chair on Communications of
the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention and Irene Khan, the Special Rapporteur on the
promotion and protection of the right to freedom of opinion and expression sent a joint
communication to the Government of Uzbekistan regarding the cases of the following citizens of
Uzbekistan: K. Allakulov, A. Akhadov, A. Abdurakhmanov, V. Egamberdieva, M. Ermatov,
L. Karimova, S. Khadjaev, B. Khudayberganova, A.Kurbanov, S. Muminov and
M. Ubaydullayev.

2. Uzbekistan, as a member of the Human Rights Council, faithfully fulfils its international
human rights obligations and is determined to maintain a constructive dialogue with United
Nations mechanisms, including special procedures, which are a vital aspect of a strong and
effective international human rights protection system.

3. This response was prepared by the National Centre for Human Rights of Uzbekistan on
the basis of information provided by the Supreme Court, the Ministry of Justice, the Ministry of
Internal Affairs and the State Security Service.

4, Uzbekistan, maintaining constructive interaction with the special mandate holders of the
Human Rights Council, submits the following information in response to the joint
communication.

1. Additional information and comments

5. On 4 June 2020, Professor K. Allakulov, Doctor of Economics and former Rector of
Termez State University, announced plans to create a new social democratic party in Uzbekistan
and his intention to run for president in 2021.

6. On 7 April 2021, Mr. Allakulov and others applied to the Ministry of Justice for State
registration of the Social Democratic Party “Haqiqat va taraqqiyot” (“Truth and Progress”). A total
of 9,873 signatures were collected for the party’s State registration. Specifically, the application
of 7 April 2021 was accompanied by 7,675 signatures (plus 944) and the application of 7 June by
1,254 signatures of persons who had expressed a desire to join together in this party.

7. In accordance with the procedure established by law, the Ministry of Justice considered
the applications and accompanying documents for State registration of the social democratic party
“Haqiqat va Taraqqiyot” on two occasions. In the course of examining Mr. Allakulov’s
application, it was found that 42 people on the list of signatures were deceased and that 2,292
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persons withdrew their signatures, indicating that they had signed other documents not related to
the registration of a political party.

8. As aresult of the review, it was found that the documents for State registration of the party
were submitted without complying with the requirements of the Political Parties Act and the Non-
Governmental Non-Profit Organizations Act. In particular, under article 6 of the Political Parties
Act, the formation of a political party requires at least 20,000 signatures of citizens residing in at
least eight territorial entities (provinces), including the Republic of Karakalpakstan and the city of
Tashkent, who wish to join together in a party. On the basis of the above, the Ministry of Justice
refused the State registration of the social democratic party “Haqiqat va Tarakqiyot”.

9. On 15 May 2023, the Ministry of Justice received an application from Mr. Allakulov and
others concerning the registration of a democratic party “Haqiqat, taraqqiyot va birdamlik”. The
documents submitted for registration of the new party contained a total of 10,777 signatures of
citizens who expressed a desire to join together in this party.

10. The Ministry of Justice’s examination of the documents submitted revealed that the list of
citizens who expressed a desire to join together in this party included:

— 145 persons who had died before the inaugural conference on the founding of the political
party;

— 23 minors;

3,900 persons who subsequently withdrew their signatures because they had mistakenly
thought that they were voting for the “Open budget” project in order to obtain funds for paving
roads and modernizing communication systems;

1,775 persons whose identity was not established owing to the lack of personal data;

— 2,257 persons whose signatures were obtained electronically, which is not provided by
law;

— 844 persons who did not express a desire or submit a signature for the purpose of forming
a party;
— 185 persons recognized as legally incompetent;

— 209 persons not resident in Uzbekistan.

11. Upon examination of the application, only 1,439 signatures were accordingly recognized
as valid. In view of the fact that, under article 6 of the Political Parties Act, the formation of a
political party requires at least 20,000 signatures of citizens residing in at least eight territorial
entities (provinces), including the Republic of Karakalpakstan and the city of Tashkent, who wish
to join together in a party, the Ministry of Justice, after consideration of the application and the
package of constituent documents, decided on 15 June 2023 to refuse to register the political party
“Hagqiqat, taraqqiyot va birdamlik demokratik partiyasi”. The founders were informed of their
right, under article 9 of the Political Parties Act, to appeal to the Supreme Court against the refusal
to register a political party.

12. The Ministry of Justice received applications from the “Haqiqat, taraqqiyot va birdamlik”
party and signatures of citizens’ votes on 14 and 17 July. According to Ministry data, the party
submitted 9,828 signatures of citizens in the 14 July application, including;:

. signatures of 10 people who died before the founding conference of the political party;
. 13 minors;
. 1,157 people who had mistakenly signed up to the Open Budget project to obtain funds

for asphalting mahallas (neighbourhoods) and upgrading the sewage system and then withdrew
their signatures;

. 1,190 people whose identity was not established owing to the lack of personal data;



. 5, 816 people whose signatures were obtained electronically, which is not provided by
law. Over 1,000 signatures obtained electronically were on the list of signatures previously
submitted to the Ministry;

. 359 people who did not express a desire to form a party and had not signed anything;

. 22 people recognized by a court as legally incompetent;

. 137 persons not resident in Uzbekistan;

. signatures of 46 persons indicated in the signature sheet had already been submitted to the

Ministry for party registration on 15 May 2023 (i.e. duplicated).

11. Another 1,388 signatures were submitted on 17 July — after the end of the three-month
period since the party’s organizing committee began its activities (16 April).

12. The total number of signatures of citizens who expressed a desire to join the party in
accordance with the law that were voluntarily submitted by the party’s organizing committee to
the Ministry of Justice amounted to 2,517. Taking account of the fact that, by law, the formation
of a political party requires at least 20,000 signatures of citizens residing in at least eight territorial
entities of the country, including the Republic of Karakalpakstan and the city of Tashkent, who
wish to join together in a party, while the number of signatures submitted for registration of the
“Hagqiqat, taraqqiyot va birdamlik” party proved to be insufficient, the Ministry of Justice refused
to register the party.

13. The Government of Uzbekistan draws the attention of the Human Rights Council special
procedure mandate holders to the fact that the requirements of the Political Parties Act on the
number of sponsors of the establishment of a party (50 persons), the number of signatures of
citizens wishing to join a party (20,000), the time limit for collecting signatures (three months),
the time limit for submitting registration documents (one month) and the time limit for considering
applications for registration (one month) are not burdensome, discriminatory or restrictive in
nature, since they equally apply to all political parties, and create realistic conditions for the
formation of parties in a country with a population of more than 36 million. The threshold of
20,000 signatures is less than 1 per cent of the total population of the country.

14. The legal requirement to collect the signatures of 20,000 citizens in support of the
formation of a party is determined by the need to take into account the interests of the nations and
nationalities living in the country; to prevent the establishment of parties based on principles of
parochialism and clannishness, which would promote the interests of a narrow group of people for
the sake of achieving their own goals, to the detriment of State and national interests; and to ensure
the democratic foundations of society and the State.

2. Measures taken to ensure that human rights defenders and civil society
representatives can exercise their legitimate human rights work, including through the
exercise of their rights to freedom of opinion and expression, of peaceful assembly and of
association, and that the civic space is protected, including in relation to political affairs,
without fear of reprisals, judicial prosecution or criminalization of any kind.

15. More than 9,000 non-governmental organizations (NGOs) are currently registered in the
country. Between 2017 and 2023, 3,517 new NGOs were registered. For example, 659 are trade
unions, 331 NGOs work in the field of protection of women’s rights and support, and 653 NGOs
work in the field of youth.

16. Uzbekistan has reformed the development of civil society within a short period of time.
Seven legal and regulatory instruments have been adopted in order to provide legal guarantees for
the establishment and work of NGOs. The Policy Framework for the Development of Civil Society
2021-2025 has been adopted.
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17. As a result of reforms in the area of development of civil society:

—  the period for considering an application for State registration of an NGO has been
reduced from two months to one month;

— the period for re-registration of an NGO and for registration of NGO symbols has been
halved, to 15 days;

— a court procedure for liquidation or restriction of the activities of NGOs has been
introduced,;

— anotification procedure for the conduct of NGO activities has been introduced;

— the types of reporting done by NGOs to registration, tax and statistical authorities have
been reduced and report forms have been simplified;

—  as part of an NGO support programme, so-called NGO houses offering premises to some
500 NGOs have been established in provincial centres;

—  procedures for receiving funds from foreign donors and grants to the accounts of NGOs
in any banking institution have been simplified. Now, when NGOs receive an amount of up to
100 basic calculation values (BCV) (approximately $2,500) per year (previously BCV 20), they
may simply notify the registration authority, without obtaining its consent;

— a unified interactive portal “Transparent Charity” (shaffofxayriya.uz) has been
launched to ensure full transparency of the process of collection and distribution of charitable
donations and public monitoring of their targeted use;

— the institution of a permanent NGO representative has been introduced in the
Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis.

— atransparency index of NGO activities has been introduced.

18. Under article 8 of the Political Parties Act, political parties are registered by the Ministry
of Justice.

19. For registration of a political party, the following documents shall be submitted within
one month from the date of adoption of the constituent instrument (charter):

— adeclaration signed by at least three members of the party’s governing body;

— the charter;

— the programme;

— the minutes of the constituent convention or conference;

— abank document confirming payment of the State duty in the amount established by law;

documents confirming fulfilment of the requirements of Political Parties Act, 1nclud1ng a

list of the 20,000 citizens of the Republic of Uzbekistan who have expressed a desire to join
together in this party, with their signatures;

— information about members of elected bodies and the decision of the supreme body
of the party authorizing members of the governing body and granting them the right to represent
the party in the registration process or in legal disputes.

20. The application for registration of a political party shall be considered within one
month from the date of its receipt. Based on the results of the review, a decision is made to register
the political party or to refuse to register it. The decision shall be issued or mailed to the governing
body of the political party no later than three days from the date of its adoption. A political party
acquires the rights of a legal entity and may carry out its activities from the date of registration.

21. The registration procedure, including the requirements, procedure and deadlines for
consideration of the application for registration, as well as the grounds for refusal to register a
political party, are laid down in the Political Parties Act and the Regulation on the procedure
for State registration of NGOs, approved by Cabinet of Ministers Decision No. 57 of 10 March
2014.

22. The Political Parties Act contains an exhaustive list of the grounds for refusing
registration: conflict between the statutes, aims, objectives and methods of activity of the party,



on the one hand, and the Constitution and other legislative acts, on the other, or the existence of a
registered party or social movement with a similar name. The criteria for being in conflict with the
law are set out in article 3 (2) of the Political Parties Act. In particular, the creation and operation
of a political party are prohibited if it:

- has the aim of changing the constitutional order by force;

- impairs the sovereignty, integrity and security of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the rights
and freedoms of its citizens under the Constitution;

- makes propaganda for war or social or religious enmity or hostility between nationalities
and races;

- undermines the health and morality of the people;

- acts under the banner of a nationality or religion.

23. Article 9 of the Political Parties Act guarantees the right to appeal to the Supreme Court
against the refusal to register a political party.

24. The legislation makes no provision for a separate legal status for human rights
defenders. However, any NGO is engaged to some extent in the protection of human rights, so
most of them can be considered human rights organizations.

25. NGOs operating in Uzbekistan in the area of human rights protection include the Ezgulik
Human Rights Association of Uzbekistan, the Hukukiy Tayanch Human Rights Association of
Uzbekistan, the Uzbek Association of International Law, the Committee for the Protection of
Individual Rights of Uzbekistan, the Centre for the Study of Human Rights and Humanitarian
Law, the Centre for Human Rights Culture, the Institute for Democracy and Human Rights, the
Independent Organization for Human Rights in Uzbekistan, the Centre for Youth and Children
with Disabilities, and the Association for Persons with Disabilities.

26. Under article 4 of the Non-Governmental Non-Profit Organizations Act, the State ensures
respect for the rights and legitimate interests of non-profit NGOs and creates equal legal
opportunities for them to participate in public life.

3. On the legal grounds for the arrest and subsequent detention of Mr. Allakulov, Mr.
Ubaydullaev, Mr. Arkhadov, Mr. Abdulrakhmanov, Mr. Khodjaev, Mr. Ermatov, Mr.
Kurbanov, Mr. Muminov, Ms. Karimova, Ms. Khudaybergenova and Ms. Egamberdiyeva.

27. The Government of Uzbekistan submits that the data presented in the joint communication
do not correspond to reality and are biased and politically motivated. In this context, the
Government of Uzbekistan expresses its readiness to cooperate with the Office of the United
Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights and its Regional Office to examine the arguments
referred to in the joint communication.
