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Response of Uzbekistan to the request of the Special
Rapporteur on adequate housing as a component of the right
to an adequate standard of living, and on the right to non-
discrimination in this context concerning the alleged eviction
of Dilmurad Mirusmanov and his family and the demolition
of his house as part of the reconstruction of Mirobod Avenue,
Tashkent.

Introduction

1. On 7 February 2024, the Special Rapporteur on adequate housing as a
component of the right to an adequate standard of living, and on the right to
non-discrimination in this context, Balakrishnan Rajagopal, sent a
communication regarding the alleged eviction of Dilmurad Mirusmanov and
his family members, as well as the demolition of his house in connection with
the reconstruction of Mirobod Avenue in Tashkent.

2. Uzbekistan faithfully fulfils its international human rights obligations
and is determined to maintain a constructive dialogue with United Nations
mechanisms, including special procedures, which are a vital aspect of a strong
and effective international human rights protection system.

3. Thisresponse from Uzbekistan was prepared by the National Centre for
Human Rights on the basis of information provided by the Supreme Court,
the Ministry of Justice, the Ministry of Construction and Housing and
Municipal Services and the Office of the Procurator General.

4.  Uzbekistan supports constructive interaction with the special mandate
holders of the Human Rights Council and submits the following information
in response to the communication:

(1) Additional information and/or comment(s) on the allegations presented
in the Special Rapporteur's communication

5. On 17 January 2013, the regional chief administrator (hokim) of
Tashkent adopted decision No. 46 on the construction, reconstruction and
demolition of residential and non-residential buildings in the city of Tashkent.
The document lists 33 sites where construction, reconstruction and
demolition works are planned, in Mirabad, Yakkasaray, Yunusabad, Mirzo-
Ulugbek, Shaykhontokhur and Uchtepa districts. The decision provides for
property owners in those districts to be offered three options:

First: the possibility for the owners to build new structures in the
framework of the Plan for construction, repair and demolition works in
residential and non-residential buildings in the central streets of Tashkent. The
general plans and draft design work were assigned to the Main Department
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of Architecture and Construction and the Tashkent Institute of Research and
Design for the General Plan and no work is permitted unless approved by the
Architectural and Urban Planning Council of the capital city.

Second: the sale of real estate to legal entities or individuals wishing to
build new structures, again in the framework of the Plan.

Third: compensation for damage caused during the works in accordance
with the Act on the protection of private property and guarantees of owners'
rights and the Cabinet of Ministers resolution of 29 May 2006 approving the
regulations for the procedure for compensation of losses to citizens and legal
entities in connection with the expropriation of plot of lands for State and
public needs.

6. By decision No. 1218 of the regional chief administrator of Tashkent of
11 September 2017, the limited liability company Absolute Business Trade
was allocated 6 hectares of land for the construction of multistorey residential
buildings at the intersection of Mirabad Street and Nukus Street, in
Yakkasaray district, provided that compensation for the damage caused was
provided in the prescribed form to the owners of the property located on the
land concerned.

7. According to a certificate of right of inheritance dated 14 March 2018,
the land allocated to Absolute Business Trade included a residential plot
belonging to Mr. D. Mirusmanov, of a total area of 724.41 m2 and a usable
area of 231.94 m2, with living space of 119.48 m2 in a two-storey house. The
inventory price of the house was 427,827,358 sum. In that connection,
Absolute Business Trade offered Mr. Mirusmanov two apartments with a total
area of 135.03 m2 (67.58 m2 and 67.45 m2). However, Mr. Mirusmanov did
not accept the proposal.

8.  Before filing a lawsuit with the court for eviction with provision of
other housing and compensation, Absolute Business Trade held consultations
and negotiations with the residents (owners) of residential houses located on
the land allocated to the developer. It should be noted that, in addition to the
house belonging to the Mirusmanov family, there were more than 145 houses
on the plot of land allocated to the developer. In the course of consultations
with the residents, Absolute Business Trade offered alternative options for
resolving the situation, in line with the court decision. Specifically, it
proposed:

+ The payment of monetary compensation

+ The provision of permanent housing in a residential complex under
construction (with provision of temporary housing during
construction), which Mr. Mirusmanov refused. Because of the failure to
reach an agreement, Absolute Business Trade was forced to apply to the
court for compulsory eviction

9.  Absolute Business Trade thus filed a lawsuit against Mr. D.
Mirusmanov and others to evict them from the residential structures, with the
pro7vision of other housing.
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10. Absolute Business Trade filed a lawsuit with the Yakkasaray
Interdistrict Civil Court to evict Mr. Mirusmanov and the members of his
family, with provision of other housing.

11. By adecision of Yakkasaray Interdistrict Civil Court of 6 August 2021,
the suit brought by Absolute Business Trade against Mr. Mirusmanov and
others was granted, the defendants were evicted from the house at No. 7, 2
Mirabad Street, Tashkent, Yakkasaray district, with an area of 119.48 m2, and
provided with residential premises located at No. 11, 1 Mukimi Street,
Aksaray district, Tashkent: apartments No. 15 (with a total area of 67.58 m2)
and 35 (with a total area of 67.45 m2); together with compensation in the
amount of 935,648,431 sum paid by the plaintiff to the defendant. The
apartments were transferred to the ownership of the defendant.

12.  In respect of the claim that the housing provided must be within the
boundaries of the locality (Housing Code, art. 71), it should be noted that the
developer complied with the legal requirements, as both the demolished
building and the housing provided are located in Aksaray district of Tashkent.

13. By ruling of 19 April 2022 of the Appeals Chamber of Tashkent City
Court of Civil Affairs, the above decision was maintained, with an addition
in the operative part, providing for the recovery of the amount of
1,043,688,061 sums from Absolute Business Trade in favour of Mr.
Mirusmanov.

14. By aruling of 29 July 2022 of the Civil Chamber of the Supreme Court
of Uzbekistan, the ruling of the Appeals Chamber was amended to specify the
amount to be recovered as 2,074,761,293 sums.

15. By ruling of 11 May 2023 of the Civil Chamber of the Supreme Court
of Uzbekistan, that Chamber's ruling of 29 July 2022 was annulled on the
basis of newly discovered circumstances, because the market valuation of Mr.
Mirusmanov's house did not take account of the second floor of the house,
with an area of 107 m2 (the lower courts twice ordered a survey, which could
not be carried out because Mr. Mirusmanov refused to allow them access to
the house to do so).

16. Mr. Mirusmanov presented a calculation of the valuation of the disputed
plot of land made by an independent appraisal company as of October 2022,
taking into account the second floor of the house, with an area of 107 m2, in
the amount of 7,087,190,000 sums, as well as the opinion of an expert as to
the validity of the calculation.

17. Pursuant to the first part of paragraph 18 of the decision of the Plenum
of the Supreme Court of Uzbekistan on the application by the courts of the
rules of law on evidence and proof in civil cases, an expert assessment, as an
independent type of means of proof, may be the result of a forensic
examination ordered and conducted after the institution of civil proceedings
in strict compliance with the requirements of the Code of Civil Procedure.
Any other opinion obtained that does not comply with the requirements of
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procedural legislation may not be used as means of proof, except for expert
conclusions obtained in the manner prescribed by law.!

18. Furthermore, in the opinion of the valuation expert, submitted as a note,
it is stated that the expert did not investigate the validity of calculations of the
object's value, only the validity of the approaches applied.

19. Based on the above, and given that the court may not take such
calculations as a basis (as they were not carried out according to the court's
ruling and were incomplete), the court ordered an expert assessment to assess
the value of the disputed objects provided.

20. According to the conclusion of the expert assessment, the house
belonging to Mr. Mirusmanov was valued as of October 2022 (the date of the
valuation by the valuation company) at 4,551,871,358 sum, while the two
apartments provided were valued at 1,513,408,298 sum.

21. On that basis, according to a ruling of 2 November 2023 of the Civil
Chamber of the Supreme Court of Uzbekistan, the ruling of the Appeals
Chamber was amended to specify the amount to be recovered as
3,038,463,060 (4,551,871,358 - 1,513,408,298 = 3,038,463,060) sum. The
ruling on eviction with the provision of two apartments was upheld.

22.  According to the Supreme Court, the parties - Absolute Business Trade
and Mr. D. Kh. Mirusmanov - reached an amicable agreement. Under the
agreement, Absolute Business Trade paid the amount previously requested by
Mr. Mirusmanov, in return for which Mr. Mirusmanov undertook to vacate
the building by 20 April 2024 on a voluntary basis.

Regarding Mr. Mirusmanov's appeal to the Bureau of Compulsory
Enforcement

23.  On 12 May 2022, the Yakkasaray District Office received enforcement
document No. 2—-1005-2104/4345 of 19 April 2022 from the Civil Chamber
of Tashkent City Court concerning the eviction of Mr. D. Mirusmanov and
his family members from the house located at No. 7, 2, Mirabad Street,
Yakkasaray district, Tashkent, and their removal to apartments No. 15 and
No. 35, house No. 11, alley No. 1, Mukimi Street, Yakkasaray district,
Tashkent.

24.  Under article 3 of the Act on the enforcement of judicial acts and acts
of other bodies, the enforcement of judicial acts is entrusted to State
enforcement officers from the Bureau of Compulsory Enforcement under the
Office of the Procurator-General. The procedure for the execution of a court
enforcement document on eviction and removal to new premises is regulated
under chapter 8 (execution of enforcement documents concerning non-
material-related disputes) of the above-mentioned law.

25. On the same day, enforcement proceedings were initiated and Mr.
Mirusmanov was notified of the need for voluntary implementation of the

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court decision, or forced eviction in the case of failure to comply with the
requirements of the enforcement document within the time limit set by the
State enforcement officer.

26. By letter No. K-9/22 of 19 February 2022, Aksaray Interdistrict Civil
Court ordered the enforcement of the ruling suspended due to the
consideration of the case by the Supreme Court acting as a court of cassation.

27. By ruling of the Civil Chamber of the Supreme Court of 2 November
2023, the appeal on cassation was not granted.

28. By notification of 28 December 2023, enforcement was scheduled for
11 January 2024. However, due to the absence of the claimant's
representatives, the enforcement action was postponed to 23 January 2024.

29. By ruling No. 5-10012410/99 of 15 January 2024 of the Tashkent
Interdistrict Court, the enforcement was suspended. On 31 January 2024, the
same court set aside that ruling.

30. By ruling of 23 January 2024 of the Aksaray Interdistrict Civil Court,
the enforcement was suspended until 1 March 2024. No enforcement has
taken place at this time.

On the appeal of Mr. D. Mirusmanov to the Ministry of Justice of
Uzbekistan

31.  Mr. D. Mirusmanov repeatedly contacted the Ministry of Justice, where
the relevant officials explained to him the procedure for the expropriation of
property. During the explanation, all legal aspects of the procedure were
presented in detail, which allowed Mr. Mirusmanov to better understand the
mechanisms involved, as well as the possible legal consequences in case of
violation of established procedure. The Ministry of Justice staff provided full
legal support, outlining the key points and stages of the property expropriation
process, as well as the need to comply with all procedural norms under the
legislation in force.

(2) Any measures that have been taken by State authorities to avoid the
eviction and demolition of Mr. Mirusmanov’s home

32. Article 47 of the Constitution guarantees everyone's right to housing.
No one may be deprived of his or her home except by court decision and in
accordance with the law. In the cases and in the manner prescribed by law, an
owner deprived of his or her home will be provided with prior and equivalent
compensation for the value of the home and the losses incurred.

33. The State encourages housing construction and sets in place the
necessary conditions for the realization of the right to housing. The procedure
for providing housing for socially vulnerable groups is determined by law.

34. It should be noted that the essence of the dispute is not the matter of
compulsory eviction, but the termination of ownership rights, which is not
aimed directly at expropriation of the property from the owner. The dispute
arose as a result of Mr. Mirusmanov's refusal to vacate the plot of land
allocated to Absolute Business Trade. Since Mr. Mirusmanov did not have
right of ownership of the plot of land, the local State authorities (Tashkent
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city regional authority) had the legal authority in 2017 to expropriate and
grant the plot of land.

35. Under article 10 of the Local Authorities Act, the regional chief
administrator of a province, district or city has the right to grant land for
ownership, use or lease to enterprises, institutions, organizations, small
agricultural enterprises and citizens, to terminate the rights of possession and
use of land by those entities, as well as to expropriate the land with subsequent
approval of the decisions taken by the relevant council of people's deputies;
article 6 of the Land Code contains similar provisions.

36. By ruling of the Aksaray Interdistrict Civil Court of 23 January 2024,
the enforcement was suspended until 1 March 2024. No enforcement has
taken place at this time.

37. Specifically, it is now established that the parties, including Absolute
Business Trade and Mr. D.Kh. Mirusmanov, have reached an agreement.

Pursuant to the agreement, Absolute Business Trade paid the amount
previously requested by Mr. Mirusmanov. In return, Mr. Mirusmanov
undertook to vacate the building by 20 April 2024 on a voluntary basis.

Provision to Mr. Mirusmanov and his family of adequate compensation
for the loss of their home and property, the level of compensation being
adequate both in comparison to the value of their home and for accessing
similar well-located housing close to the area where he and his family are
living. Compensation offered covering the cost for relocation and
potential refurbishing of a new home and for any non-material losses
incurred

38. The two apartments provided to Mr. Mirusmanov by Absolute Business
Trade are not temporary housing and have been transferred to Mr.
Mirusmanov with the right of ownership, i.e. they are permanent housing that
meets sanitary and fire safety standards and regulations. The requirements of
international standards in respect of meeting the criteria of adequacy,
accessibility, habitability and safety have thus been fully met.

39. Given that housing was provided to Mr. Mirusmanov and his family in
the neighbourhood where they lived, their right to access basic services such
as health care and education was also respected.

40. According to the final court decision, the property located at: house No.
7, 2, Mirabad Street, Yakkasaray district, Tashkent (with an area of 119.48
m?2) belonging to Mr. D. Mirusmanov was replaced by:

« Two residential premises located at: apartments 15 (total area 67.58 m2)
and 35 (total area 67.45 m2), 11, alley No. 1, Mukimi Street,
Yakkasaray district, Tashkent;

« Compensation for the difference between the value of the building
demolished and that of the housing provided, in the amount of
3,038,463,060 sum (4,551,871,358 sum (valuation of Mr.
Mirusmanov's house) - 1,513,408,298 sum (valuation of the
apartments)) was recovered.

41. It should also be borne in mind that the fact that part of the demolished
building had the status of "unauthorized construction" was not taken into
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account in the assessment. Despite that, and taking Mr. Mirusmanov's family
situation into account, the demolition of that part of the house was also
covered by the compensation awarded by the court.

42. It is also noted that, at one of the court hearings, Mr. Mirusmanov
agreed to accept an amount equivalent to $400,000 (including the value of the
two apartments provided), which was awarded by a ruling of the Judicial
Chamber of the Supreme Court in November 2023. That amount was paid by
Absolute Business Trade in a timely fashion.

43.  The new dwelling does not require refurbishment, Mr. Mirusmanov did
not make any claim in court for the reimbursement of his removal expenses
or compensation for non-pecuniary losses.

44. The parties - Absolute Business Trade and Mr. D. Kh. Mirusmanov -
reached an amicable agreement in 2024. Pursuant to the agreement, Absolute
Business Trade paid the amount previously requested by Mr. Mirusmanov .

(4) Please indicate what procedures you have in place to ensure that Mr.
Mirusmanov and his family are consulted in a timely manner on urban
regeneration in Tashkent affecting them. Please explain whether
affected residents can access legal aid, should they wish to challenge an
eviction order

45. By decision of the regional chief administrator of Tashkent of 11
September 2017, a plot of land of 6.0 hectares situated at the intersection of
Nukus Street and Mirabad Street was allocated to Absolute Business Trade,
with the developer obliged to provide other equivalent residential premises to
replace the residential and non-residential property to be demolished, or to
pay compensation to the owners whose property was demolished.

46. Before filing a lawsuit with the court for eviction with provision of
other housing and compensation, Absolute Business Trade held consultations
and negotiations with the residents (owners) of residential property located
on the land allocated to the developer. It should be noted that, along with the
house belonging to the Mirusmanov family, there were more than 145 other
houses on the plot of land allocated to the developer. In the course of
consultations with the residents, Absolute Business Trade offered the
alternative options for resolving the situation, in line with the court decision.
Specifically, it proposed:

« The payment of monetary compensation

+ The provision of permanent housing in a residential complex under
construction (with provision of temporary housing during
construction), which Mr. Mirusmanov refused. Because of the failure to
reach an agreement, Absolute Business Trade was forced to apply to the
court for compulsory eviction.

47. In implementation of the relevant paragraph of the decision, the owner
of the premises at house No. 7, 2, Mirabad Street, Yakkasaray district, Mr. D.
Mirusmanov, was repeatedly notified about the forthcoming demolition:
letters were sent to him setting out the various options and types of
compensation proposed, as is confirmed by the copies in the case file of the
letters and the receipts for their postage and acknowledgements of receipt by
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the addressee, as was uncontested by Mr. Mirusmanov. In the court hearing,
the defendant expressed an interest in receiving monetary compensation and
disagreed only with the amount that had been ordered.

48. Discussions with the residents (owners) of households located on the
plot of land concerned began in 2018 and ended in 2023, which fully complies
with the norms of Cabinet of Ministers resolution No. 911 on additional
measures to improve the procedure for the provision of compensation for the
expropriation and granting of plot of lands and to ensure the guarantee of
property rights of individuals and legal entities of 16 November 2019.

49. Any interested person who believes that his or her rights have been
violated has the right to seek legal assistance from the district department of
justice, the Bar or the court. In particular, free legal aid may be provided on
the basis of the following legal grounds:

1. Act No. ZRU-848 on the provision of legal aid at the expense of the
State was adopted on 16 June 2023.

2. Pursuant to Cabinet of Ministers decree No. 741 of 6 September 2019
on measures to further improve the system of legal assistance and
communication of legal information to the public, the organization
"Madad" was established as a non-governmental organization providing
free legal assistance to the public, including online, with a legal
information portal "Advice.uz" (e-maslahat.uz).

3. All heads of State bodies, as well as representatives of local executive
authorities, hold public meetings where individuals and groups can speak
about their problems and receive options for solutions.

4. The units of the Ministry of Justice identify the most pressing issues of
concern to the population and provide legal information, explanations and
legal advice on them.

5. When a case comes to court, based on the relevant standards in the
procedural codes, the court not only considers the materials and
explanations submitted, but also has the right to take measures in
accordance with the law to obtain comprehensive, complete and objective
clarification of the actual circumstances of the case and the rights and
obligations of the parties.

50. It should be noted that the State authorities do not issue eviction orders;
compulsory eviction is only possible on the basis of an effective court
decision.

(5) Please indicate which administrative or judicial mechanisms are in
place, at both national and municipal levels, to ensure access to
remedies and accountability of various actors, including business
enterprises, so that individuals and groups can claim their right to
adequate housing

51. In the framework of the consideration of Mr. Mirusmanov's appeal,
inquiries were made to the Ministry of Justice and the Office of the Procurator
General, in response to which explanations were provided in relation to the
expropriation of property. In addition, the case was considered in court,
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where, in compliance with the principle of equality of parties, Mr.
Mirusmanov was provided with all legal remedies guaranteed by the State.

52.  Act No. ZRU-781 on procedures for the expropriation of plots of land
for public need with compensation was adopted on 29 June 2022. The Act is
applicable throughout Uzbekistan. Pursuant to the Act, plots of land or parts
thereof owned by individuals or legal entities with the right of lifetime
hereditary possession, permanent possession, permanent use, fixed-term
(temporary) use or lease may, in accordance with the above-mentioned Act,
be expropriated only on the basis of public need and only after the issue of
compensation has been resolved.

53. Land may be expropriated against compensation for the public need in
the following cases:

« Provision of land for the needs of defence and State security, protected
natural areas, creation and functioning of free economic zones and free
trade zones

« Implementation of obligations arising from international treaties to
which Uzbekistan is party

- Exploration and mining of mineral deposits (except for deposits of
commonly occurring minerals)

+ Construction (or reconstruction) of roads and railways of national and
local importance, airports, airfields, air navigation facilities and
aviation technical centres, railway transport facilities, bridges,
subways, tunnels, engineering facilities and energy and
communications lines, space activity facilities, main pipelines,
engineering and communications networks, irrigation and land
reclamation systems

+ Implementation of approved master plans for settlements in terms of
construction of facilities funded from the State budget

+ Implementation of projects providing for the construction of buildings
and facilities of State educational, health care, cultural and medical and
social service institutions, as provided for in State investment
programmes funded from centralized investments

54. Ifurban planning activities affect the interests of citizens, the latter have
the right: to demand, in line with administrative or judicial procedure, the
revocation of the decision on the placement, design, construction,
reconstruction or commissioning of buildings, structures and other facilities
in violation of urban planning legislation (Town Planning Code, art. 10).

55. If an act of a State or local government body that is not in conformity
with the law violates the rights of an owner and other persons to possess, use
and dispose of property belonging to them, such an act is declared invalid by
the court on appeal by the owner or the person whose rights have been
violated (Property Act, art. 35).
