In relation to the joint urgent appeal UA IRN 11/2024, from mandate holders of the
Special Procedures on May 10, 2024, regarding Mr. Kamran Sheikhe and Mr. Khosrow
Besharat, the following are announced to be considered:

1 Mr. Kamran Sheikhe and Mr. Khosrow Besharat, who were both active members of the Al-
Qaeda terrorist group, were arrested on charges of “intentional killing” and “participation
in robbery with harassment”.

2. The named persons were sentenced to death after going through legal procedures and a fair
trial, especially access to lawyers and legal advisors, hearing their statements and defenses
and their lawyers’, and the review of the issued verdict in the court of appeal (the Supreme
Court). Therefore, the claim of non-observance of the fair trial process in the case of these
people is baseless.

3. According to the criminal laws of the Islamic Republic of Iran, due to the terrorist and anti-
security nature of the set of criminal acts committed by these convicts and the extent of the
effects of the actions in the society, especially creating fear and terror among people, the
acts are defined under the title of War against God (Muharebe) and Corruption on Earth
(Efsad fel-arz). Therefore, contrary to the claim, this criminal title does not contain any
ambiguity neither in the definition of the crime nor in the concept and example of the
criminal act. In addition, committing intentional killing is considered one of the most serious
crimes both in domestic and International Law.

4. As it has been stated many times, torture is prohibited according to the Constitution and
other laws and regulations of the country, and the perpetrators of such actions will face
disciplinary and administrative punishments in addition to the criminal punishments
asserted in the Islamic Penal Code. Therefore, repeating such claims in the correspondence
is baseless and simply reciting the unjustified news and information of some anti-Iranian
media.

5. Like other prisoners, the aforementioned have had the opportunity to visit their families or
be sent to medical centers inside the prison as well as outside the prison (hospitals and
clinics).

6. The sentence issued against Mr. Khosrow Besharat have been implemented on May 15,
2024. He had met with his family before the execution of the sentence and there was no
time limit on the duration of the visit.

7. The sentence of Mr. Kamran Sheikhe has not yet been implemented and his transfer to
solitary confinement is not correct.
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
