In response to the allegations made in the Joint Correspondence of July 9, 2024 by
Some of the Human Rights Council Mandate Holders (REF: AL IRN 12/2024) Regarding
a Number of the Accused and Convicted, some points are recalled to be considered:

The mentioned persons have been accused of being a member of the terrorist groups
of Komala, Demokrat, and PJak, as well as carrying and maintaining weapons of war,
gathering and colluding to commit crimes against national security and forming groups and
gangs to disrupt the country's security. Therefore, the allegation of arrest due to cultural
and human rights activities is false and contrary to the truth. However, in the vast majority
of cases, those named as described below were subject to Islamic sympathy, and after
appeal, their sentence was reduced by half, and sometimes they were pardoned and
released.

1. Ms. Soma Pour Mohammadi had been sentenced to 10 years prison on the charge
of disturbing public order and peace, which was acquitted by the appeal court.

2. Ms. Sarveh Pour Mohammadi has been sentenced to 10 years prison on the charge
of forming a gang with the aim of disrupting security. However, the case is being
processed in the provincial appeals court due to the objection of her lawyer.

3. Mr. Sivan Ebrahimi had been sentenced to one year prison on the charge of
propagating against the system and disturbing the order. He then enjoyed the leave
at the end of imprisonment and has been released from prison.

4, Mr. 1dris Manbari was sentenced to one year prison on charges of disturbing public
order and peace, the sentence has been executed and the case has been closed.

5. Ms. Zahra Mohammadi was sentenced to one and a half years prison on charges of
propaganda against the System. She was then pardoned and released from prison in

2022.
6. Ms. Zhina Modarres Gorji, has been prosecuted on charges of propaganda against
the System. Her case is being processed in the Court of Appeal of Kurdistan

Province.
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
