In response to the joint correspondence by some mandate holders of the Human
Rights Council on July 29, 2024, regarding the accused Ms. Sharifeh Mohammadi,
it is announced that:

1. Ms. Sharifeh Mohammadi is not a human rights defender or labor rights
activist. She is a member of the Komala Terrorist Group. A group that, since
the beginning of the Islamic Revolution of Iran, has been carrying out armed
terrorist acts at various times, especially in the western regions of the country,
terrorizing and intimidating citizens, setting fire to private and public
properties, attacking military barracks, and hundreds of other operations,
especially in the riots in 2022, in order to implement the programs and plans
designed by the opposing governments of the Islamic Republic of Iran.

2. The available documents indicate her effective activity in the above-
mentioned terrorist group and that she follows up the plans and instructions
of the group in form of creating labor organizations.

3. The claims on keeping her in solitary confinement and torturing her, depriving
her from having access to her phone or being denied access to her family since
her arrest, or the arrest of her family members for interrogation, is against the
truth and cannot be confirmed.

4. In accordance with the note of Article 48 of the Criminal Procedure Law, Ms.
Mohammadi has had access to a lawyer from the beginning of her arrest and
to two lawyers during the proceedings in court.

5. The case of Ms. Mohammadi is currently under consideration in the Supreme
Court and has not resulted in a final verdict.
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
