Information from the competent authorities of Belarus on appeal AL BLR 8/2024 of 18 December
2024

Act No. 199-Z of 20 July 2022 amending the Code of Criminal Procedure established special criminal
proceedings for accused persons outside of Belarus who avoid appearing before a body conducting criminal
proceedings.

It became necessary to legally regulate this area because of the need to respond to modern challenges
and threats to national security and to protect the State and public interests. There has been a persistent
tendency on the part of some foreign States to refuse to extradite accused persons who have committed crimes
in Belarus, and certain States have eschewed their international obligation to provide legal assistance in
criminal matters.

The Act was drafted making use of the international experience in the legislative regulation of criminal
proceedings in the absence of the accused (in absentia proceedings), specifically referring to the criminal
procedural legislation of Kazakhstan, the Netherlands, Ukraine, France, the Czech Republic and Switzerland.

Provisions on special proceedings in national legislation are reflected in chapter 49 of the Code of
Criminal Procedure of Belarus. The national model of special proceedings is different in that it includes
enhanced procedural guarantees.

Thus, special proceedings may be conducted only in respect of an adult citizen of Belarus, based on
an investigator's decision, with the consent of a procurator, or on the basis of decisions of procurators in
criminal cases under their jurisdiction, provided that the following conditions are simultaneously met:

- Either the person is accused of committing crimes against the peace and security of humankind,
crimes against the State, war crimes, or a number of other crimes related to terrorist activities, hostage-taking,
seizure of buildings and structures or mass riots; or

- The extradition of the accused for criminal prosecution has been refused by a foreign State, or the
consent of the foreign State to the accused's extradition has not been obtained within six months from the date
on which the Procurator General's Office sent to the authority of the foreign State a request for the person’s
extradition for criminal prosecution.

In other cases, special proceedings may be conducted only by order of the Procurator General, the
Chair of the Investigation Committee or the Chair of the State Security Committee, with the consent of the
Procurator General.

One of the mandatory conditions for special proceedings is the mandatory participation of the
defendant's counsel from the moment the order for special proceedings is issued. Copies of procedural
documents to be served on the accused, with the exception of procedural documents containing information
constituting State secrets and notices affecting the accused's rights and interests, are sent to the accused's
counsel (Code of Criminal Procedure, art. 468 (4)).

At the end of the preliminary investigation, the criminal case file is presented to the counsel for the
accused person who is the subject of the special proceedings order (Code of Criminal Procedure, art. 257).

Pursuant to article 6 of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms
(European Convention on Human Rights) (concluded in Rome on 4 November 1950), which provides for the
right to a fair trial, the national legislation of European States contains a number of conditions under which the
European Court of Human Rights recognizes the legitimacy of trials in absentia. These are summarized as the
following requirements:

- The persons must be duly (personally or through their defence counsel) made aware of the criminal
proceedings against them;

- The persons must have evaded court proceedings by being abroad or in hiding, or have refused to
appear in court having been previously questioned;

- The persons must be replaced in court by defence attorneys;

- The persons have the right to challenge court decisions, or a court review is guaranteed (in the event
of their detention or voluntary appearance in court).

The Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe, in Resolution 75 of 21 May 1975, stated that a
person must be effectively served with a summons to come before the court. It is thus emphasized that it is not
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the presence of the accused at the proceedings that is important; the focus must be on whether the person has
been properly informed of the judicial process.

The Investigative Committee of Belarus has compiled a list of persons in respect of whom special
proceedings have been initiated and who have been summoned before a criminal prosecution body. It is
available on the official Internet site, with unrestricted access (https://sk.gov.by).

Procedure for summoning accused persons to criminal prosecution bodies and obtaining knowledge of the
case file

The criminal procedural legislation includes a special procedure for notifying accused persons of
summonses to criminal prosecution bodies in the event of special proceedings and informing them of the main
procedural decisions taken in criminal cases by posting information on the websites of the bodies conducting
the criminal proceedings (Code of Criminal Procedure, art. 468-27).

In accordance with article 468—27 (2) of the Code of Criminal Procedure, information on dates, places
and times of trials, summonses of the accused, outcomes of criminal cases, punishments imposed by courts
and/or the application of other measures of criminal liability must be posted on the Internet portal of the courts
of general jurisdiction of Belarus within one working day of the dates of the relevant decisions.

Sections under the title "Special proceedings in criminal cases" have been established in the "Judicial
Practice" section of the pages of the Supreme Court and of regional courts (such as the Minsk municipal court)
on the Internet portal.

From the day after the posting of the information referred to in article 468—27 (2), the accused person
is deemed to have been duly notified of the summons to appear before the body conducting the criminal
proceedings and of the decisions taken in the case (Code of Criminal Procedure, para. 3).

Hearings of criminal cases in which special proceedings have been ordered against the accused must
be conducted with the mandatory participation of the procurator and defence counsel.

The procedure for obtaining knowledge of the case file is established by the Instruction on Case
Management in the Courts of General Jurisdiction of Belarus, approved by Order No. 84 of the Chair of the
Supreme Court of Belarus, of 3 November 2021 (hereinafter referred to as the Instruction).

Thus, according to paragraph 30.1 of the Instruction, court case files must be issued for familiarization
with them at the court premises upon written request, and only with the permission of the court's presiding
judge, or the presiding judge's deputy or another judge.

In accordance with paragraph 30.4 (1) of the Instruction, sound or video recordings of court sessions
and/or of separate procedural court actions outside a session, the records and the minutes of court sessions
and/or of separate procedural court actions outside the session are issued for familiarization with them at the
court premises, upon written request of the participants of the court proceedings, and only with the permission
of the presiding judge of the court or the presiding judge's deputy or another judge.

In criminal cases and cases of administrative offences, for court sessions in camera, a request for
familiarization with the summary record or the minutes of the court session, or access to the sound or video
recording of the session, may be filed in writing within 10 days of the announcement of the final ruling of a
court of first instance (para. 30.4 (2) of the Instruction).

Familiarization with case files takes place in the presence of an authorized employee. Familiarization
with audio or video recordings of court sessions or specific procedural action by a court outside its session is
carried out on a separately designated personal computer (Instruction, para. 30.4 (3)).

Thus, familiarization with the materials of a criminal case file is possible only in the building of the
relevant court.

The use of videoconferencing systems during the questioning of participants in the proceedings and
identification of persons and/or objects during court proceedings is allowed in the following cases:

- If the direct presence of the participant in the process in court is not possible owing to health
considerations or other valid reasons;

- If there is a need to ensure the safety of the participants in the criminal proceedings and other persons,
in accordance with chapter 8 of the Code of Criminal Procedure;

- If a minor participant in the proceedings is subjected to questioning;

- If there is a need to ensure the most rapid, comprehensive, complete and objective investigation of
the circumstances of a criminal case.

Location outside of Belarus and evasion of appearance before a body conducting criminal proceedings
cannot be recognized as a valid reason for a party's inability to be present at court proceedings.
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Procedure for appealing against sentences in criminal cases where special proceedings have been
conducted

A sentence rendered in a criminal case in which special proceedings have been conducted is subject to
appeal and challenge under the general rules established by chapter 39 of the Code of Criminal Procedure.

Information on the place and time of consideration of appeals in criminal cases is posted on the Internet
portal of the courts of general jurisdiction. The results of criminal cases considered by appeals courts are posted
on the Internet portal of the courts of general jurisdiction within one working day of the date of the adoption
of the relevant decision.

If the accused is detained in Belarus, extradited by a foreign State to Belarus for criminal prosecution
or voluntarily appears in court before the court retires to the deliberation room, the criminal case is returned
by the judge's order to the procurator for preliminary investigation.

Correspondence of proceedings in absentia with the International Covenant on Civil and Political
Rights

Article 9, on the prohibition of arbitrary deprivation of liberty

For persons subject to special proceedings, punishment is imposed by a court on the basis of the results
of a full, complete and objective trial, in accordance with the procedure established by law, and only if there
are proper grounds. The punishment is not arbitrary.

Article 14 (5): Everyone convicted of a crime shall have the right to his conviction and sentence being
reviewed by a higher tribunal according to law.

The criminal procedure law contains no exception for appeals against sentences in cases where special
proceedings have been ordered against the accused.

In addition, according to article 378 (2) of the Code of Criminal Procedure, when a criminal case is
considered on appeal, the court must verify the legality, validity and fairness of the sentence on the basis of
the case file and additionally submitted materials. The court is not bound by the arguments of the appeal and
examines the case in its entirety, with respect to all defendants, including those who have not filed complaints
and for whom no appeal has been filed.

Accordingly, the unwillingness of defendants to participate in court proceedings in person and to
familiarize themselves in court with the case file, the trial transcript and the sentence cannot serve as evidence
of a violation of their rights and has no effect on the review of court decisions by a higher court.

Article 14 (2). Everyone charged with a criminal offence shall have the right to be presumed innocent
until proved guilty according to law.

In accordance with article 468-27 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, information on the conduct of
special proceedings against accused persons, their summons to a criminal prosecution body, information on
the date, place and time of the trial and the summons of accused persons to appear in court are posted on the
official websites of the bodies conducting the criminal proceedings before the sentence is pronounced. Such
information contains no conclusions about the guilt of a person in a crime. The information thus does not
violate the principle of the presumption of innocence.

With regard to the seizure of property in order to ensure compensation for damages or harm caused by
a crime, recovery of income obtained by criminal means, civil action, other property penalties and special
confiscation, the procedure for the criminal prosecution body and the court to carry out these actions is
regulated by article 132 of the Code of Criminal Procedure and is not related to the presence or absence of the
accused in Belarus.

The body of inquiry or investigator, with the approval of the procurator, may seize property owned by
other persons in order to verify the property's actual ownership, its origin or the legal validity of its
relinquishment or transfer, if there are sufficient grounds to believe that the properties have been relinquished
or transferred by suspects or accused persons in order to conceal their ownership or origin or to finance terrorist
activities, terrorism, extremist activities or extremism, organized illegal armed groups, criminal organizations
or the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction or financing of such proliferation.

At the same time, the legislation provides guarantees of judicial protection for the legitimate interests
of owners, including joint owners, as well as persons who, by virtue of law or contract, possess property not
belonging to the debtor. These individuals have the right to file a claim through civil proceedings to release
the property from seizure.

On the basis of the above, the practice of investigating criminal cases and their consideration by the
courts under the special proceedings does not contradict the provisions of the international human rights
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treaties to which Belarus is a party and is not contrary to existing international practice. It is aimed at ensuring
the principle of the inevitability of criminal liability.

On compliance of the counter-terrorism and anti-extremism legislation of Belarus with international
law

In accordance with article 3 (2) of the Constitution of Belarus, any actions aimed at changing the
constitutional order and seizing State power through violent means, as well as through other violations of the
country's laws, are punishable in accordance with the law.

For the purpose of protecting the constitutional order, the legislature, based on the principles of
constitutional legality, is not only entitled, but also obligated, to use all means available within the scope of its
discretionary powers to establish legal liability for individuals and legal entities for offences aimed at
undermining the constitutional order.

In its rulings on the constitutionality of the laws of Belarus on preventing the rehabilitation of Nazism,
on amending laws for countering extremism and on amending laws for the protection of sovereignty and the
constitutional order, the Constitutional Court formulated legal positions. It emphasized that in the current
complex geopolitical conditions, the most significant real threats to the country's constitutional order,
sovereignty, national security, public order and citizens' rights and freedoms are the following: extremism, as
adherence to extreme views and methods of action to achieve goals; Nazism as one of its most dangerous
manifestations; terrorist acts, or activities of terrorist organizations and illegal armed groups; and mass riots.
The legal regulations defined by these laws are aimed at preventing these most destructive and disruptive social
phenomena. They establish, among other things, criminal liability for committing the relevant unlawful acts,
and are intended to ensure the constitutional rule of law and the provisions of the Constitution for the protection
of the constitutional order.

The country's Constitutional Court, in decision No. P-1263/2021 of 30 April 2021 on the
constitutionality of the Act on amendments to the law on combating extremism, noted that the judicial
procedure established by the Act for recognizing publications and organizations as extremist, which excludes
similar powers of other State bodies and officials, serves as an additional guarantee for the protection of the
human rights and freedoms provided for by article 60 of the Constitution. It also complies with international
legal standards such as articles 8 and 10 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, article 14 of the
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and article 6 of the European Convention on Human
Rights, whose observance ensures democratic practices and legality.

Terrorism in all its forms and manifestations is one of the most serious threats to peace and security,
and any acts of terrorism are criminal and unjustifiable regardless of their motivations, whenever and by
whomsoever committed (United Nations Security Council Resolution 1822 (2008) on threats to international
peace andsecurity caused by terrorist acts, adopted on 30 June 2008).

The legislative approach to countering terrorism in the country is based on the constitutional provisions
stating that t Belarus protects its independence and territorial integrity and constitutional order and ensures
legality and the rule of law. The State is obliged to take all measures available to it to create the domestic and
international order necessary for the full realization of the rights and freedoms of the citizens of Belarus, as
provided for by the Constitution.

An analysis of the restrictions on individual rights and freedoms established in article 13 of Act No.
77-3 of 3 January 2002, the Counter-Terrorism Act, allowed the Constitutional Court to conclude that these
restrictions are not excessive. They align with the provisions of international legal enactments, including article
29 (2) of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which states that, in the exercise of his or her rights and
freedoms, everyone shall be subject only to such limitations as are determined by law solely for the purpose
of securing due recognition and respect for the rights and freedoms of others and of meeting the just
requirements of morality, public order and the general welfare in a democratic society.
