Response of the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt to the joint
communication concerning Mr. Ahmed Mohamed Hamza Mohamed

Hamza

The Arab Republic of Egypt reaffirms its consistent approach to respecting
human rights and preserving the dignity of citizens without discrimination, within
the framework of the Egyptian Constitution and national legislation and in line
with its international obligations. It also emphasizes its readiness to cooperate
constructively with the United Nations human rights mechanisms, including
special rapporteurs and working groups, and deals seriously with all
communications received from these bodies, in accordance with the approved

rules and procedures.

The State has made tangible progress in promoting civil and political rights
and guarantees of a fair trial and combating unlawful detention. It is paying
increasing attention to supporting the role of civil society and protecting human

rights defenders within the framework of the rule of law and accountability.

Below is the response of the Government of Egypt to the allegations that
Ahmed Mohamed Hamza Mohamed Hamza was arrested without a warrant and

allegedly subjected to enforced disappearance.

Following consultation with the relevant authorities, it has been confirmed
that he has never been arrested or detained by any of the security authorities in
Egypt, nor has he ever been investigated by any of the official investigative
bodies. The competent authorities also confirm that he was not present in any
detention centre, prison or police station and that he was not included in the
official registers of detainees or arrested persons during the period referred to in

the communication.

Although it is not true that Mr. Ahmed Mohamed Hamza Mohamed Hamz:
was arrested or interrogated by the Egyptian authorities, he is accused and wanted
for arrest in Supreme State Security Case No. 2 of 2025, in accordance with the

legal procedures followed in this regard, which thus refutes the allegations of

“enforced disappearance”.

While Egypt has not ratified the International Convention for the Protectior
of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance, the allegations of “enforced
disappearance” in the communication do not match the definition set out in article
2 of the Convention, which states that enforced disappearance is considered to be
“the arrest, detention, abduction or any other form of deprivation of liberty by
agents of the State or by persons or groups of persons acting with the
authorization, support or acquiescence of the State, followed by a refusal to
acknowledge the deprivation of liberty or by concealment of the fate or
whereabouts of the disappeared person”. This is not the case in the communication
at hand. Mr. Ahmed Hamza was not arrested or detained by any State security

agency, and there is no documentary evidence to prove it.

Article 9 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights
emphasizes the principle that no one shall be deprived of liberty except on such
grounds and in accordance with such procedure as are established by law. Egypt
fully complies with this provision. Arrest warrants and remand orders are enforced
only pursuant to decisions issued by the Public Prosecution Service, which is part
of the judicial authority, within a framework of legal transparency and judicial

oversight.

Accordingly, the allegations contained in the communication are not based
on documented facts or official statements, but rather on unspecified sources,
which makes them more akin to malicious allegations, weakening their credibility

and undermining their authority.

In conclusion, the Arab Republic of Egypt reaffirms its continued
cooperation with international and regional mechanisms for the protection of

human rights.
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
