Information in response to the urgent request of the special
procedures of the Human Rights Council (AL BLR 3/2025)

In response to the urgent request of the special procedures of the Human Rights
Council (AL BLR 3/2025), we are submitting the following explanations from the competent
authorities of Belarus on the procedure for providing medical care to convicted persons, the
provision of medical care in correctional institutions, the use of coercive security measures
and compulsory treatment and the procedure for early release from serving a sentence
imposed by the court.

The procedure for the medical treatment and healthcare of convicted persons is set out
in article 96 of the Penalties Enforcement Code of Belarus.

Medical units, hospitals and secure hospitals are organized within correctional
institutions, and rehabilitation centres may also be established within these institutions for
convicted prisoners suffering from chronic alcoholism, drug addiction or other substance
abuse, where they can undergo comprehensive medical and social rehabilitation programmes.

If correctional facilities are unable to provide medical care, the necessary care is
provided to convicted persons in State healthcare institutions. Medical care and medicines
are provided to inmates free of charge.

Convicted persons who, based on the results of diagnostic tests, treatment and
rehabilitation measures, are found to have persistent disorders of organ or body system
functions caused by a disease that lead to limitations on daily activities, are referred for a
medical and social expert assessment to determine if they qualify for disability status.

Under the criminal law of Belarus, persons who, at the time of the commission of
socially dangerous act, were in a state of insanity, that is to say who could not be aware of
the actual nature of their actions or omissions and the danger they posed to society, or control
them, owing to a mental disorder or illness, are not criminally responsible. A person found
to be legally insane may be subjected by the court to coercive security measures and
compulsory treatment.

Coercive security measures and compulsory treatment are applied by a court to
persons who have committed socially dangerous acts in a state of insanity or who, after
committing a crime, develop mental disorders or illnesses that deprive them of the ability to
control or realize the significance of their actions, if such persons, by the nature of the acts
they have committed and their mental state, pose a danger to society.

Coercive security measures and compulsory treatment may be ordered by a court in
respect of persons suffering from mental disorders or illness who have committed a socially
dangerous act with the aim of preventing them from committing such acts again and also of
protecting and treating such persons.

Compulsory treatment in a psychiatric hospital with ordinary supervision may be
ordered by a court in respect of a person suffering from a mental disorder or illness who, due
to his or her mental condition and the nature of the socially dangerous act committed, requires
hospitalization and compulsory treatment.

The court is to carry out changes to and termination of the application of coercive
security measures and compulsory treatment for persons suffering from mental disorders or
illness based on the conclusion of a medical advisory commission of medical specialists in
the provision of psychiatric care.
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The procuratorial authorities regularly carry out inspections in penal institutions and
psychiatric hospitals or wards under intensive and strict supervision by the Ministry of
Health.

Convicted persons sentenced to imprisonment have the right to communicate with
their families and legal representatives in accordance with the established procedures. In
accordance with article 83 of the Penalties Enforcement Code, convicted persons are granted
short visits lasting four hours and extended visits of up to three days in a specially equipped
room on the correctional institution premises.

Convicted persons have the right to independently seek protection of their rights and
legitimate interests. According to article 13 of the Penalties Enforcement Code, proposals,
applications and complaints from convicted persons addressed to the authorities exercising
State control and supervision over the activities of institutions enforcing penalties are not
subject to censorship and are forwarded to the addressees within 24 hours. The authorities
and officials to whom proposals, applications and complaints by prisoners are sent must
examine them and communicate the decisions taken to the prisoner concerned through the
administrations of the institutions enforcing their sentences.

In accordance with article 96 (1) of the Criminal Code, pardons may be granted by
the President of Belarus to designated individuals.

The regulations on the procedure for pardoning convicted persons and exempting
from criminal liability persons who have contributed to the clearing up of offences and the
remedying of their effects, approved pursuant to Presidential Decree No. 250 of 3 December
1994, provide that pardons may be granted on the basis of personal applications submitted
by convicted persons through the administration of a correctional facility or other body
enforcing a penalty or other criminal sanction.

Under article 90 (1) of the Criminal Code, persons serving a sentence of deprivation
of liberty may be granted parole. A convicted person may be granted parole only if his or her
behaviour is exemplary, demonstrating that he or she has been reformed (Criminal Code, art.
90 (2)).

Under article 91 (1) of the Criminal Code, persons sentenced to deprivation of liberty
may have the unserved portion of their sentence commuted to a milder penalty. For the
unserved portion of a convicted person’s sentence to be commuted to a milder penalty, he or
she must be firmly on the path of reform and have served the portion of the sentence specified
in article 91 (2) of the Criminal Code.

Under article 402 (2) of the Code of Criminal Procedure, parole and commutation of
the unserved portion of a sentence to a milder penalty are authorized pursuant to a ruling or
decision by the district or municipal court at the place where the convicted person is serving
his or her sentence, irrespective of which court passed the sentence or handed down the
relevant ruling or decision.
