Reply of the Kyrgyz Republic to the enquiry by the Special
Rapporteur on adequate housing as a component of the right
to an adequate standard of living, and on the right to non-
discrimination in this context, and the Special Rapporteur on
minority issues

Reaffirming its commitment to meeting its international human rights obligations,
including protection of the right to adequate housing and the right to non-discrimination, and
its openness to constructive engagement with United Nations mechanisms, Kyrgyzstan
submits the present information in reply to the enquiry of the Special Rapporteur on adequate
housing as a component of the right to an adequate standard of living, and on the right to
non-discrimination in this context, Mr. Balakrishnan Rajagopal, and the Special Rapporteur
on minority issues, Mr. Nicolas Levrat.

This reply was prepared with the participation of the competent State authorities and
with reference to the available information on the topics in question.

In response to the request to provide information on the demolition of properties and
possible cases of forced eviction of residents of Navoi and Abdykadyrov Streets in Osh, we
would like to provide the following official information and comments.

As a local authority, Osh Mayor's Office is guided in its actions by the Constitution,
the Act on Local State Administrations and Local Government Bodies, the Act on the Status
of Osh City and other laws and regulations. Its work is primarily aimed at resolving local
issues in accordance with the established procedures for the exercise of delegated State
powers.

Socioeconomic development programmes and an urban development master plan are
being drawn up in response to the pace of urbanization in the city and the need to provide
safe and comfortable living conditions for residents, improve the city's appearance and make
it more attractive to tourists and investors.

Significant urbanization and a lack of proper planning have led to increased pressure
on both urban infrastructure and the urban ecosystem. Intensified efforts are currently being
made, under a socioeconomic development programme for the city and the urban
development master plan, to reduce traffic congestion, improve and increase the
attractiveness of road infrastructure, widen and repair roads, demolish illegally built
properties, renew irrigation networks, establish green spaces and replace old and diseased
trees, which are are priorities for Osh Mayor's Office.

As part of these efforts, the Mayor of Osh, Zhenishbek Toktorbaev, and
representatives of relevant institutions and enterprises are holding in situ meetings around
the city with the aim of rehabilitating its streets and repairing its roads.

Pursuant to the hierarchy of urban planning documentation, once a master plan has
been developed, a detailed urban development plan is drawn up. According to the detailed
urban development plan for central Osh, approved by Decision No. 182 of Osh municipal
council on 27 December 2023, the width denoted by the red line for Abdykadyrov Street is
50 m; for Mominov Street, 30 m; for Navoi Street, between 80 and 100 m; and for Shamshiev
Street, 30 m.

Work to widen roads in Osh is currently being carried out on the basis of the urban
planning documentation.

Osh Mayor's Office intends to widen the aforementioned streets in accordance with
the master plan and the detailed urban development plan for central Osh with the aim of
solving the problem of traffic jams in the city centre.

1. Comments on the observations of the Special Rapporteurs
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Properties are being demolished and evictions are being carried out under the detailed
urban development plan for central Osh, approved by Decision No. 182 of Osh municipal
council on 27 December 2023, which provides for the comprehensive improvement and
modernization of urban infrastructure and steps to ensure residents' safety. This document
defines the red lines for streets and other parameters that must be complied with so as to
ensure transport accessibility and traffic safety, modernize utilities infrastructure and
preserve the historical and cultural appearance of the city and the buffer zone surrounding
Mount Sulaiman-Too. This work is being carried out not only on Navoi and Abdykadyrov
Streets, but also in other parts of the city, affecting various districts and members of various
ethnic groups. Measures to bring the streets into conformity with the parameters established
are being taken on the basis of national laws, including the Act on the Status of Osh City, the
Housing Code, the Land Code and the Urban Development and Architecture Act, which are
aimed at creating a comfortable and safe urban environment in a manner that ensures respect
for the rights of all residents.

2. Consultation with residents and owners of affected properties

Osh Mayor's Office has held a series of meetings and information sessions with
residents and owners of affected properties. All persons were officially notified within the
time limits prescribed by law. In many cases, there was a dialogue involving neighbourhood
committees and representatives of local communities and ethnic groups. Between January
and June 2025, 11 official meetings were held with citizens' participation, at which the
implementation of urban development plans, compensation and possible alternatives were
discussed.

3. Consideration of alternatives

Alternatives, including the possibility of relocating retail outlets, temporarily
suspending demolition or selecting a different municipal site, were considered on a case-by-
case basis. In addition, Osh Mayor's Office has received 563 applications from citizens,
including applications to exchange both commercial and residential plots for other plots. In
nine cases, the relevant commission has already decided to provide applicants with plots of
equal value. The remaining applications are still under consideration in accordance with the
established procedure and taking into account citizens' views. However, owing to public
safety considerations, the need to reduce traffic congestion and the strategic importance of
the streets concerned, in a number of cases, forced evictions have been impossible to avoid.

4. Support measures for residents and owners of affected properties

Residents and property owners whose rights are documented have been offered
compensatory measures, including:

Provision of land plots

Monetary compensation

Provision of housing

Employment assistance (in case of loss of source of income)
5. Compensation provided

Compensation is provided to persons whose rights are documented in conformity with
the law. In general, residents who have been excluded from lists of persons entitled to
compensation have been unable to provide official documentation proving their property
rights. Such situations are handled on a case-by-case basis with the participation of legal
representatives and representatives of ethnic groups. It is the responsibility of Osh Mayor's
Office to prevent cases of social vulnerability.

6. Access to legal remedies

All residents who believe that their rights have been violated have access to
administrative and judicial mechanisms. The State provides assistance with the submission
of applications and enquiries, including through the provision of free legal advice. In
addition, Osh Mayor's Office has sent explanatory letters to the courts and procurator’s
offices to ensure that such cases are considered impartially. We would also like to note that
decisions on whether to provide plots of equal value in exchange for plots occupied by
residential buildings demolished in connection with the widening of streets or whether to

grant compensation are taken by a commission set up under Osh Mayor's Office, in
accordance with the procedure established by law.

Citizens are guaranteed the right to judicial and administrative protection. For
example, five applications to have the local authorities’ actions in relation to the planned
demolition of some properties declared unlawful were filed with Osh Oblast Administrative
Court. However, four claims were later withdrawn by the applicants themselves and one was
dismissed on procedural grounds. The Osh municipal procurator's office received 17
applications concerning, inter alia, the lawfulness of demolitions. The checks carried out —
including with the participation of internal affairs officers — have revealed no violations of
the law constituting criminal offences and, accordingly, no grounds for the initiation of
criminal proceedings have been established.

We would like to point out that the work in question has the purely economic and
organizational objective of addressing the urgent need to rehabilitate the city's streets,
improve transport accessibility and traffic safety, modernize utility networks and develop the
urban environment.

It is also important to note that this is not a targeted campaign against certain groups.

Kyrgyzstan has national institutions for the protection of human rights, including the
Office of the Ombudsman (Akyikatchy), the procuratorial authorities, the courts and other
bodies, to which persons of any ethnicity have the right to turn if their rights are violated.

Kyrgyzstan reaffirms its commitment to the principles of non-discrimination, the rule
of law and respect for human rights, including the right to adequate housing. All applications
filed by citizens are considered in accordance with the law, on the same basis and in
compliance with the principles of non-discrimination.

In view of the foregoing, the allegations that the rights of ethnic minorities have been
violated and that they have been discriminated against are unfounded, as the work in question
is being carried out for economic purposes under an approved urban planning policy.
