Comments by Belarus on the joint communication from the
special procedures of the Human Rights Council

Penalties enforcement legislation and its application in practice are based on strict
observance of the guarantees to protect citizens from cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment.
The rights and duties of convicted persons, as well as the restrictions placed on them, are
determined on the basis of the procedure and conditions for the enforcement and serving of

sentences and other criminal penalties.

V.B. Kastsiuhova, O.V. Mayorava and D.V. Salmanovich were convicted on the basis
of the provisions of the Criminal Code of Belarus. By committing these crimes, the
individuals in question have knowingly exceeded the limits of their rights to freedom of
expression and opinion as provided by law and are therefore being held criminally liable.
Their actions pose an inherent public danger associated with crime and are intended to cause
harm to the State, both economically and politically, as well as to the interests of citizens with

regard to personal safety and social rights.

In particular, Ms. Kastsiuhova was sentenced by the Minsk City Court on 17 March
2023 to 10 years’ deprivation of liberty to be served in an ordinary regime correctional colony
under the following provisions of the Criminal Code: article 357 (1) (Conspiracy to seize
State power); article 16 (6); article 361 (3) (Aiding and abetting public calls for other actions
aimed at harming the national security of the Republic of Belarus); and article 130 (3) (Aiding

and abetting the incitement of social enmity or discord).

In an appellate ruling of 25 July 2023, the criminal division of the Supreme Court
upheld the judgment against Ms. Kastsiuhova.

The procedure for providing medical care to convicted persons is defined in article 96

of the Penalties Enforcement Code.

The provision of medical care to persons deprived of their liberty, including persons
with disabilities, and the implementation of disease control measures in correctional
institutions are organized and conducted in accordance with healthcare legislation. The
procedure for the provision of medical care and the implementation of disease control
measures in correctional institutions is established by the Ministry of Internal Affairs in
conjunction with the Ministry of Health. Medical care and medicines are provided to

convicted persons free of charge, except in the cases provided for in healthcare legislation.

Convicted persons who, based on the results of diagnostic, treatment and rehabilitation
measures, have persistent impairments of organ or body system functions caused by disease
that lead to limitations in their daily activities are referred for medical and social assessment

to determine whether they qualify for disability status.

Convicted persons have the right to independently seek protection of their rights and
legitimate interests. Neither the convicted persons nor their lawyers have submitted any
applications to the Office of the Procurator General or regional procurator’s offices.
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The procuratorial authorities regularly carry out inspections of penal institutions. The
inspections did not find any violations of the rights and legitimate interests of the above-

mentioned persons.

Convicted persons have the right to apply for a pardon addressed to the President of
Belarus through the administration of the correctional facility.
