Reply of Kazakhstan to the joint communication from the
special procedures of the Human Rights Council of 27
October 2025

Ref.: AL KAZ 6/2025

Implementation of the rights to freedom of peaceful assembly and
freedom of association

The legislation of Kazakhstan guarantees the realization and protection of the rights
to freedom of assembly and freedom of association.

For example, the right to freedom of assembly is established in the Constitution, and
the procedure for organizing and holding assemblies is regulated by a specific law, the Act
on the Procedure for Organizing and Holding Peaceful Assemblies.

Article 32 of the Constitution provides that citizens have the right to gather peacefully,
unarmed, and hold assemblies, rallies, demonstrations, marches and pickets.

The exercise of this right may be restricted by law in the interests of State security,
public order, public health or the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

Article 39 of the Constitution provides that human and civil rights and freedoms may
be restricted solely by law and to the extent necessary to defend the constitutional system and
to protect public order, human rights and freedoms, and public health and morals.

Article 2 of the Act on the Procedure for Organizing and Holding Peaceful Assemblies
provides that the right to freedom of peaceful assembly cannot be limited except on the
grounds established in the Act in the interests of public safety, public order, public health and
the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

The established procedure for organizing and holding peaceful assemblies is not
prohibitive in nature and is aligned with the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights.

For reference: Article 20 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights establishes
that everyone has the right to freedom of peaceful assembly and association. No one may be
compelled to belong to an association. Article 21 of the International Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights provides that the right of peaceful assembly must be recognized. No
restrictions may be placed on the exercise of that right other than those imposed in
conformity with the law and which are necessary in a democratic society in the interests of
national security or public safety, public order, the protection of public health or morals or
the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

Kazakhstan continues to improve its national legislation, including in the areas of
freedom of assembly and freedom of association.

The reform of legislation regarding peaceful assemblies that was conducted in 2020
marked the transition from a permission-based to a notification-based procedure for the
organization of such assemblies. Whereas, previously, prior permission from the local
authorities (akimats) was required to hold assemblies, now organizers simply notify the local
authorities of the planned event, while complying with the deadlines and requirements
established by law. This approach is consistent with international human rights standards and
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provides citizens with broader and freer access to their constitutional right to peaceful
assembly.

An important step was the adoption by the Constitutional Court of Regulatory
Decision No. 61-NP of 20 January 2025, which clarifies key provisions regarding the legality
of decisions by the local authorities to deny permission to hold assemblies.

As the Regulatory Decision makes clear, holding several public events at the same
time in the same place or in a place where building and installation works are in progress
may lead to the improper exercise of citizens’ right to peaceful assembly and pose a serious
threat to the lives and health of participants in and bystanders to such events, including owing
to the real risk that clashes could break out between them and escalate. The restrictions
associated with the denial of permission to hold peaceful assemblies are therefore reasonable
and proportionate, and do not exceed the constitutional limits of permissible restrictions on
human and civil rights and freedoms.

Furthermore, the local authorities must propose an alternative place and/or time for a
planned peaceful assembly before they can deny permission to hold it. If the organizer
consents to the proposal, then permission to hold the assembly may not be denied.

This legal position is already reflected in judicial practice. In March 2025, the
specialized interdistrict court in Oskemen and the West Kazakhstan Oblast Court quashed
decisions in which local authorities had denied permission to hold peaceful assemblies
without proposing alternative arrangements.

The legal position of the Constitutional Court and judicial practice therefore confirm
the transition of Kazakhstan to a model based on a presumption in favour of holding peaceful
assemblies, in line with the standards of international human rights law.

The State authorities do not impede the exercise of this right; on the contrary, they
seek to ensure a balance between the public interest and freedom of assembly, offering
alternative organizational solutions where necessary.

Measures to ensure that civil society representatives and human rights
defenders can carry out their legitimate activities

The promotion and protection of human rights is a priority for the Government of
Kazakhstan.

In this context, Kazakhstan recognizes the significant contribution of civil society to
the promotion of human rights in the country and considers it a key partner in the fulfilment
of objectives in this area.

The “Listening State” policy concept involves close cooperation with the public,
increased transparency and extensive collaboration between the Government and civil
society on all reforms.

A notable example of such collaboration is the Dialogue Platform on the Human
Dimension, established by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Since 2013, more than 50
meetings of the Platform have taken place, and their results have been reflected in three plans
of action on human rights. The outcomes achieved include the adoption of laws to combat
trafficking in persons, criminalize domestic violence and combat torture. The work done
under the Platform also includes regular discussions with civil society representatives
regarding the drafting of the country’s human rights reports and recommendations issued by
human rights mechanisms of the United Nations.

Kazakhstan welcomes the extensive engagement of civil society representatives and
is ready to provide all possible support for their activities.

Public discussion regarding the construction of the nuclear power plant

On 1 September 2023, the Head of State delivered an address to the people of
Kazakhstan entitled “Economic Course for a Fair Kazakhstan”, in which he announced a
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nationwide referendum on the construction of a nuclear power plant in the country and
preliminary public discussions on the subject.

Between October 2023 and August 2024, at the initiative of the Kazakhstan Citizens’
Alliance, public discussions regarding the construction of the nuclear power plant were held
throughout Kazakhstan, in 17 district-level cities and 3 cities of national status. Local
residents, community associations, civil sector representatives and the media took part. The
speakers included representatives of the Ministry of Energy, Kazakhstan Nuclear Power
Plants limited partnership, the National Nuclear Centre of the Republic of Kazakhstan (a
national State enterprise), the Institute of Nuclear Physics (a national State enterprise),
experts from the nuclear industry and industry experts on the environment, seismic safety,
energy, infrastructure, and small and medium-sized enterprise development.

Announcements about the public discussions were posted on the official websites of
local authorities, ensuring openness and the accessibility of information to all stakeholders.

During the discussions, experts provided detailed answers to participants’ questions
concerning nuclear and radiation safety, the technological features of modern Generation 111+
nuclear power plants, physical protection systems, site selection criteria for nuclear power
plants, the requirements of the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) and the project’s
socioeconomic implications.

Particular attention has been paid to the possible impact of the future nuclear power
plant on the environment, including its potential impact on Lake Balkhash. A proper
assessment of the nuclear power plant’s impact on Lake Balkhash and other studies will be
conducted during the preparation of the construction documentation, which will include
engineering surveys and an environmental impact assessment in line with national
environmental law.

In addition, experts from various industries have participated extensively in
awareness-raising activities. They have appeared on podcasts, themed talk shows, discussion
forums, television debates and special analysis programmes, where they have explained the
key aspects of the project in detail and answered questions. News stories, the outcomes of
the discussions and expert commentary have been regularly covered and disseminated by
national, regional and independent media.

To raise public awareness, regular open days and press tours have been held at energy
and nuclear facilities in Kazakhstan, including research reactors, laboratory complexes and
infrastructure sites, which has helped journalists and the public to learn about the
technological standards and safety at the country’s nuclear facilities.

In addition, a series of events were held to explain the role of nuclear energy through
meetings with the scientific community, university students and labour collectives.

The main issues of concern to citizens were the safety of the future nuclear power
plant, the reliability of the technologies involved, staff training, environmental aspects,
radioactive waste management and the possible impact on natural sites, including Lake
Balkhash.

Experts emphasized that Kazakhstan has long had a well-developed and successfully
functioning nuclear industry. The country has research reactors, scientific centres, enterprises
producing uranium products and reactor fuel, and modern laboratories. Kazakhstan is a global
leader in natural uranium production and has significant expertise in nuclear technology.

It has also been noted that Kazakhstan has significant human resources capacity in its
nuclear industry. It employs highly qualified professionals, including engineers, physicists,
technicians and researchers. Kazakhstan cooperates extensively with IAEA and participates
in international missions to assess infrastructure (Integrated Nuclear Infrastructure Review
missions), nuclear safety (the Integrated Regulatory Review Service) and site selection (the
Site and External Events Design Review Service), ensuring that national approaches are in
line with international best practices.

On 6 October 2024, the Government held a national referendum on the construction
of a nuclear power plant in Kazakhstan. According to the results, 71.12% of the citizens who
participated supported the project.
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These results demonstrate well-established public support and confirm that this issue
was thoroughly discussed with the population through public events that ensured openness
and transparency in the decision-making process.

Assessment of the environmental impact of construction of the nuclear
power plant

Pursuant to article 7 of the Radiation Safety Act, the Government ensures radiation
safety by issuing radiation safety standards, health regulations, hygiene standards,
construction rules and regulations, occupational safety regulations and guidance and other
documents on radiation safety. These documents must take into account international
radiation safety standards and comply with the Act.

On 29 August 2025, the Government established a working group to review laws and
regulations on the development of the nuclear industry in the context of public health. The
working group has been tasked with submitting proposals for improving legislation in
accordance with international standards and requirements applicable to the design,
construction and commissioning of nuclear power plants in Kazakhstan and with IAEA
recommendations.

Information on the legal grounds for the detention of, charges brought
against and sentences handed down to Nurlan Zhauylbaev, Zhanat
Kazakbai, Fazylzhan Sydykov, Nurlan Temirgaliev and Aidar
Mubarakov

On 26 August, the Almaly District Court in Almaty found Nurlan Zhauylbaev, Zhanat
Kazakbai, Fazylzhan Sydykov, Nurlan Temirgaliev and Aidar Mubarakov guilty of offences
under articles 24 (3) and 272 (3) of the Criminal Code and sentenced each of them to 4 years’
imprisonment.

During the investigation, it was established that they had engaged in propaganda
activities, producing and distributing leaflets with the aim of inciting the population to mass
riots the day before the national referendum on 6 October 2024.

On 5 November 2025, the appellate court reduced their sentences to 2 years and 6
months, taking into account the advanced age of the convicted persons as a mitigating
circumstance.

The individuals in question are currently on probation under the supervision of the
Committee on the Penal Correction System of the Ministry of Internal Affairs.

Under the Act No. 38 of 30 December 2016, the Probation Act, persons on the
probation register are not entitled to receive any age- or health-related benefits.

However, persons on probation have the right to receive medical treatment in
Kazakhstan subject to prior notification of the probation service.

The court proceedings were conducted in full compliance with the Constitution, the
Code of Criminal Procedure and international fair trial standards.

Article 1 of the Constitutional Act on the Judicial System and the Status of Judges
establishes that judges are independent in the administration of justice and are subject only
to the Constitution and the law. Any kind of interference in the work of a court in
administering justice is prohibited and incurs liability under the law.

Kazakhstan strictly fulfils its international treaty obligations to protect human rights
and freedoms.

The allegations of arbitrary and unjustified restrictions on the right to peaceful
assembly in connection with the public debates on the construction of the nuclear power plant
are therefore baseless and not supported by the facts.
